Quebec Bridge Disaster,

The sudden and unexpected collapse
of the great cantileiver bridge in course
of construction across the St. Law-
rence in the vicinity of Quebec may be
regarded as a national calamity, and
the event has evoked much sorrow for
the lives which were lost on that oc-
casion.

COAL FOR WINTER SUPPLY.
f
Manitoba and Saskatchewan Farmers
Laid in Stock During Summer.

Winnipeg, Nov. 28.—C. P. officials
state that a large measure of success
has attended the efforts of the com-
pany to persuade consumers of the
west to buy their coal during the sum-
mer. Hundreds of farmers throughout
Manitoba and Saskatchewan, who at
this time last year were without fuel
of any kind, have now their supplies
of coal for the entire year in their
barns, and the situation this winter
will be to this extent relieved.

This is especially true of those dis-
tricts which suffered most last year.
Farmers in these areas are determined
they will not be caught in the same
predicament again and the dealers
have been called on during the summer
to furnish the fuel, which they were
able easily to do.

‘W. B. Lanigan, general freight agent
of the C. P. R., states that many times
the amount of coal has been sold
throughout the west to consumers than
was sold during the previous summer.

PROVINCE WINS
MEDAL AGAIN

HIGHEST HONOR IS
TAKEN BY ITS FRUIT

British Columbia Has Repeated Past
Record at Royal Horticuitural
Society’s Exhibition

London, Nov. 28.—The Royal Horti-
cultural Society has awarded the gold
medal to the British Columiba govern-
ment exhibit of fruit.

In addition to this prize gold medals
have been awarded to T. G. Earle, Mrs.
J. Smith, K. R. Brown and the Nelson
Fruit Growers’ Association. Silver
medals to Oscar Brown, A. Unsworth,
of Kaslo, and J. A. Ritchie, Grand
Forks,

Again the province of British Colum-
bia has shown that its fruit can take
the first place in competition with the
world. This is the fourth time that the
province has carried off the gold medal,
the premier honor at the Royal Hor-

ticultural Society’s exhibition. On the
first occasion, in 1904, only about 40
cases were taken to London. Hon. R.
G. Tatlow, minister of agriculture, go-
ing to the Old Land himself and being
present on the ocecasion. Ever singe
that the province has continued to send
an exhibit, this year thes total dxsplay
being about 800 cases.

The capture of the highest honor that

can be won, together with the individ-
ual winnings from year to year, has
given unmistakeable evidence that from
an horticultural standpoint British Co-
lumbia is without an equal.

LANGDON IN NEW YORK.

Man Who Led Fight Against Political
Corruption in Frisco on
Oriental Question.

New York, Nov. 28.—Wm. H. Lang-
don, district attorney of San Francisco,
who led the legal fight against business
and political corruption in that city,
arrived here last night. He is to visit
Washington and later return here to
speak before the Civic Form on graft
and democracy, on December 1st.

Mr. Langdon said that the recent
eiection in San Francisco had a good
effect and that confidence, which had
been wavering, had been restored. The
election result had shown clearly, he
said, that labor had decided to keep
out of politics. Mayor Taylor had the
confidence of the honest labor leaders,
and was acting independently, he
thought.

He said there was no doubt that any
city could be cleaned'politically if the
same lines were followed as in San
Francisco.

Mr. Langdon said the Japanese prob-
lem was a big one on the Pacific coast
and would continue to be so until it
was removed by legislation. He said
he thought the Japanese question would
be raised in the next national congress.

MONTCALM TO DOCK.

Quebee, Nov. 27.—The Dominion gov-
ernment steamer Montcalm, which
struck a submerged rock when making
for harbor at Point Maurier, in the Gulf
of St. Lawrence, arrived here this
morning and will go into the drydock
to be repaired.

PROMPT JUSTICE.

Two Highwaymen Sentenced to Five
Years at Vancouver.

Vancouver, B. C., Nov. 28.—The
promptness of Canadian justice was
shown in the sentence of two high-
waymen in the police court yesterday.
On Monday evening, Alex. Henderson
was held up by two men. He was able
to- see them and reporting the matter
to police, described his assailants so
well that an officer arrested them on
the street the next day. They were
positively identified by complainant.

The prisoners told rambling and con-
tradictory stories. Being convicted,
the magistrate sentenced each to five
years in the penitentiary. With the
hard times, the coast cities are being
flooded with men from the \mining
camps, and the authorities are deter-
mined to make Vancouver a place
where no man will be unnecessarily
molested.

MRS. BRADLEY

WITNESSES NEVER
DOUBTED HER SANHTY

All-Night Discussion of Relations
Between Murdered Man, His
_Wife, and Défendant

Washington, D. s Nov. 28.—
Throughout yesterday the testimony in
the trial of Mrs. Annie M. Bradley,
charged with shooting and killing for-
mer Senator Brown, of Utah, in this
city last December, was most damag-
ing to the defendant. There were many
witnesses who had seen her shortly
after the shooting and others who had
attended her while she was in jail here,
but none of them had at any time
doubted her sanity. They included
practically every one who had come in
contact with Mrs, Bradley after the
shooting.

A dramatic feature of the day was
the description by Sorens Christensen,
of Salt Lake, of an encounter between
Mrs. Bradley and Mrs. Brown at a
hote] in Pocatello, Idaho, in the sum-
mer of 1906. On that occasion Mrs.
Brown found Mrs. Bradley in a hotel
with  Senator Brown, and, attacking
her, attempted to choke her, and asked
to be allowed to kill her. The cries
of Mrs. Bradley brought the senator to
her rescue and thén the entire party,
including the witness, had an all night
discussion of the difficulty, during
which Brown turned fiercely upon his
wife and denied that he was the father
of her son, Max Brown, and at the
same time admitted that he was the
father of two of Mrs, Bradley’s chil-
dren.

An outburst of denunciation by Mrs,
Brown of her husband and Mrs. Brad-
ley followed, after which the senator
and the defendant went to another
hotel, where they called for drinks.

A new phase of the testimony was
the admission by Archibald Living-
stone, the senator’s stenographer, that
he had told falsehoods to Mrs. Bradley
in order to quiet her and to avoid

i trouble, for either the senator or him-

self.

Justice Stafford rebuked a couple of
spectators, a man and a woman, who
brought with them a girl about 11
years old.. When the justice saw the
child he stopped the proceedings and
ordered an attendant to escort the
couple from the courtroom.

EXPLOSION AND FIRE
CLAIM SEVEN VICTIMS

City--Dead Burned Beyond
Recognition.

Kansas City, Nov. 28.—Seven men are
dead and two seriously injured as a
result of a fire in a two-story brick
rooming house at 102 Union avenue,
caused by an explosion of gas this
morning.

Seven victimg were burned beyond
recognition, and it is doubtful whether
their identity will ever be established.

The - rooming house was patronized
by white railroad employees, and as
the proprietor kept no register the
names of the victimg are not knowny
The proprietor said his house would ac-
commodate 200 men, but he did not be-
lieve there were more than 50 in the
rooms when the explosion occurred.
The explosion is believed to have been
caused by a guest who lighted a match
in a room where the gas had been es-
caping.

When the firemen arrived the flames
were burning so fiercely that they
found the work of fire fighting diffi-
cult. When they gained an entrance
to the building they found the bodies
of the victimg piled together on the
second floor. It was evident the men
were overcome while seeking an exit.

C. P. R. TO ISSUE STOCK.
Railway Concern to Call for Subsecriptions
ior Balanc» of Its Authorized
\ dp"" A
Montreal, Nov. 28.—A special géneral
meeting of the shareholders of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway Co. has been called
for December 30th to sanction *the issue
of the balance of the authorized capital
stock of the company to the amount of
$28,220,000, in such sums, and at such
terms, as the directors think proper. The
authorized capital of the company Is
$150,000,000, of which $121,680,000 has been
issued, and it is now proposed to issue

the balance of $28,320,000.

WINNIPEG'S NEW JAIL,
Winnipeg, Nov. 27. — ‘The provincial
government has announced that a new
jail will be erected in Winnipeg next
year at a cost of $150,000.

BIG DECREASE IN
HOMESTEAD ENTRIES

Report of Minister of the Interior
for Nine Months Ending
March 31.

Ottawa, Nov. 28.—The annual report
of the minister of the interior for the
nine months ending March 31, 1907,
shows a total revenue of $2,278,540, an
increase of $753,333.

Homestead entries for the nine
months were 21,648. Basing an esti-
mate of the total number of entries
during the twelve months ending June
20th this year, on a monthly ratio of
the previous nine months, the result
would be 28,756 as compared with 41,-
869 during 'the year ending June 30th,
1906.

There has been a decrease in the
area of land disposed of by the rail-
way company during the past year
compared with 1906, but there has been
a . steady advance in values since 1903
during which year land was $3.46 per
acre, to 1907 when it averages $6 per
acre.

The sales of Manitoba school lands
totalled $125,000 acres at $1,526,156 or
an average price of $12.20 per acre.

In Saskatchewan the average price
was $14.67 an acre. No school lands
were sold-in Alberta during the vear.

TOBACCO MONOPOLY.

Relations Which Exist Between Ameri-
can Company and United
Cigar Stores.

New York, Nov. 27.—The nature of
the relations between the American To-
bacco Company and the United Cigar
stores, which has a large number of
retail stores throughout the country,
was inquired into in to-day’s session
in the case of the United States against
the so-called tobacco trust. While it
was not believed that the trade is ab-
solutely controlled by the American
Tobacco Company, much of the testi-
mony was-that close relations exist be=
tween the two.
