Toronto, May 14.—Toronto’s share of 
the street railway receipts for April 
was forty-one thousand dollars. The 
percentage has more than doubled in 
four years’ time.

Shreveport, La., May 14.—Seven peo­
ple are known to be dead and many 
others are injured as the result of a 
tornado which swept across northwest 
Louisiana last night. The little town of 
Gilliam, 25 miles north of Shreveport, 
was destroyed, and the town of Beiin- 
ger, on the east side of the river in 
Bossier parish, was badly wrecked.

Communication with the greater por­
tion of the storm-swept section is in­
terrupted, and it is believed that the 
later reports will increase the number 
of dead and injured. It is said that the 
work of destruction at Gilliam was 
complete, only two houses remaining 
intact. The town had a population of 
about 200.

The dead in Gilliam are said to be 
Mrs. J. T. Gariner and three negroes. 
Arthur Vaughan Is said to be badly in­
jured.

At Beiinger the dead are Mrs. 
Mitchell Davis and two negroes. Mrs. 
Davis’ mother is reported to be dying 
from injuries received. I» was reported 
that Oil City, in this parish, was wiped 
out by the tornado, but this rumor is 
probably untrue, although great dam­
age is thought to have occurred in view 
of the wrecking of a great many oil 
well derricks.

D. R. Ker has Just returned from a 
visit to the various branches of the 
firm of Brackman & Ker. He went as 
far as Edmonton, where the company 
has great works for the handling of 
their grain supplies.

Mr. Ker says that the prospects are 
that the coming season should be a 
record breaker in the matter of grain 
production. The sowing has been done 
under exceptionally good conditions. 
The growth has been good since the 
seed was committed to the ground, and 
the season has opened in excellent 
shape. The crop is at least three weeks 
ahead of last year, so that the pros­
pects for the year are indeed excellent.

Mr. Ker says that the prairies con­
tinue to attract settlers. There is a 
continual stream of people passing in 
and locating. The result is that things 
look exceedingly bright in that portion 
of the country, and the effect upon 
Victoria and the Pacific coast in gen­
eral must be to the advantage of all.

The G. T. P. is rushing work west 
of Edmonton on its main line, and are 
building a road which is a model one. 
The grades are very low, so that the 
new road will have special advantages 
in the carrying trade.

Mr. Kuf rçturhs from his trip highly 
elated over the outlook in the West tor 
the coining season,. The prospects are 
extremely bright he thinks.

Another tragedy of the West Coast 

would appear to be unfolded by a dis­
patch received from Clayoquot this 
morning. It involves the almost cer­
tain loss of two brothers named Harvey 
and Horace Waters, who five weeks 
ago set out from Victoria on a pros­
pecting trip up the Tahasas river.

The Indians in the neighborhood of 
Nootka report that for the last month 
the boat owned by the brothers Waters 
has been lying deserted at the mouth 
of the Tahasas river. It is loaded with 
a full cargo of supplies, a tent, and 
other equipment, which the men had 
brought with them to last during their 
prospecting trip. But the brothers are 
nowhere to be found. Surmise has it 
that they wandered through the thick­
ly wooded country and In some manner 
got lost. For four weeks past no trace 
has been found of either and during all 
that time the Indians in the vicinity 
say the boat has been lying at the wat­
er’s edge deserted.

This news of what is evidently an­
other tragedy was brought from Noot- 
ka to Clayoquot by the steamer Tees. 
A special dispatch to the Times states 
that there are no white men in the vi­
cinity to organize a search.

Prince Rupert, B. c„ May 10.—On 
Thursday morning the “first sod” was 
turned on the Pacific coast end of the 
G. T. P., when Ross & Carlson’s men 
set off several blasts, clearing away 
the tangle of roots and stumps covering 
the big rock bluff Just south of the 
wharf, preparatory to drilling the big 
cut through this rock, which will be 
the heaviest on this section. There is 

. practically no soil on this section, 
nothing but a coating of decayed vege­
table matter, and the balance 
rock. Already several holes have been 
drilled to a depth of sixteen feet, and 
when these have been charged and 
fired, tons of rock will be displaced. 
Ross & Carlson have been delayed in 
their work by the non-arrival of con­
struction material, such as dump cars, 
trucks and steel rails, which were ship­
ped from Ker nr on completion of the 
work there, ana should have arrived 
here some time ago. X

Good progress has been made along 
the route from here to Aberdeen in 
clearing the right-of-way, and making 
ready for the rock men. Craig Bros, 
have nearly five miles cleared, follow­
ing the coast line, and beyond that 
point considerable clearing has been 
donc v ’'ont1 r' t McHag'i, Bostrom 
and Augus Stewart! on their sections. 
At peints all along the coast, as far as 
Aberdeen, the contractors have huge 
fires, burning the fallen trees and re­
fuse, and the scene at night is a pic­
turesque one, plainly indicating that a 
great change is taking place in this 
quiet north land.

Messrs. Foley, Welch & Stewart are 
erecting a powder magazine across the 
harbor, 200 feet long by 30 feet wide. 
A landing wharf about 100 feet long 
will be required to reach the magazine, 
and the Pacific Stevedoring Company 
hiwe the contract of building it. 
■fcmtractors on the sections already 
stiiXed, now have all their camp build­
ings completed, and Just as sqc 
trunks and rails arrive, rapid pr 
will be made.

J. W. Stewart is expected to arrive 
here about May 20th, when no doubt 
more contracts will be let, as several 
contracting firm are now here awaiting 
his arrival, and by June 1st all 
tracts for the first hundred miles will 
be alioted, and everything in full 
swing.

porte Tragedy. TheAndrew J. Peers, until this morning 
a patient in the Jubilee hospital, at­
tempted to hang himself in the city po­
lice station this forenopp, but owing to

Total reserves, decrease, £188,000; circu­
lation decrease, £272,000; bullion de­
crease, £440,118; other securities de­
crease, £622.000; other deposits decrease,

to its liability this week is 51.12 per 
cent. Last week it was 50.92 per cent.

Vancouver, May 14.—Capt.
Troup, superintendent of the coast ser­
vice of the C. P. R., returned from 
England to-day and left on the steamer 
Princess Royal for Victoria this after­
noon.

Speaking of the company’s new flyer, 
the Princess Charlotte, being built by 
the Fairfield Shipbuilding Company, of 
Glasgow, Captain Troup said: “I found 
work on her construction far ipore ad­
vanced than I had expected. If it were 
necessary we could have her in. com­
mission withih six weeks.” Under the 
contract, Capt. Troup added, October 
is her month for sailing, and he did not 
think it would be necessary to make 
any change in the date. She will be 
running during the latter part of the 
year betvyeen Vancouver and Seattl^ 
direct, or to the American port via 
Victoria, as the company may desire. 
The vessel, he declared, was all that 
had been said of her and more.

“She will be far ahead in her ap­
pointments, accommodations and speed 
to any of her type on the Pacific 
coast,” said the captain, with obvious 
pride. She has three funnels and 
berths for upwards of fifteen hundred 
people.
