Swetisher on the back steps of the lat­
ter’s home in Black Diamond because the 
young man had for a long time protested 
against the relations of Vehalse with 
Swetisher's mother, says the Seattle 
Post-Intelligencer. Swetisher wae found 
insensible and bleeding from a wound on 
the head just outside the rear of jiis 
mother’s house Sunday night, and died 
Monday morning at 7 o’clock without re­
covering consciousness.

Suspicion points toward Vehalse as the 
murderer because of the enmity known- 
to have existed.between him and the dead 
man, and because he was the first to re­
port the crime, which he did by rushing 
into the house of a neighbor a few doors 
away with blood on his hands and his 
clothing. He "explained the blood! by say­
ing that when he found Swetisher on the 

.doomtep he", tried to lift him up.
"When seen in the county jail yester­

day afternoon Vehalse appeared to take 
his confinement lightly. He speaks Eng­
lish very imperfectly. When asked what 
statement he had Co make, he said 
simply:

I am arrested for nothing. Night be­
fore last I had a few drinks with Swet­
isher early to the evening. Later I went 
for a walk with his mother. We stopped 
at the house of a neighbor. Going past 
the home cf Swetisher later to the even­
ing *1 heard groans, and going into the 
yard found the man covered with bloodL 
Calling for assistance, I went for a doc­
tor. That is all I know about it.

The attack was made with a small 
hand axe, and the blows were struck 
with the hammer end of the head. The 
victim’s left temple wae crushed with the 
weapon and blood poured profusely from 
the wound over the face. The assault 
was evidently made in the doorway, as 
the marks of three blows from the axe 
were found on the door.

adian national game on the Sound last 
summer by a cumber of Victoria boys, 
who had taken np their residence at 
Seattle, the game has become~exceeding- 
ly popular among the Americans. The 
few matches played by Seattle last 
season were always well attended, and 
this summer a more general interest has 
been stimulated by the organization of a 
Northwestern League, which includes 
teams from Seattle, Tacoma, Everett and 
Portland: So far the first mentioned has 
proved itself superior- to rival twelves. 
Enthusiast's were just beginning to think 
that the Portland elub, through its 
terprise in bringing in players from the 
Canadian side, would gather together a 
team that would be able to defeat any 
other American aggregation when they 
were expelled from the organization 
owing to their behavior in a recent game 
with Seattle, particulars of which ap­
peared in: these columns yesterdfty. •

Accurate measurements 
cf the altitude of the summit could not 
be made, but it is thought to be not less 
than 10,000 feet in height, judging from 
the absence of all vegetation for a dis­
tance of 25 miles, the perpetual snow 
fields encountered and the further fact 
that of the party of nine of which Mr. 
Burwash was a member, three suffered- 
from hemorrhages while on the divide as 
<a result of the rarefied atmosphere.

The gold on Arch creek, as in fact it 
is ou every creek in the district with the 
possible exception of Bullion, is very 
coarse, entirely unlike anything ever 
found in the Klondike or Indian river 
districts, scarcely a- particle of the dust 
running less than a grain in weight. Bed­
rock is rough and jagged and the crevices 
found are as a rule very rich. There are 
places where a jack knife and spoon'will 
accomplish greater results than a pick, 
shovel and rocker.

“The country has many peculiari­
ties,*’ said Mr. Burwash, “and I think 
will develop into considerable promin­
ence. It is essentially a- poor man’s dis­
trict, as with the exception of a very 
few localities "the ground is-all shallow 
witli not a particle of muck to be seen, 
gravel reaching from the surface to bed­
rock which averages from two to six 
feet deep. In one or two places it has 
been found to be fourteen feet to bedrock 
with gravel ail the way down.

“About the lakes and the large 
Talleys the country is generally level, bnt 
as the foothills are approached the char­
acter quickly changes to one of extreme 
roughness. All the creeks have a heavy 
garvd and on some, big bould'ers are en­
countered. Afauy of the water courses 
where pay has been found are but little 

than canyons, narrow with precipi­
tous sides in which the snow falls to a 
prodigious depth. The latter wag very 
noticeable on my visit to Telluridle creek, 
made shortly before I left for Dawson. 
Telluride is a tributary of the main fork 
of the Alsek, which in torn debouches 
into the Pacific ocean. It was staked in 
the winter when the snow was from eight 
to ten feet deep, and when X wae there 
a few weeks ago it looked odd to see a 
tree jiicely squared with a location 
notice written on it ten feet from the 
ground, the space below the notice being 
so filled with branches of the tree intact 
that in order to get" at the writing and 
verify it the lilnbs had to be cut away.

“One of the most attractive spots ip 
the country is a portion of the Kaska- 
"wulsli river, which has been named 
Paradise valley. It lies in a big -bend 
■of the river and is so beautifully laid out 
it seems as though nature had specially 
set it apart to offset the rugged grandeur 
-of the lofty mountains seen on all sides.

"How many people are there in the 
district? I made a census just before 
leaving and found there were 400 men 
scattered about on the different creeks, 
though fully three-fourths are on three 
■of the best known of the producers. On 
Bullion and vicinity there are 150; there 
are 100 on Ruby and about 100 on Bur­
wash, with the remainder widely scat­
tered.
