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HEAVY FAILURE IN
(MY OF CHICAGO

TWO BANKS AND TRUST
COMPANY INVOLVED

Other Institutions Came to Rescue and
all the Depositors Will be Paid
in. Full.

Chicago, Dec 12.—The failure of the
Chicago National Bank, the Home Sav-
ings ‘Bank and the Egquitable Trust
Company, all of Chicago,
nounced at 3.30 this morning by repre-
sentatives of the (‘t.lléago clearing
house association, after a session
lasting 18 hours,

James B. Forgan, president of the
First National Bank, as head of the
¢learing house committeer of Chicago
associated banks, gave forth the state-
ment. The assets of these institutiins,
it was asserted, were involved in the
coal and railway properties of John R.
‘Walsh, president of the Chicago Na-
tional Bank. John E. Walsh, head of
the institutions whnich have been de-
elared insolvent, was not at the meet-
ing. The following were the membe
of the committee al the meeting: Jas.
B. Forgan, chairman; John J, Mitchell,
James H. Eckles, O. B. Smith and
Ernest A. Hamill. The statemert t was
‘issued at the offices of the First Na-
tional. It is as follows:

‘“The Chicago National Bank, the
Home Savings Bank and the Eguit-
able Trust Company, which have been
controlled, officered and managed by
John R. Walsh and his associates,
have. concluded to

Wind Up Their Affairs

and quit business in the city of CThi-
cago. After a thorough and careful
,examination of their affairs by the
Chidago clearing house banks, it is
stated that all of the depositors of
these institutions will be paid in full
on demand, the clearing houszs of
Cgﬂcago having pledged themselves to
this result, thus .putting all the 1e-
sources of the Chicago banks behind
the depositors -of these three institu-
tions.

“The difficulty with these institutions
has been that their investments have
been made in assets connected with the
railway and coal. enterprises of John
R. Walsh. These assets were not im-
mediately available to meet deposits,
and have been taken over on terms
which enable the three institutions to
pay their depositors in full.”

Mr. Ridgely, comptroller of the cur-
rency, and Capt. Bubank, of the audi-
tor's  department at Springfield, were
seen -and - expressed themselves as
greatly pleased at the

gand stated that it reflected great cre-
dit upon the associated banks of Chi-
cago, which have again indicated their
ability to meet any emergency in a
manner ‘entirely satisfactory to the
public.

The meeting of-the Chicago Clearing
House Association began at noon on
Sunday. Notices were sent to the
members %of the board by Mr. Forgan
after it had been. learned of the con-
dition of the banks and the trust com-
pany. Clerks were. notified and fifty
or more with ten stenographers hur-
ried to the First National Bank. Be-
hind closed doors the Clearing House
Association began its work of finding
a 'way that might enable them to ride
the financial sea in safety. That a
panic would be likely to follow was
the first thought of the committee.
Resolutions were adopted and heads of
other banks pledged themselves to give
assistance, The amount Involved in
the failure would not be stated by the
committee members.

In addition to the formal statement
of the failure and the announcement
that the banks involved

this morning, the following announce-
ment was made, signed by the clearing
house committee of the Chicago asso-
ciated banks:

‘““To the public: Depositors of the
Chicago National Bank, the Home Sav-
ings Bank and the Equitable Trust
Company are respectively advised that
their deposits will be paid in full upon
demand.”

The following statement was given
out - by gcomptroller of currency, Wm.
B. Ridgeway:

“The action of the Chicago clearing
house banks in coming to the aid of
the Chicago Nation&l Bank, the Home
Savings Bank and the Equitable Trust

" Company has relieved a most critical
situation which, if it had not been
taken promptly in hand, might have
led to wery serious consequences, not
only in Chicago, but elsewhere. The
action of the clearing house banks
makes it absolutely certain that all
the creditors of the three institutions
will receive their money immediately,
and ould thus relieve any apprehen-
sion ©®n the part of the public in re-
gard to the finanical troubles in Chi-
cago. The critical situation in which
these three concerns have been placed
has been due to the large loans made
to the railroad, coal mining and other
enterprises owned and controlled by
Mr. John R. Walsh. This again

Emphasizes the Danger

of the managing officers of banks bhe-
ing interested in outside institutions
requiring large amounts of money. The
comptroller’s office has for some time
been criticizing the condition of the
Chicago National Bank and calling
upon its officers, and directors to re-
duce the amount of thesé loans and
the investments in the bonds of Mr.
Walsh’'s corporations. In spite of the
repeated promises that this should be
done, these items have been continued
in the bank, and in order to prevent
further encroachments it was neces-
sary for the comptrollers to take radi-
cal action. The comptroller’s office has
for some time been endeavoring to
make an examination of the Chicago
National Bank simultaneously with an
examination of the state institutions
by.the state bank examiner,” but was
not able to bring this about until a
few days ago. The result of the ex-
aminations revealed such a serious
vonditgon that it was necessary to take

immediate  action. The comptroller
telephoned £fom Waghington imstruct-
ing Bank Examiner Bosworth to bring
the matter at once to the attention of
the clearing house committee, and left
for Chicago on the first train, to be
on hand personally and take whatever
action was necessary. On the arrival
of the comptroller in Chicago a e€on-
ference was immediately held with the
state authorities and the cléaring
house committee, which contined
from 10 o’clock Sunday morning until
5 o'clock Menday morning.

“In addition to the celaring "house
committee representatives’ of all the
clearing house banks were called into
the conference about 7 o'clock Sunday
evening.

A careful canvass of the situation
revealed _that the Chicago National
Bank had deposits to the amount of
$16,000,000, the Home Savings Bank had
deposits to the extent of $4,000,000, di-
vided among about 8,000 depositors.
The liabilities of the two banks and of
the Equitable Trust Company were
estimated at $26,000,000. The assets of
the three institutions made up about

$20,000,000 of this amount, and the di- |
the Chicago |

rectors and officials of
National Bank came to the front with
securities amounting to about $3,000,-
000 more. This left a deficit of about
$3,000,000 to be faced, and the Chicago
banks present at the meeting declared
at once that they would meet the situ-
ation and care for the deficit. If it
proved necegsary to advance any more

than $8,000,000 to meet all demands the |

banks pledged themselves to make up
the amount, whatever it might be. It
was finally arranged that in addition
to winding up the affairs of the three
financial institutions the allied bankers
should take all of Mr. Walsh's private
enterprises, including his coeal mines
and railroads and stone quarries.

WORK OF TARIFF
COMMISSIONERS

IN. WESTERN CANADA
HAS BEEN COMPLETED

Final Sitting at Regina-=The Views of
the Grain Growers’ Association of
Saskatchewan,

Regina, Sask.. Dec. 18.—~The ' tariff
commission closed its sitting for West-
ern Canada here on Saturday with the
most largely attended and most repre-
sentative meeting held west of Mani-
toba.  The general setniment' of the

meeting was along the lines of that at
Brandon, but was broader and more
comprehensive in many respects.

The sentiment of the meeting was
embodied in six resolutions adopted by
the Grain Growers’ Association of the
province, these resolutions being based
upon replies received from the various
branches of the society throughout the
provinee to a series of questions which
were submitted to them from the cen-
tral organization, and in which all had
concurred, Two resolutions follow:

1. That -we are strongly opposed to
any increase of the tariff on the lines
as proposed by the Manufacturers' As-
sociation.

2. That we are decided in favor of
the tariff being adjusted for purely
revenue purposes by a large reduction
of the duties on agricultural imple-
ments, especially threshing machines,
woollen and cotton goods, dressel lum-
ber and other articles of prime neces-
sity to the people, and, if necessary,
the imposition of moderate duties on
such articles néw on the free list as
may be necessary to make up the rev-
enue without imposing a special hard-
ship on the consuming population of
the coutnry,

The commissioners leave to-day for
the Canadian Soo, going by way of
Moose Jaw and Minneapolis,. From
the Soo they go to Ottawa, and will
resume at Valleyfield after Christmas.

JUDGMENT GIVEN.
In Case of W. J. Harris vs. the Eng-
lish-Canadian Mining-Company.

Rossland, B. C., Dec. 14,—Mr. Justice
Martin, in the Supreme court to-day
decided adversely to the plaintiff in
the suit of W, J. Harris vs. the Eng-
lish-Canadian Mining Company. In
substance the court held that the al-
leged meeting of the directors which
gave the authority to an agent of the
company to execute a mortgage was
irregular and therefore not binding on
the company.

In 1900 Walter Moorehead forced a
meeting of the company by following
Wm.. Pierson into the office of his at-
tornzay. in London and declaring that a
meeting of the company after forcing
some others who were present to act as
directors. The alleged quorum, so
formed, passed a resolution giving Mr.
Moorhead a power of attorney that
was in terms absolute. He came to this
country and gave Harris a mortgage
for $40,000 on the property of the com-
pany, consisting of
ground in Oregon and mineral claims
in this district, Harris had been man-
ager of the company, and it Is claimed
had expended momeys on account of
the company to the extent of the sum
named in.the mortgage. The case has
been before the courts ever since 1901,
being postponed from time to time for
various reasons, and was known - here
as the case of Jarndyce vs. Jarndyce.

A similar suit is pending in Oregon
under the same mortgage for property
owned by that company in soeuthern
Oregon.

THE ROSSLAND ACCIDENT,

La‘er Particulars of Explosion at War
Eagle Thawing House—Property
Loss $50,000,

Rossland, Dec. 16.—At 2 o'clock this
afternoon, about a ten of gelignite in
the thawing-house of the Centre Star
mine, exploded, through come un-
known cause, killing John 8. Ingranm,
formerly chief- of police here, and in-
juring several score of people. Ingram
was in charge of the powder, and his
death removed the only possible
source of information as to the cause
of the explosion. His body was re-
moved from the debris, badly mangled,
Lockhart, assistant diamond-drill oper-
ator, who was at work under the
Centre Star offices,. was badly cut
about the head and legs, but will re-
cover. - Several members of the office
staff and men in the compressor build-
ing were hurt by flying glass or' by
being thrown violently against the
machinery. Buildings in the immedi-
ate vicinity were twisted out of shape
and the windows all broken. The big
War Eagle boarding-house is badly
damaged, some of the inmates being
injured slightly.

In the city the shock of the explos-
fon caused much consternation, and did
a large amount of damage. Nearly all
the plate-glass windows on Columbia
avenue were smashed, many people
receiving cuts from the fragments.
Merchants had Christmas goods dis-
played, much destruction being
wrought ~among these. The amount
of glass destroyed is enormous, and
heavy importations for repairs will be
necessary. The citizens feel thankful,
nevertheless, that the loss of life and
property was not greater.

The Centre Star, War Eagle and Le
2 0i mines will be shut down for a few
days, because of injury to the steam
and air-pipes and compressor machin-
ery, and the practical wreck of the
buildings containing them. The dam-
age cannot be exactly appraised, but
it is thought it will reach probably
$50,000.

The list of the injured is as follows:
. M. Brown, badly cut about head;
Mrs. M. E. Purcell, badly cut; Mrs.
George Cain, cut about face; Mrs.
Leary Donahue, badly cut and bruised
about face and neck; William Lock-
hart, nose severed; William Tomlin-
son, face badly cut. Many more were
slightly injured by falling glass.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 17.—The. policy
of repression - reaeched a climax last
night: when the whole executive com-
mittee of the labor unions was arrest-
ed and the government issued orders
to dissolve the railway unions. The
men regard these acts as provocative
and the probahilities are that a gen-
eral strike will: be at once proclaimed
on the raflways that will "spread to
other industries,

The report tlat Count Witte has re-
signed is ineorrect.

Revolt in Livonia.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 18.—The work-
men’s council at a secret meeting held
in the outskirts of the city to-day
were in favor of a general strike, be-
ginning December 20th. The decision
has been communicated to the labor
leaders at Meoscow, and if the latter
approve the strike it will forthwith be
declared.

All the men arrested at Saturday’s
meeting of the workmen’s council have
been released with the exception of
thirty-two, who refused to give their
names.

The Novoe Vremya, which was pub-
lished to-day, says that 60,000 Letts
are in revolt in Livonia, and that the
authorities have decided to send all the
troops from the St. Petersburg dis-
trict, with the exception of the guards,
to suppress the revolution.

The Kronstadt Mutineers.

Krenstadt, ' Russia, Dec. 18.—The
military court has acquitted eighteen
out of forty-nine .privates of the
Kronstadt fortress artillery, who were
charged with mutiny in. connection
with the recent outbreak there. The
others were sentenced to terms of im-
prisonment ranging from two to
twenty-four months.

Communication Restored.

London, Deec. 17.—The Northérn Tele-
graph Company announces that direct
communication with St. Petersburg
has been restored.

It is not necessary to do more than
look back a few years to the time
when, at enormous exnense, Great Bri-
tain had to maintain froaps in all the
numerous crown colonics forming that
portion of the empire !; r beyond the
séas. In caSe of a war with any Euro-
pean nation that was also a naval
power, the forces in these colorfies and
the navies protecting their coasts had
to be enormously strengthened lest, as
often proved the case, the colonies
should be the battlefield. The old en-
mity betwen England and France was
fought out in the colonies in North
America and India.

Now that is all changed. The numer-
our crown-colonies of British Nerth
America and Australia have been weld-
ed into the nation of Canada, and Aus-
tralia, each maintaining its own army
and able to assist the motherland in
case of war with troops equal to any
in the Imperial service, instead of be-
ing an extra source of expense and
anxiety. Nor is this all.

Since the last Colonial Conference
Canada has been making rapid strides
forwdard as a nation, and doing much
to contribute to the cause of empire. It
would, for instance, be satisfactory to
Sir Wilfrid Laurier to report at the
next colonial cenference that Canada,
since the last meeting had relieved the
British taxpayer of the payment of
millions of dollars in the taking over
of Halifax and Esquimalt garrisons.
At the present moment Hon. Raymond
Prefontaine is in Britain, making in-
quiries to assist him with a view of
getting what mformatlon he can to im-
prove the direct means of communica-
tion -between Canada and the mother-
land. Whilst it is announced that Can-
adian cruisers will be placed on our
shores both on the Atlantic and Pa-
cific oceans,.

Recently published statistics show
that since the Coronation Conference
British imports into Canada have in-
creased by more than 33 per cent. of
their previous total volume, and the
proceedings before the Tariff Commis-
sion now sitting have produced abund-
ant evidence to show that those ene-
mies of the British preferential tariff
who aim at its destruction will not be
successful in their efforts, but that the
preference will be continued.

Nothing can strengthen the tie be-
between ourselves and the motherland
more than the immense influx of Brit-
ish settlers which is helping to rapidly
people the two new provinces of the
Northwest.

| qualities of her character, but on ac-
count of her exceptional ability in im-

| parting knowledge and developing the

mental capacity .of her pupils. There-
fore, apart altogether from the merits
of the dispute between Miss Cameron
and the trustees, -there are many Vic-
torians who, having received the foun-
dation of their education at the hands
of the late principal of the South Park
school, deeply déplore the severance of
her connection with Victoria’s educa-
tional system.

As already stated, it was no less
than 25 years ago that Miss Cameron
beeame a local teacher. She had not
loig been identified with the staff ' &f
lower schools before her splendid ser-
vices ‘weére recognized by an appeint-
ment ‘to the High school. After re-
maining there for a number of years
the South Park building was con-
structed’and'Miss Cameron applied and
was granted 'it§ ' principalship. That
position she has occupied ever since,
acquitting herself with great credit.
On Friday she left for the last time
the apartment which has been ‘' the
scene of her labors for so many years,
that is, unless the inflexible determin-
ations of the school board to adhere to
their resolution is not changed by
some unforeseen occurrence in the
negr future.

iss Cameron’s departure from the
South Park school was marked by - a
somewhat dramatic happening. The
school flag was obtained by some of
the old boys, and, about the time of
dismissal, hoisted at half mast with
the Jack reversed. This signal of dis-
tress flew all afternoon, and up to the
present hour no word of the appeint=
ment of a royal commissioner to -try:

school flag has a history which is very
apropos in this connection. It was
won in open competition among the

It has
been stated, and reiterated again and
again, that the verdict of the commis-
sion mentioned, and which begins the
taking of evidence to-morrow morning,
will not effect the action of the trus-
tees relative to Miss Cameron. Despite
the emphasis laid upon this point,
however, it seems reasonable to be-
lieve that a verdjct favorable to the
dismissed teacher cannot but have its
effect on the school board. The final
outcome, therefore, will be looked for-
ward to by all Victorians with keen
interest.
