The Noed of Revivals, &3 .. &

If it be graated tha!a revivalof doc-
trinal, experimental re-
ligion is needed, (’l then becomes a

question of great im) how such
& revival is to oe promoted. In aue sering
thie question, it must be borue constabtly
in mind that s genuine revival can come
only by the Spirit of God, *“ Exzeptthe
Lord build the house, they labor in vain
rhet build it,” ssog David more thsn two
thousand years sgo. In similar strain
sbisoted the prophe:, when he saag, * Not
by might, nor by power, but by my Bpirit,
saith the Lord.” Paul's teachiog rune in
harmony with these ancient utterances,
when he says, of his own and others’
lsbore, “1 bave planted, and Apollos
walered ; but God gave the increase.”
Recognizing the full force of i truth,
our iqniry relates to the agenciee which
may be used:

1. Chief among the ageocies for pro-
motiog & revival in the church, are the
regular services of the church. The prime
object of the ministry is to instruct the
“reople in the great truths of the kingdom
of God, through the knowledge of the
trath 10 bring men into the fellowabip of
Jesus and his love,a d to lead them out
in ways of service. Tuis, we koow, in &
mighty work ; aud, for this resson, Gad
calis into service, in the nacred cffize
of the ministry, only men of deep con~
vict'on and thorough coneecration. Every
wervice shou'd be & revival
wervice; that is, & service which shall
begel deeper oomvictions and clearer
knowledge of divine truth, warmer love for
Christ, sud such sympathy for men as
makes those possessed by it willing

| workers in every efort o briog men out of
| their

sins o God, That sermon which
does not tend towards sowe or allof theee

resulis, should be counted a failure as » |
serwon however much of & success it may |

The prayer.neetings, too, and. the
Bible school, should all lead to the same
results, It in the peculiar provinos of the
former to promote the spiril of piety, a1 it
in of the Istter to promote a deeper and
wore spiritasl knowled ze of divise truth.

2. Bpecial services are sometimes useful
sod needful. * If the regular services do
not realist the reeu'ts which such services
ought 13 realizs, it ey be the beat way 1o
wsks apeciel sppointyents, st which
pastor sod people may pray aod couasel
together over the situation, untd light

comes, and the ﬂgml of God makes il

phiin the fault is in thees regular
appointments, that they do ot bear their
legitimate fruits in the spiritual growth of
the oharch, and until those upon whom
the responsibilities of such failures rest are
ready 10 do their part in God's appoiated
way. Special services are useful, 100, 1n
that they afford opportunity for costinu
ous, uninterrupted study and work, The
winter sesson, with its comparative free
dom fiom the pressing demaods that are
made upon a buey people at other seasons
of the year, and with its long wicter
evenings, is & moet tavorable Lime fur such
apecial labors. Such work can but be
healthful becase ii is normal, It is the
church extendiag her regular services,
mostly couficed to the Saibbath, out into
the week days,and +0 making thew, as
they ought always to be, a purtof the
every day thought, and feeling, sud
purpose, of the reople. If performed
ight apirit, God will surely place
the seal of his approval upon such labor in
rich and abunliant blessings, He will
revive his work.

Ta some cases it may be beat to call in &
revivalist. We say, in some oases, Per.
sonally, we believe these cases are rare.
R 'vivaliets have a legitimute place; and
taat place is in ficlds that are destitute of
the ord, or in churches in which
pastor and people together have fallen
asleep in the Lord’s work, and ueed come
earthquake shock to rouse them from
their wicked slumbers. To say that there
ie need of & revivalist in a church with all
the regular app mtment of & well-organized
church,—preaching, prayer-meeling and
Bible-echool services,—is to cast r flactions
npon the pastor or people 0! that church,
or both, that we are not willing to be
responsible for, There are latent forcer
in the hands of every church, working
with their pastor in the regular appoint
ment- and in special services, if need be,
to sccomplish more substantial results
than cculd be acoom plish by any revivali
who might be employed ; and thes:

atent
forces will become active for the best
#piritual 1eculte, when the membership
are a8 willing to work with the pastor in
his waye, as they ueually are to work with
the revivaliet in his waye.

If, then, any are longing for a revival’
our conneel is, let it begin at once, Tha'
sny do earnest'y desire it, is evidence that,
in wowe hearts, it bes already begun.
S:snd by the pastor, the superintendent,
and (eachers of the Sabbathk school, and
others who may in any way be responsible
for the coaduct of the regular services of
the charch. Help them to fill theee
servioes with the spirit of the Gospel,
Ex:end the regu'ar services into the week,
usiog deys or eveniogs, a: seems most
convenient, for extra meetings, Got se
many ioterested to atiend as ble.
Make the services interesting o
who do attend, and don’t scold about those
who do not atend. Let there be much
:"]in in the meetings and out of them,
