Lesson XI. March 17. Mark 10: 13.92.

CHRIST'S LOVE TO THE YOUNG.
GOLDEN .TEXT.

Suffer little children to come wnto me,
and forbid them wot, for of such is the
kingdom of God—Mark 10: 14.

EXPLANATORY,

Jesus Bressing lirrix Critores
And they brought
where Jesus was stopping (Mark 10: 10,)
Young children: called babes in Luke,
and small enough to be naturally taken
in one's arms (v. 16.) That Ae should
touch them. Matthew says that he should
put his hands on them and pray. The
Jews were accustomed to value the
blenm‘; of the rabbies. The prayer and
blessing of Jesus would Lna real
power. The wct of touching would teach
us that the nearer we are to Jesus the
greater the blessing which comes to us

from Him.

Brixorxe Cniprex 1o Jesvs, We
bring children to Jesus (1) by daily,
constant, earnest prayer on their behalf;
(2) by teaching them the truth; (3) by
consecrating them to God for this life
{ and the life to come; (4) by training
them up for Christ.

And His disciples webuked those that
brought them. ‘They unwarrantably in
terfered with those coming to Jesus.
Jesus was in the midst of a most solemn
and iniportant discourse to older people,
and the disciples did not wish Him to be
intérrupted by children.

Jrses, Childeren are hindered (1) by
teaching that children cannot become
Christians young; (2) by neglect of their
religious training; (3) by the example of
parents who are more interested in
worldly things than in religion, who neg
lect family prayer, and the church and
Babbathschool ; (4) by “all conduct on
the part of the church, the teacher, or
the parent, ‘which tends to repress,
chill, or check the enthusiasm of child
hood for Christ, and darken its simple
faith in Him ;" (5) by fault-finding with
the church and good people in their
presence,thus lessoning their respect and
revere or them.

14. But when Jesus saw it He was much
displeased: Rev. Ver., he was moved
with indignation.

18: 3. It certainly does not mean that
children are so holy that they are
naturally in the kingdom of God without
any ohange of heart, in the face of such
declaration as John 3 : 5, but that chilyd
ren can most easily have the childlike
spirit; and enter the kingdom. 7The
kingdom of God means the saved family
of God on earth.
15. Verily I say unto you. This intro-
duces Christ's own interprotation of the
phruse, « For of such is the kingdom of
God."  Receive the kingdom of God as a
little child. To enter the kingdom of
God one must feel and act toward God
as the ideal child does toward a parent.
Knowing that he is ignorant and weak,
he trusts himself to his Father's cure; he
believes in his wisdom and love; he is
willing to be taught and helped ; he is
filled with an unbounded and joyful faith
in his Fathor's wisdom and power.
