The Associated Press.)—One of the 
reasons which may have exerted con­
siderable Influence in restraining Ja­
pan from taking military action to pre­
vent the Germans from over-running 
Siberia, was the extremely serious 
food problem here. Tlie price ot rice 
has risen by leaps and bouoüM, Tfhd 
all other stapte food stuffs have fol­
lowed closely. This is in part expli­
cable as due to increased cost df "trans­
portation and to the abnormally dry 
and cold winter willed seriously cut 
down the supply of green vegetables, 
but it is generally understood ZfiaT in­
creased cost pf living in Japîh is due 
to profiteering.

Against any attempt on the part ot 
the Government to slob tfiis the great 
Seiyukai party seems to stand firm. It 
has its backing in large capitalistic 
interests which are definitely opposed 
to any government mobilization of in­
dustry or even food supplies. In the 
large profits that are being made, the 
labor class, to a considerable extent, 
have shared and are able to command 
a higher rate of"eanffhg which enabled 
them to live. But the very large mid­
dle class suffered (Turing the latter 
part of the winter.

The food prtfixlem now. seems cap­
able of amelioration through the im­
port of rice ffiorn Siam âd^^ùrma, but 
this would cease when once the gov­
ernment Had use for its ships for mili­
tary purposes. This £Ieck on marine 
transportation constitutes the second 
weighty riftson. It Tfrôuld affect, not 
only the common pebfffe, oh Cu§ side 
of their food, but wOtilff also put a de­
finite stffp to business prosperity-.
