Second day of November next, at Our City of OTTAWA, to appear are to be held and
constrained, for We do will that you and each ofyou and all otherq in this behalfinterested,
that on WEDNEsDAY, the SIxTH day Of the month of NOVEMBER next, at Our CITY of
OTTAWA aforesaid, personally you be and appcar for the DESPATCTI oF BUSINESS, to
treat, do, act and conclude upon those things which in Our said Parliament of Canada,
by the Common Council of Our said Dominion, may by the favor of God be ordained.

IN TESTIMONY WHIEREOF, we have caused these our Letters to be made Patent, and
the Qreat Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed: WITNEss, Our
Right Trusty and Well-Beloved Cousin, the Right Honorable
CHARLES STANLEY, VISCOUNT MONCK, Baron MONCK of Bally-
trammon, in the County of Wexford, in the Peerage of Ireland,
and Baron MoNOK of Ballytrammon, in the County of Wexford, in
the Peerage of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland,
Governor Gencral of Canada, &c., &c., &o. At Our Government
louse, in Our City of Ottawa, in Our said Dominion, this

Thirtieth day of September, in the year of Our Lord, one thousand
eight hundred and sixty-seven, and in the thirty-first year of Our
Reign.
