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nent, for the better Protecion of the Trade of this Kingdom, and for
other Purpofes, to the contrary notwithflanding.

II. Provided always, and be it further enaaed, That nothing in this
Aà ihall extend, or be condrued to extend, to permit or allow any Ship
or Veffel to fail or depart fron the Port of Saint Jbn's, in the faid fland
of c-4oundland, without being under the Prote&ion of Convoy, or
without Licence beirg firif obtained for that Purpofe, during the Time
any Admiral, or other Perfon duly authorized by the Lord High A dmiral
of Great Britain, or by the Commiffioners for executing the Office of
Lord High Admiral for the Time being, to grant Luiences for permit-
ting Ships or Veffels to fail or depart without being under the Prote&ion
of Convoy, ihall be lationed or refident at the raid Port of Saint
7/ohn's.

III. And be it further enaaed, That nothing in the before recited
A& paffed in the laif Seflion of Parliament fhall extend, or be con-
ftrued to extend, to rendez null or void any Policy of Infurance made
or to be made on any Ship or Veffel, or on the Goods or Merchandize
laden therein, on accouat of fuch Ship or Veffel failing or departing
from the Ifland of Ncwfoundland or Coaft of Labrador, without being
under the Prote&ion of Convoy, under the Authority of this A&, nor
fhall any Penalty be incurred by any Maffer or Conmander of any Ship
or Veffel, or by any other Perfon whatever, on account of any Ship or
Veffel failing or departing, under the Authority of this A&, from the
faid Ifland of Newfoundland or Coaft of Labrador, without being ac.
companied with and under the Prote&ion of Convoy.
