However, as a commuter 
student, I do feel angry at having 
my money wasted by the residence 
minority of my college, on such 
things as in-residence entertain­
ment, college dinners, and their 
pathetic newspaper.

When one looks at most of the 
college newspapers, one is struck 
by their incredibly narrow outlook 
and the high school quality of their 
writing. As you pointed out in your 
editorial, the Mac Truck was a 
sexist piece of garbage. I think that 
the pre-election Stong Flyer with its 
totally unjustifiable attack on the 
credibility of the whole Excalibur 
staff was equally contemptible. 
Finally, the recent Winters Seer 
was a disappointing third-rate 
attempt at satire and parody. To 
flippantly attack the ULS for their 
views is one thing, to attack their 
reputation is a democratic 
organization is another.

To think that students of these 
colleges have to watch their money 
thrown away on these useless 
publications while worthwhile 
magazines like Breakthrough go 
unfunded, seems outrageous.

Finally, I’d like to say that in my 
four years experience at York, this 
year’s Excalibur has been the best 
written and the most objective in its 
reporting. Given the allegedly 
strong political convictions of some 
of your staff, I think that’s a pretty 
good record.
