7You sometimes hear people scy that they have no
use ror the old politiccl parties. If by thet they mean
they have become disgusted with those into whose hcnds the
control of a politicsl party mey have f:llen, or have become
disgusted with the degree to which = perty itself may heve
fcllen from its principles, there is somethihg to be said for
denunciction of thekXiddd. If, however, vhet is meant is that
they do not believe in the wisdom of heving treditioncl or historiec
perties corresponding to the attitudes or types of mind and heart
to vhich I have just referred, then, pecple who spezk in this vay
are tulking of something of the meaning or vclue of which they know
very little.

A political perty is not an end in itself, It is
a necns, and ¢ very necessary means to ¢n end. It is the means
by which men end women who feel and think alike on the great
principles which should govern in the edministration of a country's
affairs, are eble to mcke their views preveil in a prac¢tical vay.
liembers of a government merely as such can achieve little in the
realm of' polities, In metters of government, as novhere else,
co~operation among those vho feel znd think ulike is essential.
