It le presumed that, as the Province 
claimed a reversionary Interest In the 
Reserves In British Columbia,a lease was 
obtained (from the Province;, running, as you 
state, concurrently with that Issued by 
this Department.

As the whole Reserve question Is about 
to be settled, It might be well to ascertain 
from the proper v authority whether it is 
considered that the Company should continue 
-In this case- to pay rental to the rov- 
lnce.
