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Several days passed, however, and
Francesco began to fear he had forgot-
ten them., The artist soon returned,
however, ard finished his sketches.

It they
act from the promptings of natural
knowledge, or because of the discover-
jes of physical science, what guarantee
have they that their conduct is cor-
rect, for the same may suggest a differ-
ent course of conduct next week, e. g.,
“ QOnly fiftecen years ago Sir William
Thomson entertained a totally differ-
ent view of the origin of the sun's
heat.”! (Lay Sermons xi., p. 251,
Professor Huxley ) From which in-
stance we gather that physical science,
being progressive, is apt to change.
It is only the law of right and wrong
established by some external authority
that ecan be immutable. Natural
knowledge and science may be an ex-
cellent guide to those in comfort-
able circumstances with no parti-
cular temptation to wrong-doing—
although even in their case it is by
no means, clear how precepts of religion
and morality can be deduced therefrom
_but how about the poor and the un-
geientific? Again, ** . . . modern
civilization rests up physical science.’’
(Lay Sermons, * On Tmproving Natural
Knowledge,'' p. 117. Professor Hux-
ley. It may be interesting to hear
some ovidence about modern civiliza-
tion: ** It haslong been a mere truism
that we are passing through a state of
choas, of anarchy and of transition.
During the past century, the elements
of dissolution have been multiplying all
around us.’”’ (Rationalism i., ebap. ii.,

Jerome's copy over that of the trans-
lators of the authorized version. The
copy used by those translators had the
interpolation, * For Thine is the King-
dom, ete.,” in the Our Father ( Matth,
G-5, 9.) It was translated and believed
by Protestants to be the word of
God since 1611, that is, for nearly four
hundred years. The authors of your
Revised Version recognized the words
as an interpolation and have thrown
them out. Someold Greek copyist with
more piety than judgment forget his
role of translator and thought the Lord's
Prayer would be improved by the addi-
tion of a doxology which, though beau
tiful in itself, when out of place—as it
in the sacred text—destroys the claim
of the copy to correctness and purity.

The translators of the Revised Ver-
gion were misled by the unfaithfulness
of the copy and they in turn misled the
Protestant English-speaking people for
nearly four hundred years. Now this
interpolation was not in the copy used
by St. Jerome, for it is not found in his
translation — the Vulgate. Therefore,
