All along the
live policernen were at every station,
When [ arrived at Ballina 1 resumed my
mysterious tactics, shuttig myeelf up
in my room at the hotel (they have no
registers for names in those hotels—in
the Moy Hotel at least), and only
plunged out to wait on the editor of the
Western People, Mr. P. Smith, & redhot
Nationalist. Here sgain I was cau.
tioned, He bad just come from the
trial of Mr. McHugh, Mavor of Sligs, and
editor of the Sligo Champion, who had re
ceived pix months’ imprisonment, We
adopted the strategy of standing on the
sidewalk in the middle of the bridge
connecting Ballina with Ardnaree and
telked out our talk to the great tantali-
zation of Her Majesty’s constabulary,
who not unfrequently viewed us inquisi
tively from tne other side, This was
Fiiday, I proansed him to come in and
speak to bis bianch of the National
League on Sunday, After this I drove
to my sieter’s house, about eight miles,
Next morning a policemsn from Ballina
dressed in piain clothes called at the
house, passing (by the way) to see some
friends of bis, Later on, on the same
day, the head constable {from another
stauon (Tubbercurry) and the Sergeant
from still another (Curry) come to a lake
nesr by fishing, by the way. Perhaps it
was all accident, but the visits of these
geutlemen had been previously like

On Sunduy I addreseed s meeting of
the League at Ballina, We were not
disturbed, 1 suppose the guardianz of
law and order had discovered by this
time who I was, Mr, Swith and I visited
Iiuniecrone, a watering plece, in the
evening, and were the cbjects of marked
attention on the part of the Govern-
went,

The vitits of the police to my sister’s
house while I remained, while appar-
ently friendly, were noticeable for thewr
frequency,  Numbers of young men
from the neighborhood were constantly
celling to see me and this was a cause
of unegsiness to the police, One inci-
dent will illustrate the ludicrous posi
tion in which these minions of the law
sometimes find themselves, Two car
loads of young men called &t cur house
one day erd I drove oft with them
[mmediately a posse of police marched
to a neghboring station, and, finding
which way I bad gone, followed in that
direction to find that 1t was only a wed.
ding of a youog lady, who, being a
priest’s niece, was permitted to be
married in her father’s house, This had
& sedative effect on the official nerves
and I was not conscious of much police
supervision afterward,

When [ left home for America by way
of Belfast, I was again “spotted,” At
last I stepped on board of the Nebraska
at Larne and breathed a gigh of relief,

What & picture this represents of the
idicey of Tory Government in Ireland !

MISSIONS.”

PERE BYACINTHE'S ADMISSIONS THAT PRO®
TESTANTISM I8 NOT A BUCCESS IN
FRANCE,

To the Editor of the Clatholic Review ;

Allow me to covfirm the testimony of
the Tribune, a8 quoied in the Cathole
Review of 8:h inet, to the “Failure of
Protestant Mission Work,” by the recent
admission on that subject of Pere Hyu-
cinthe, 80 far as France is conceined,
He certeinly bss bad opporwunity to
know what he is talking about,

The proceedings of “‘largely attended
Congress of Anglican Cleigy trom difter.
ent parts of the Continent,” held at
Monteux, (Switzerland ), on 2d May lust,
were reported in Gallignani's Messenger of
the 5:h, same month, Right Rev. Bishop
Wilkinson presided and opened the sub-
ject of “Tne Old Catholic Movement,”
speaking in strong terms of sympathy
with it

Two exhaustive papers were read by
the Rev. C D Blometield, of Munich,
and the Rev, T. Archibald 8. White of
Baden-Baden, on its history and present
condition, Mr. White showed the great
points upon which Anglicans and Old
Catholics were agreed, and said their
maxims should ever be, “In neressariis
unitas in dubiis libertas in omniis caritas,”

But “the chief nterest ot the day
centered in an crtempore oration by the
Pere Hyzcinthe in toe afternoon.” After
conceding that “France is in the pecu.
liar position of being unable to do. without
Cathol'cism,” and taking upon himself to
ussert in the face of facts, “that she is
now able to conform to it as presented
to her by the Old Catholics,” he then
admits in the following worde that :
“PROTESTANTISM I8 A FAILURE IN FRANCE,

“Auother and more decisive faet ue
showing the adherence of the French to
Catkolic traditions is the failure of Pro-
testantism, The word Protestant has
many meanings, In one sense you are
Protestants, and so am I, inasmuch as
we protest. But Protestant churches—
and I render homage to them for their
men of learning, eloquence, honesty,
virtue, and personal zeal—have mnot
done much, notwithstanding the elite of
their forces, for they have many of their
members in high offices of Siate, and
notwithstanding their commaund of
wealth, us of intellect, They have been
carrying on a vast propsganda in France,
aud all that they have managed to do is
to keep together the descendants of
thoss Huguenote who made gome of the
best and noblest history of the country,
They have received a very insignific.nt
number of converts absolutely disgusted
with the name of Catholic. As to reach-
ing the masses, they themselves confess
their utter powerlespuees, My friend
Pastor Pressense has on several occa.
eions written that Protestantism of itself
is powerless to reform France, or to win
over the messes, and that unless there
eprings up a reform in the hosom of the
Catholic Church the cause of Christisnity
15 lost 8o far as the Latin races are con.
cerned, The same admission hus been
made by an eminent Presbyterian
clergyman who called upon me sfter
visiting Spain, Poesibly Frarce might
bave been Protestantized in the six-
teenth century under Francis I, and
under a Lutheran form of worship, I
have pot, however, sutliciently studied
tkat peried of our history to affirm the
proposition. What I say I say in regard
to the actual state of France ”

What a wet blanket on the hopes and

generosity of the supporters of the
McCall mission, which bas undertaken
the idiotic task of converting the French
people from Catholiciem to Protestant.
ism ! Why, it is almost inexcusable
jgnorence not to understand that Pro.
testantism has had a perfectly fair field
in France since the beginuing of the
present century, sand the additional
ndvantage that in the past in that jand
it arose and had its great growth, %Al
religions there are equal by law, and any
sect which numbers 100,000 adherents is
entitled to a grant,” The only restraint
upon the edvocates of Protestantiem has
been that, at least, until the downfall of
Louis Philippe, they were not allowed
to publicly calumniate, vituperate and
tell lies about the Catholic religion, But
they have always been at liberty to
assail it with all the fair, decent, tem
perate argumentation they could muster,
The statistics for 1881 of religious de.

Why could not she unbelievers last
named be persuaded to go over to Pro
testantism !  The above figures show
that Protesiantism in France has not
even held its own, and it bas decreased
from what it was twenty five or thirty
years ego, when its adherents numbered
over & millon, True, there has been an
increase over the figures for 1872, which
were ouly 584 757, but this can no doubt
be rightly sccounted for by the emigrs
tion from Alsace of Protestants who
would not give up their French nation
ality, Lutherans were pretly numerous
in that part of France,

[he stalist'cs of the Old Catholics
given at the meeticg above meutioned
were far from being encouraging ;

‘1t was shown that, according to the
officiel statistics of the Old Catholic
Courceh, its adherents had declined from
21,700 in 1877 to 15000 in 1856 in
Prussia ; that in Baden they had fallen
from 18 000 to 14,000, and that the same
was true of their co religionists in
Bavaria, Bishop Wilkinson suggested
that the reason was doubtless to be
found in the suppression of the Govern.
ment grant, for as long as the movement
was supported by a Government it would
have the adhesion of many persons for
purely political reasons, Once withdraw
the grant, however, and these rats would
desert what they believed to be a sinking
ship.”

Aud near him, like clouds of incensa,
rose sweet and clear the two melodicus
voices, chanting theee grand and sacred
words :  “Stabat Mater dolorosa Juxta
crucem lacrymosa Dam pendebat filius,”

No breath was heard among the leaves
of the trees, no sound was heard, far or
wide ; nature herself seemed hushed
before the sanctity and sublimity of this
song, A deep, a silent melancholy
vibrated in the clear and youthful voices
of Amalia and Ninetta, every note falling
