This e call d, by
the tufide! prese, “Intolerance.” They are
evideutly of the opiuion thet the Church
ought to chew more deference to a
wealthy «flicial, bus Mgr Fava declares,
what ever; body ought to know, thet the
Cbarch mukes no di-uncton between rich
aud poor, hoth belng equally bound to
observe her laws,

Mgr Fuve hae published in the Somalae
Reigteure of Geenoble an explenatory
statement in which be shows clearly that
the Church will mot relax the laws in such
osses. Persone who defy eud disobey her
well-kpown laws caunot expect to be
trented s her falthful children, The
Btehop arids ;

“Fhe Masonlc lodges went to make a
Government without the Government,
snd the day will come when a msn who
wants to heve bls rights respected will
Pave to Wear en sproo and cerry a trowel
sbout with him, G .d, however, watches
over the Chureh, and will save it from ite
cuemios.  This {uvincible hope sustains
thoss who suffer perseoution for con-
sciencs eake.”
