IT WAS A MOST BRUTAL CRIME.

Lysching of n'Colered Man Because He
Was Elected Postmaster.

Charleston, S.C., April 11.—The trial
of the thirtecn citizens of Lake City for
having lynched Postmaster Baker
here yesterday before Judge Brawley.
There are 150 witnesses to be examined,
but the end of the trial will probably be
reached in twp weeks. Two of the men

inst whom indi ts were d
have turned State evidence. They are
Joseph P. Newman and Early Lées.
The men told how the mob assembled
and of how the plan of murder was
mapped out. They told of the midnight
search made in the town for ofl; how the
mob moved stealthily to Balter's humble
home, and how the oil was poured om
the building, which was then . Then
the witnesses told of the wild cries
which came from them when the hapless
inmates awoke, half suffocated, to flee,
and were then shot down.

Baker’s crippled family have come
hero for the trial. The mother of the
children was badly wounded when the
house was attacked and burned by the
mob. She was holding the baby in her
arms when she started to the door. A
bullet from the mob passed through her
arm, broke the bhone and then buried
itself in the head of the baby. The other
children, driven out by the flames, were
all badly wounded. The night was bitter-
1y cold. The wounded children crawled
into the woods, where they remained
during the night. They were almost dead
when rescued after daylight. These
children will show their wounds to the
court.

Baker. who is a colored man, was
alected postmaster, of City. He re-
.celved a warning shortly afterwards that
if ho attempted to fil} the office he would
be killed. Regardless of this he began
his duties, which soon cost him his life.
