MAGNETIC INDUCTION.
Tho illustration, taken from Popular 

Science News, furnishes a very simple 
effective way of showing this effect of induc­
tion. A top is constructed out of a piece of 
tin or sheet iron. When it is nt rest, the 
metal will bo attracted by a magnet in the 
usual way ; but if rapidly rotated, and the 
magnet brought over It, the induced currents 
will cause it to be repelled by the magnet. 
Tho energy of this repulsion will be propor­
tional to tho speed of rotation; and, as this 
diminishes, the repulsion becomes less and 
less, and at a certain point tho attractive in­
fluence is again exerted. If the poles of the 
magnet aro held to tho edge of the revolving 
disk—that is, parallel to the plane of rota­
tion—tho induced currents will neutralize 
each other, and no effect will bo observed.

This apparent paradox of the attraction 
and repulsion by a magnet of the samo piece 
of metal, isn striking illustration of tho effect 
of induced currents, mid tho experiment with 
tho top, says tho authority quoted from, is 
especially well adapted to illustrate it in a 
lecture room or before a class of students.

DEVICE FOB MEASURING FLOWERS.
It consists of a piece of thin wood or paste­

board, on which a series of circles is drawn, 
with the diameter of each marked upon It 
A slit is cut in this, extending to tho center; 
a:ul to measure the, diameter of a blossom it 
is only necessary to pass tho stem of tho 
Cower to tho center of tho board, when its 

j size can be mooBurod at once by noting how 
many of the circles ore covered by it We 
think many persons will be surprised at the 
difference between tho apparent and actual 
size of many flowers.

Preserving tho Color of Flowers.
A method of preserving the color of 

flowers, recommended hy a German author­
ity, consists in dusting salicylic acid on the 
plants as they lie in tho press, and removing 
it again with a brush when the flowers are 
dry. Red colors in particular are well pre­
served by this agent. Another method of 
applying tho same preservative .is to use a 
solution of ouo part of salicylic acid in four­
teen of alcohol by means of blotting paper or 
cotton wool soaked in it and placed above 
and below tho flowers. Powdered boracic 
ncicl yields nearly as good résolu. Dr. 
Bchonland, in a paragraph contributed to 
Tho Gardeners’ Chronicle, recommends, as 
au improvement in the method of using sul­
phurous acid for preserving the color, that 
In tho case of delicate flowers they m|ght be 
placed loosely between sheets of vegetable 
parchment before immersion in the liquid, so 
as to preserve their natural form.

Professor Marla Mitchell.
Miss Maria Mitchell, for many years pro­

fessor of astronomy at Vassar college, has 
resigned her position. She was born ui Nan­
tucket, Mass., in 1818. In 1847 she discovered 
a comet, aiul this made her fame, the king 
of Denmark giving her a gold medal in 
honor of the achievement. She has since 
added seven other comets to her list, being 
the first discoverer of all of them. Sbo vis­
ited Europe shortly after 1847, and was there 
the guest of Sir John - Herschel and Sir 
George Airy, then astronomer royal at 
Greenwich. She holds the degree of LL.D. 
from three institutions, the last being 
granted hy Columbia college. Her resigna­
tion was prompted solely by a desire for l’est,

Harney Tried In Vain to Practice

Popular Science News thinks that, like 
many other generally accepted beliefs, there 
is but little actual foundation in fact for such 
tin idea. The average American is well fed, 
warmly clothed, and properly cared for in 
every way. His average weight and size are 
fully equal to those of his transatlantic 
brother; and the tall, sallow, lean and ex­
citable individual supposed to represent the 
typical American, tike the conventional 
Yankee or Irishman, is only to be found be­
tween the covers of novels or in dramatic 
representations.

Let any otie make a mental review of his 
acquaintances, and we venture to predict, 
says tho authority quoted, that the number 
of those who can fairly be considered as 
“nervous" will be very small.

We cannot come to any other conclusion 
than that the Americans, as a people, have 
as strong nerves and as vigorous constitu­
tions as any nation on earth. With the gen­
eral adoption of modern comfort» and con­
veniences, and tho better sanitary conditions 
under which we live, tho death rate is con­
stantly diminishing and the average length 
of life increasing.

Official Advice to Parents.
In certain German towns an official docu­

ment, which contains, among other items, 
the following, is handed to every parent 
when the birth of a child is registered:

“Keep the room free from dust, smoke and 
bod odors; don’t dry washed linen in it, or 
cover the child’s head with a veil, clothes or 
coverlet. Tho light must be somewhat softened 
during the first week or two, but care must 
be taken not to leatm the room in total dark­
ness; the night light must not smoke or 
flicker, great care to be taken with petroleum 
lamps, not to turn them toqlow; temperature 
little ov*r 60 degs. Fa hr. Cleanliness is the 
condition of health; child to be washed once 
a day regularly, the eye», ears, nose and 

th as often as neceeary. ‘Carrying1 
cushions are to be used during the first three 
months, but to guard against tying it too 
tightly no tight clothing, no pins, child to be 
carried but tittle, and never ‘daddled.’ North 
and east winds to be avoided. Mattress of 
horse hair, or hay, and often, to be ç banged.
A carefully chosen foster mother strongly 
advised. Very injurious to ‘suck the bottle,’ 
rags of any sort, and probably the thumb. 
Diet—Avoid bread, potatoes or meat. In 
case of prolonged crying, sickness or short­
ness of breath, promptly send for the doctor. 
Mark any redness of the eyelids, or the child 
might lose its sight for Ufe."

For Those Who Cannot Use Sugar.
The British Medical Journal predicts that 

saccharine tabloids—» remarkable product 
of chemical science—are likely to come rap­
idly and extensively into use in j lace of ang­
er, as they onset a convenient form for 
ordinary domestic purposes.

One tiny tabloid dropped into a cup of cof­
fee or tea sweetens it most agreeably and in­
nocuously, and thus the diabetic or glycosu­
rie patient, who has been so long deprived of 
the pleasure of sweetening his food, can 
carry a little glass tube of these tabloids in 
his waistcoat pocket, using them as he would 
lumps of sugar. One tabloid is the full 
equivalent in sweetening power of an ordi­
nary lump of white sugar.

of New York, exhibited, by invitation of 
the college, for the first time, hb tele­
phonic probe, anil explained its mode of 
application, The instrument is used to 
locate a bullet or other metal substance 
that has become lodged in the liodv. It 
is operated by the natural electricity in 
the patient. It consists of three parts: 
One, a sort of ami iphone, which is placed 
over the physician's ears; a steel probe 
mul a eted bulb. The bulb ia placed in 
the patient's mouth and the probe ia in­
serted in the wound. If the probe strikes 
A piece of Unie it makes no response, but 
if it strikes the metal which caused the 
wound it gives distinct clicking sounds.
