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recognized and was woikcd out. As 
under the. old law, the ratepayer may do 
statute labor instead of paying the money, 
but there was this feature of the bill 
—that if he does not elect within a limited 
time to do statute labor he must pay the 
money. If the ratepayer elects to do 
statute labor the commissioner shall notify 
him as to when and where the wot k wiii 
be done, and at a certain time the com­
missioner will lay out certain work, and 
he will appoint one of the ratepayers as 
roadmaster, who shall have charge of the 
laborers thus called out under the law. 
Non-residents must in any case pay their 
money, and the commissioner would ar- 
rangejthat those ratepayers who were per­
forming statute labor in lieu of their road 
tax should be put on with men who were 
doing the work under contract, and there 
would not be any difficulty in that respect. 
The act requires that there shall be ten 
hours’ work, for which 60*cents shall be 
allowed. He thought this should be 
changed to eight hours, because, as a great 
deal of this labor was in connection with 
and as a sort of attachment of the road 
machine, he thought it would be advisable 
to make the change.

Mr. Shaw—The pay would t>e about the 
same ; they are now allowed 50 cents for 
eight hours.

Mr. Emmerson—Yes, and it would seem 
to me that it would be advisable to allow 
60 cents for even eight hours. Provision, 
he said, was made that the roadmaster 
should make a return tc the commissioner 
of the amount of work done by each rate­
payer, and the value of the work should be 
credited on the assessment, but if sufficient 
work should not be performed to satisfy 
the amount of the tax the balance shall be 
paid in money. Another very important 
feature of the bill was that if the amount 
assessed and collected is not expended in 
the year for which it is collected, the bal­
ance shall be placed in the hands of the 
county treasurer to the credit of that 
particular division, and the following 
year can be drawn out by the com­
missioner then in office and expended 
upon the roads In that division, so that 
there was no possibility of fund col­
lected in one division being diverted 
to the benefit of a neighboring division 
in the same "parish. Each commissioner 
has authority to divide his division 
into road districts. He defines the 
boundaries of these districts and 
makes return thereof to the ipunicipality. 
He also had power to appoint a road­
master for each district. As compensa­
tion for his services he would be allowed 
two and a half per cent, on the rated as­
sessment and five per cent, on the money 
expended. He thought the amount should 
be less in smaller and more thickly settled 
divisions—as in a village. He would like 
to have provision made in the bill for a full 
and detailed record of the mileage of every 
by-road in the province.

He thought the duty should be imposed 
.upon each commissioner of making a return 
to the public works department of the 
number of roads, their location, name, des­
cription and mileage. He would also 
suggest that some provision should be 
made as to the manner of conducting re­
pairs on the roads with a view to uniform­
ity. Another thing which he wished to 

\call attention to was the ditches. There 
ihould in his opinion be three feet on either 

. from the travelled roadway to the 
dité^so that where the travelled roadway 
was Hhjfeet wide it would be 20 feet from 
side of^itch to side of ditch. Mr. Em­
merson %en read from the bulletin issued 
by the commission appointed by the Ont. 
government suggesting the way in which 
roads should be built and repaired. He 
believed it was desirable to have the road­
work performed as early in the season as 
possible—in some sections as early as May.

Mr. Shaw said there were many things 
in the bill which he believed would be ac­
ceptable to the people of the country, It 
seemed to him that better results could be 
obtained if, instead of the ratepayers being 

of road tax, 
to pay

aey,**8iT<r OS^-amissioners could 
pay for havAf^ „..e Work performed, and it 
would be well done. His experience was 
that the ratepayers performing statute labor 
tried to do as little as possible. He thought 
the measure was a good one and he would 
give it his hearty support.

The bill was further discussed by Messrs. 
Hill, Finder, Porter, Killam, Tweedie, 
Smith, Blair, Stocktou, Venoit, Russell, 
Mitchell, Paulin, Shaw, McLeod, Scovil, 
Fowler, Alward, Farris, Sumner, Lock­
hart, Howe and White. There was no op­
position to the principle of the bill, and 
any difference of opinion was with regard 
to its details. At 11.30 o’clock the whole 
bill, consisting of 77 sections, had been 
considered and agreed to, with the excep­
tion of six sections which were allowed to 
stand for further consideration. Progress 
was reported with leave, and the bill was 
made tne first order of the day for to­
morrow.
'Mr. Tweedie introduced a bill further 

amending the mining act ; Mr. Labillois, a 
bill relating to the parishes of Balmoral 
and Eldon.

Fredericton, March 12.—The commit­
tee on agriculture, through its chairman, 
Mr. Russell, reported recommending an 
importation of cattle, sheep and swine ; 
that fifty per cent, of the cattle be Ayr- 
shires, ten per cent. Jerseys, ten per cent. 
Guernseys, and the balance in specimens of 
other good breeds, seventy-five per cent, of 
the whole importation to be bulls ; that 
twenty-five per cent, of the sheep be 
Leicesters, twenty-five per cent. Cotswolds, 
twenty-five per cent. Shropshires, and the 
balance in good specimens of Dorbet horns 
and other breeds ; that the swine consist of 
White Chester, Yorkshire, Berkshire, 
Poland China and other varieties.

Mr. Veniot introduced a bill to remove 
doubts as to the legality of the proceedings 
of certain meetings ot the Gloucester coun­
ty council.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie committed a bill ex­
empting certain property in the parish of 
Newcastle, Northumberland county, from 
taxation, Mr. Fowler in the chair.

Mr. Tweedie explained that the bill re­
ferred to the real and personal property 
belonging to the Masterman Sulphite Fibre 
Company. The exemption asked for was 
similar to that granted to the Maritime 
Sulphite Fibre company, whose mills were 
located at Chatham, and included exemption 
from all taxes.

Hon. Mr. Blair moved an amendment 
that exemption shall not apply to district 
school taxes.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie pointed out that the 
bill passed in 1887 had exempted the Mari 
time Sulphite Fibre company from district 
school taxes as well as other taxes.

Mr. Blair said that if that was so the 
legislation must have slipped through, 
using the words in no objectionable terms. 
The principle recognized since the passage 
of the school law had always been against 
exempting from district school taxes.

Mr. Tweet1 ic supported the bill hi a 
lengthy speech, as also did Dr. Alward,

Mr. Barnes said he had withdrawn one 
of the features of a bill of his (to exem*® 
butter and cheese factories from taxation) 
because he had been told by two members 
of the government when the bill was before 
the corporation committee that it was 
against precedent to exempt from -schoo 
taxes. At the request of the farmers oi 
the house he had made his bill general 
and in view of the fact that under that 
bill the butter and cheese factories were 
denied exemption from school taxeây. ex­
emption should not be permitted in this 
case. All bills should be treated alike in 
this respect, and he would certainly have 
a grievance if exemption were granted in 
the present instance.

Mr. Sumner supported the bill, and 
argued that there should be no hard a?ul 
fast rule so far as school taxes were con­
cerned.

Mr. Wells said he had always been 
under the impression that it was a recog­
nized principle that there should be no 
exemptions from district school taxes:

Mr. Killam said that Hon. George E

always opposed granting exemptions from 
d istrict school taxes.

Dr. Alward spoke again, and was follow­
ed by Mr. Tweedie, both making lengthy 
s peechee.

Mr. Blair replied to both, after which 
Mr. O’Brien of Northumberland strongly 
supported the bill.

The amendment was defeated by a vote 
of 16 to 18. The names were not called

The bill was then agreed to. When 
Mr. Speaker took the chair, Mr. Blair 
said he would test the feeling of the 
members on this question when the bill 
came before a full house on the third 
reading. If then the opinion was in favor 
of granting exemptions from district school 
taxes, he would not feel like opposing the 
granting of exemptions from such taxes in 
the future, as he had always felt it his 
duty, as leader of the house, to do in the 
past. If the house should then decide in 
Favor of such exemptions being granted, 
steps would have to be taken to again 
bring before the house certain bills as to 
which similar exemption had been refused.

Mr. Tweedie protested against the pro­
posed action. He had carried his bill 
fairly against the attorney general and t he 
threatened action should not be taken with 
the hope of killing it.

Mr. Blair said there was nothing unusual 
in what he proposed. His desire was to 
get the sense of the full house on the 
question. He had no feeling in the 
matter.

Speeches followed by Messrs. Barnes, 
Sumner, Lockhart, Emmerson, Blair, 
Tweedie and Hill, after which the matter 
dropped.

Mr. Emmerson recommitted the high­
way bill, which was agreed to with 
amendments, after which the house ad­
journed shortly after midnight.

Dominion parliament.

If it were right and proper to disallow 
the Cattle Quarantine act, was it not 
proper to disallow tbe School Act 1 He 
contended that the bill would be no 
benefit to the minority and claimed that 
Manitoba had not been approached in the 
proper sp'rit with a view to a settlement. 
The policy of the government had been 
wrong from first to last. Why had they 
approached Manitoba in a haughty spirit ? 
Why, after the judgment of the privy 
council, did they not say to Manitoba, 
do not compel us to excerise the power 
the privy council says ws have 1 Pro­
bably Manitoba would then have acted. 
Why did they not send an ambassador to 
Manitoba, not a few days ago, as they 
had sent Sir Donald Smith, but twelve 
months ago ?

Investigation and conciliation were the 
only means by which the question could 
be dealt with rightly and settled. He 
had taken that one stand from beginning 
and he stood upon it still.

Adverting to the threatened influence 
of the Roman Catholic church against 
him, he said : Sir, this is too grave a 
phase of this question for me to pass it 
by in silence. I have only this to say. 
Even though I have threats hanging over 
me, coming from high dignitaries in tbe 
chutch to which I belong, no word of 
bitterness «hall ever pass my lips as 
against that church. I respect and I 
luve it. But, sir, I am not of that 
school which has been so long dominant 
in France and other countries of conti­
nental Europe, which refuse ecclesiastics 
the right of haviog a voice in public 
affairs. No, I am a Liberal of the 
English school. I believe in that school 
which all along claimed that it is the

firivilege of at1 subjects, whether high or 
ow whether rich or poor, whether 

ecclesiastic or laymen, to participate in 
the administration of public affaire, to 
di-cuss, to influence, to persuade, to 
convince, but which lias always denied, 
even to the highe-t, the right to dictate, 
even to the lowest. I am here repre- 
s-nting net Roman Cathrlics alone, but 
Protestants as well, end I must give an 
account of my stewatdship to all classes.

Here I am, a Roman Catholic of 
French extraction, entrusted by the 
confidence of the men who sit around 
me, with great and important duties 
under our constitutional system of gov­
ernment. I am here the acknowledged 
leader of a great patty, composed of 
Roman Catholics and Protestants as well, 
in which the Protestants must be in the 
majonty in everv parlv. Am I to be 
told, I, occupying such a position, that 
I am to be dictated to as to the course I 
am to take in this house by teasons that 
can appeal to the consciences of my 
fellow Catholic uiem‘ers, but which do 
not appeal as well to the consciences 
of my Protestant colleagues (Hear, 
heat.)

No, so long as I have a seat in this 
house, so long as I occupy tbe position 
I do now, whenever it shall become my 
duty to take a stand upon any question 
whatever, that stand I will take, not 
from the point of view of Roman Cath­
olicism, not from tbe point of view of 
Protestantism, but from a point of view 
which can appeal to the consciences of 
all men irrespective of their faith. 
(Liberal cheers.) Fromi the point of 
view of men who love justice, freedom 
and toleration—(liberal cheers)—and, so 
far as this bill is concerned, I have given 
my views, I acknowledge that there rests 
in this government the power to inter­
fere ; that there is in this parliament the 
power to interfere ; but that power 
should not be exercised until all tbe facts 
beating upon it have been investigated 
and all means of conciliation exhausted. 
Having these opinions, I move that the 
bill be not now read the second time, 
but that it be read the second time this 
day six months. (Prolonged l.beral 
cheers.)
