The Maine Law.

{ The Commissioners of the Toronto
| Globe report that alcholic liquors are sold
| treely in Portland, (Me.,) and that the
| Mayor of that city told them that in his
opinion it would do harm, instead of
good, to attempt to enforce the law
strictly, aud that public opinion was op-
posed to its rigorous enforcement. In
| Bangor they found that liquors were sold
in hotels, restaurants;-etc., without the
“slightest attempt at concealment, and
[they relate - as {follows what they were
| told by :—
DR. BROWN, THE EX-MAYOR.

On making enquiries as to the working
| —or non-working—of the Main Law for
| the past few years, we were referred to
| Dr. W. H. Brown, ex-Mayor, who had
| laid down his office only about a week be-

fore, as the man who could tell us more
{about that subject than any one else, hav-
|ing been principally instrumental in put-
{ ting matters on the present basis. Dr,

Brown we found to be an elderly man, of
positive anti-prohibition opinions, which
he expressed without the air of reserve
and disposition to hedge which is com-
mon among those who take the unpopular
side of the question. He frankly took
the ground that strict prohibition is an-
workable, and that the effects of such a
partial enforcement of the law asis i-
ble in the cities are bad. He m.
| lengthy experience in municipal matters,
having been a member of the Bangor City
Council as long ago as 1854. He was
elected an Alderman in 1877, and had
been Mayor for the last two years. The
principel upon which he had acted in the
latter capacity was that, as the liquor law
specially imposed upon the sheriffand his
deputies the duty of enforcing prohibit-
ion, he did not reg it as a matter in
which the city officisls had any concern;
so long as outward ‘order and decency was
maintained. This he determined to do,
and while he did not undertake to inter-]
fere with the sale of liquor so leng as it
was carried on quietly and circumspectly,
announced that he would not permit the
sale of liguors on Sundays or after ten
o'clock at night on week days, or to
drunken men, and that if any place
violated these rules or was the scene of
rioteus or disorderly condudt it would be
closed. In short, he endeavoured to
maintain order and decorum on the
streets, and to suppress the public evils
connected with the sale of liquor—and
claimed that he had fairly succeeded in
doing so. The city had witnessed num-
erous large gatherings of people at con-
ventions, circuses, etc., during his term,
and on such occasions he was careful to
tell the liquor-sellers that they must be
very cautious about the sale of liquor, as
if there was a drunken disorderly crowd
in the city in consequence of the tacit
permission given them to sell, he should
be compelled to elose up their places. In
consequence theyknew that their continua-
ance in business depended on their good
behaviour, and were careful to-discourage
rowdyism and drunkenness. Though
differingso widely fromthe prohibitionists
as to the objects which should be aimed
at by the laws relating to the sale of
liguer; Dr. Brown ed npon an im-
portant matter of fact with Neal Dow and
the' other temperance leaders. = ‘‘The
effect of a-strict enforcement of prohibit-
ion,” he said, “is to drive all respectable
people from the liquor trade.” is he
rﬁg‘l{dl as én evil, while the temperance
reformers look upon it as a great point|
gained, holding that if the traffic cannot
be altogether broken up, the next best
thing-is tostrip it of its allorements and
make it disreputable. Mr. Brown con-
tended that strict prohibition did not
diminish the volume of drin y.. but
merely drove it out of sight. In fact he
thought it rather increased drunkenness.

der the Maine law. This may have been
done in some cases, but I hardly think
that it can have been so far reduced to a
system as to materially affect the figures.
The alleged difference in the degree of
intoxication rendering a man liable to
arrest under the two systems is more cre-
dible. I was assured by Dr. Brown,
however, that the policel made no such
difference, and that intoxication was pun-
ished with equal stringency during his
adminis{ration as before. Mr. Burr was
loud in his praises of the good effects of
the law, and said that whereas street
fights and rowdyism among the lumber-
men had in old times been matters of al-
most daily occurrenco, snch disturbances
were now very rare. In the rural dis-|
tricts, he said, even old and hardened |
Democrats were strong for prohibition.
They might likea drop themselves, but
those who were raising boys did not wish
the - temptation of the open bar room
placed in their way.
