Chief Justice Richards,' acting for the 
Governor-General, having called the Com­
mons to the Senate, dismissed them to 
elect a Speaker. Ob their reeseemh
Mr. Patrick, the Clerk, proceeded to 
the returns of elections which had taken 
place since last session.. Sir John Macdon­
ald objected that he had no power to do so, 
hot when Sir John sat down Mr. Patrick 
concluded the reading. Mr. Mackenzie 
then proposed that Mr. Anglin be elected 
Speaker of the House. Sir John Macdon­
ald rose to speak, but had not spoken for 
more than a few minutes when, without 
notice or intimation of any kind, the Min­
isterial members elected since the close of 
last session trooped in and took their seats, 
entering by the door opposite the Speaker’s 
chair. The Opposition members elect 
then entered from the opposite side of the 
Chamber.

Sir John then resumed his speech, and 
made an argument on the Speakership- 
qnestion such as no other man in Parlia­
ment is capable of making with equal point 
and force. Briefly, he contended that it 
Hu been the rule in England, since 1688, 
that a member .elect cannot take his seat 
unless intro iuced by two members. That 
rule had never been abrogated and never 
violated. When a little while ago Dr- 
Kenealy presented himself to the House 
of Common* as' member-elect for the 
borough of Stoke-upon-Trent, the Speaker 
refused him introduction unless in the 
usual form by two members, and as he 
could not get two members to do the ser­
vice for. him, Mr. Disraeli, then leading the 
House of Commons, moved that the rule 
be suspended in that particular case. Such 
introduction Sir Jobn held to be necessary 
except where the House was unanimous in 
allowingit to be departed from. He strongly 
censured the Government for their proposed 
violation of constitutional practice. He 
also commented forcibly upon the indecency 
of putting in the Speaker’s chair one whom 
the Government had corrupted, and who 
could not be expected, therefore, to deal 
fairly as between the two parties in the 
House. The iniquity of their conduct 
would ring throughout the country.

. Mr. Mackenzie said he was never 
more astonished in his life than when he 
listened to the speech of the hon. member 
for Kingston. His contention that Mr. 
Anglin was not entitled to be elected 
Speaker of the House because he had not 
been introduced, could not be said to hold 
water. Would it be believed that the hon. 
gentleman himself had never been intro­
duced to the House, and therefore stood 
tainted with the same disability as that of 
•which he accused Mr. Anglin. (Laughter 
and cheers.) If Mr. Anglin was ineligible, 
then the hon. member for Kingston was 
not entitied to vote in that House. 
(Laughter.) In effect, if this matter were 
to be gone into, the elections of a great 
number of gentlemen would stand a chance 
of being invalidated. Fortunately they 
would, most of them, be able to show that 
they had been properly elected. The hon. 
gentleman has been very emphatic on the 
12th rule of the Standing Orders, but 
although he thought the application of it 
was unnecessary in the case of Sir John, 
it was absolutely requisite in the case of 
T. Warren Anglin. (Laughter.) If the 
rule was good for one it was for sill.

Sir John Macdonald—It is same in all
C&Mr. Mackenzie read the rule and oon- 
Wdcd roder the circumstances it was 
important to apply it. _ We had, however, 
an authority to quote unite beyond ques­
tion, namely, Sir T. Erskine May, the 
great writer on party practice, who said in 
a communication to him, Mr. Mackenzie, 
as follows :—“ It appears to me that as 
there are official records of the resignation 
of his seat by the Speaker, of his 
re-election, and of his having only taken 
the oaths, the Clerk in the absence of the 
Speaker may properly communicate these 
records to the House. It is not improbable 
that objections may be raised to any depar­
ture from the accustomed course of pro­
ceedings, but I can’t think it would be 
justified by the exceptional circumstances 
of the present case. It was quite a mis- 

v take to institute a comparison, ss the pre­
vious speaker had done, between that 
House and the English House of Commons. 
The circumstances under which they met 
were wholly different. They could not 
pretend to conduct their business by the 
rules adopted ' in the proceedings of the 
House of Commons in England, tile mem­
bers being sworn were entitled to come into 
the House and take their seats, and he 
was glad to be able to quote the distin­
guished example of the member for King­
ston in support of the view he had taken. 
He (the speaker) had acted upon that 
view, although he was entitled to retort on 
his opponent that if the argument which 
had been advanced was of any weight, he 
(Sir John) had no right to be m the House 
at all. (Laughter and cheers. )

Gentlemen of the Honte of Common» :

In again, summoning you for the despatch 
of business, I am glad to be able to say that 
nothing beyond the ordinary business of the 
country requires your attendance.

It afforded me great pleasure to have had 
an opportunity before my departure from 
Canada of visiting the Province of Manitoba 
and a portion of the. outside territories, 
which visit I accomplished during last 
autumn.

Canada’s products and manufactures at the 
great exhibition to be held at Paris during 
the current year. A further estimate will 
be required to meet the expenditure. His 
Royal Highness the Prince of Wales, as 
chairman of the British Commissioners, has 
assigned a most prominent place to Canada 
in one of the mam towers, where a Cana­
dian trophy is now being erected.

A very disastrous fire occurred in June 
last in the City of St John, which caused 
the destruction of a large portion of the 
city, including all the public buildings 
owned by the Dominion Government My 
Government deemed it necessary to contri­
bute $2p,000 to assist in relieving the im­
mediate wants of the people who were ren­
dered destitute by so appalling a calamity. 
I also sanctioned the appropriation of some 
public money with which to commence the 
erection of new buildings for the public 
business, which acts you will be asked'to 
confirm in the usual way.

During last summer my Commissioners 
made another treaty with the BlackféeV

what less onerous. The entire territory 
west of Lake Superior to the Rocky Moun­
tains, and from the boundary nearly to the 
66th’ degteS of north latitude, embracing 
about 450,600 square miles, has now been 
acquired by peaceful negotiation with the 
native tribes who place implicit faith in the 
honour and justice of the British Crown.

Full information will be 
laid before you at an early day of the ses­
sion’s work in this and other directions.

I am happy to be able to congratulate 
you on the abundant harvest reaped in all 
quarters of the Dominion, and I rejoice 
that under this and other influences there 
has been some improvement in the revenue 
returns, thus indicating, I trust, that the 
commercial depression that has so long 
afflicted Canada in opmmon with other 
countries is passing away.

My attention has been called to some 
imperfections in the existing system of 
auditing the Public Accounts, and a 
measure providing for their more thorough 
and effective supervision will be submitted 
for your consideration.

toba is sure to attract a larger number of 
settlers every year, and aa much of the 
prosperity of the Dominion depends on the 
rapid settlement of the fertile lands in 
those territories, it is desirable and neces­
sary to facilitate such settlement as much 
as possible.

It was well 
known how much more important it was to 
prevent the destruction of such birds dur­
ing the spring. It was also hie intention 
to ask the committee to introduce two 
clauses not included in the bill ; the first a 
clause to enforce that dogs should be tied 
up during the close season, and the second 
being designed to make the penalties more 
severe.

Mr. Clarke thought the bill pressed 
too severely on some parts of the country. 
The west of Ontario required quite different 
provisions from the east and tee north, 
the nature of the shooting in these districts 
was quite different.

Oil in Lanark.
A Company which has been formed to 

bore for petroleum in the county of Lanark 
is composed of capable and influential citi­
zens, whom we should scarcely think would 
risk their money without at leasts “fair 
show.” And yet we see no encouragement 
for them in Sir William Logeais Geology ot 
Canada. He says, indeed, èiat oil d 
exist in two different geological horizons 
Canada—an upper one, as at Petrolia, and 
a lower one, as at Gaspe. Here it may be 
mentioned that the difference in geological 
age between Lanark and Lambton, is im­
mense, the former being centimes unnum­
bered older than the latter. But the prac­
tical point is that nowhere in Canada has 
oil been found in the lower horizon in pay­
ing quantities. Even in the upper horizon, 
that of Petrolia, large supply is limited to 
two or three concessions, and a range of 
two or three dozen lots east and west. 
Such “indications” as have been found 
in Rainham, near Lake Erie, and on the 
shores of the Georgian Bay, near Colling- 
wood, have been met enough, to cause some 
raople to" sink money. Even Oil Springs 
îad but a brief day, and Both well is now 
to be remembered by oil men chiefly for the 
money that they lost there. But for any 
place in the county of Lanark to make as 
rood a show of oil as Bothwell did is simply 
leyond all human expectation. And stm 

Bothwell was a gigantic failure, as far as 
oil was concerned.
