the first parcel to the Governor- 
General, it being a special made 
bag for carrying the mails between 
the Post Office andvRideau Hall. 
The local service opened at 8 
o’clock Tuesday morning the 10th 

The regulations were placed in 
the hands of the postoffice staff 
by the postmaster here on the 6th 
inst in order that they might have 
sufficient time to peruse them and 
understand the regulations before 
the service commenced. As there 
is a special rate within a radius of 
20 miles of Charlottetown the 
postmaster prepared a list of 
these officer which is posted on the 
enclosed board in the Post Office 
Hall and may be referred to at 
any time by the public.
Provision is made for teams to 
deliver the parcels within the city 
and an employe of the Post Office 
will accompany the driver on each 
trip.

£38t pounds will be the limit of 
weight until May 1st after which 
parcels weighing up to eleven 
pounds will be accepted. During 
this period parcels cannot be in­
sured but they may be registered.

There are cards provided to be 
attached to fragile or perishable 
articles and these parcels will re­
ceive special care. Matter bear­
ing the “ fragile ” or " perishable'1 
cards will as far as possible be 
placed in seperate sacks and 
where there are several parcels 
for one office they will be placed 
in sacks labelled directly for the 
office of delivery. Ia fact the 
general regulations and local 
arrangements seems to be com­
plete and the post-office manage­
ment is to be congratulated on 
being so well prepared for the 
opening of the services^, They 
seem desirous to do everything 
possible to facilitate this newly 
introduced parcel post system in 
orden that it may afford the 
great convenience^ that it is in­
tended to before the public service 

With reference to parcels for 
local delivery a special fee of five 
cents will be charged in addition 
to the regular postage during 
February March and April of ibis 
year, after which this fee will be 
discontinued.

The rates of postage are as fol­
lows,

(a) 6c for the first pound and 
lc for each additional pound up 
to four pounds and 2 cents for 
each subsequent pound within a 
radius of twenty miles.

(b) 10c for the first pound and 
four cents for each subsequent 
pound for any post office within 
the Maritime Province0.

(c) 10 cents for the first pound 
and 6c for each additional pound 
for points beyond the 20 mile 
radius with an additional charge 
of 2c per pound for each Province 
that huts to b9t crossed to destin 
ation.

Parcels may contain eggs, fish, 
meat, fruit, vegetables, glass, 
crockery, greases and liquids, ïï- 
excepting intoxicants.

The general limit Yiç size is 30 
inches in length by one foot in 
depth or width.

Parcels should be opened so as 
to ba easy of examination at the 
Post Office.

It is desirable that anyone wish­
ing to mail a large number of 
parcels would give early inform­
ation to the post office.

The postmaster invites any 
person desiring detailed infor 
mation to call at his office where 
each will be cheerfully given.

Wes; M Relations.

Any person who Is the sole bead of a 
lamily, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section of 
available Dominion land in Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli­
cant must appear in person at tbe Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency 
for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain 
conditions by father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or Bister of intending 
homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of hia homestead on 
a farm of at least 80 acres eclely owned 
and occupied by Mm or by his father 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sis 
ter.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a qnarter 
section alongside his homeatead. Price 
$3.00 per acre;

Duties— Must reside upon tbe home 
stead or pre-emption six months in 
each of six years from date of home 
stead entry (including the time reqnired 
to earn homestead patent) and culti­
vate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has oxhansled 
bis homestead right and cannot obtait 
a pre-emption may enter for a pnrehae 
ed homestead in certain districts. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties.—Mnat reside 
six months in each of three yeare, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house 
worth $300.00.
