Here and There.The Daily News betrays a singular 
lack of alacrity in publishing the do­
ings of the Government as regards 
jobbing in Burin, cattle.

For the new road around Burin Dis­
trict, now nearing completion, the 
Editor of the Daily News has words 
of commendation, but for the Burin 
cattle-jobbing he has not even a word 
of news. He maintains silence, just 
silence, and nothing more. We are 
somewhat surprised at the attitude of 
our morning contemporary. For we 
have read paeons of praise on the 
Premier as the Apostle of publicity. 
We have waded through column after 
column of advertisement of the Prem­
ier's doing in the Burin District, and 
even gone through that fearsome con­
coction on the financing of the branch 
railways, which is to be found in the 
Burin Manifesto. But there appears 
to be strange streaks in this mission 
of publicity. It seems to be publicity 
of a sort, sandwiched with silence of 
another sort. There is silence, grim 
and determined, about the accrued 
cost of the Bonavista railway. There 
is not a word about the estimated 
cost of what remains to be done in 
connection with it. There is not 
even a denial of our suggestion that 
the Government will not come out of 
the completion of the Bonavista 
Branch at less than $20,000 a mile. 
There Is no refutation of our estimate 
that the total cost of the building of 
the Bonavista and Trepassey branch­
es will amount to as much as was 
realized out of the 1918 Railway Loan.

Again, the Government agricultural 
team have not a word for the public 
about that unadvertiaed sale of stotk 
at the Government farm. They do 
not fell the people how many head 
of cattle were sold. They have no 
information for the public about the 
place or people from whom the Gov­
ernment purchased the cattle. They 
do not tell how much was taken out of 
the Chest to buy them, to transport 
them to St. John’s, and to feed them 
Nor have they any account to give tht 
people, whose money they were using 
how much the sales realized, and how 
the Government came out financially 
frojn its venture In cattle-jobbing. 
They have also no explanation to 
give the general body of farmers and 
other cattle buyers why they were not 
invited to take a part in what was do­
ing. The Government Campaign in 
publicity we repeat seems to run in 
streaks. It is sandwiched largely 
with layers of silence concerning I 
which the Government does not take 
the public Into its confidence. But 
4he people are all the more curious 
about them, and in future will be all 
the more inquisitive. Pepper for 
poultry may be an old woman’s recipe 
for egg laying; but, the people are 
laying in a sufficient stock of cayenne 
pepper which will make the Picnic 
Party skip out next general election.
