! Reuter’s Agency has received par-
ticulars from Nigeria of cases of bru-
tality on the part of the Germauns.
Among them it is stated that a Ger-
man force of about 20 men, under a
white officer, entered the British hos-
pital at Yola at dawn and deliberate-
ly opened fire on the patients in their
beds. One sgick man had his head
blown off, while another native sol-
dier was wounded. The remaining
soldiers scrambled out of their beds
and escdaped, but were followed by the
British, who succeeded in capturing
five.

A formal protest was addressed to
the German Commandant, who apolo-
gized. He said he would give instruc-
ticns that such conduct should not
be repeated, but at the same time ob-
jected to the complaint as reflecting
on the honour of the German soldier.

Washington, Sept. 23.—Henry Ford,

the Detroit manufacturer, has under-
taken to demonstrate to the navy de-
partment that gasoline is available as
a more powerful motive fuel for sub-
marines.
Mr. Ford- will begin his work on
behalf of the government Thursday
morning at the Brooklyn Navy Yard
where he will make a descent' in a
submarine by arrangements perfected
for him to-day by Secretary of the
Navy Daniels. In addition to his ef-
forts to adopt gasoline as a motive
power for the undersea boats, Mr.
Ford, it was stated to-day, has devel-
oped a schemeé by which aeroplanes
without passengers may be directed
and used by . wireless as practically
self acting engines of war.
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EPISON'S NEW STORAGE
BATTERY.

New York, Sept. 23.—An official Gov-

FOR

ernment test, at the New York Navy
Yard vesterday, of Thomas A. Edison’s
new storage battery for submarines
proved beyond a doubt that it over-
comes the deadly chlorine gas peril,
according to an announcement made
by Miller Reese Hutchison, personal
representative of the inventor.

The new battery, according to Mr.
Hutchison, is made of iron, nickel and
potash, instead of lead and sulphuric
acid, and the containing vessel
steel, not hard rubber.
