Death of Mrs. McDougall.—The 
Hon. Mrs. McDougall died on Saturday 
morning a few minutes before 1 o'clock. 
She had suffered much during the past 
two months. The deceased lady stood 
very high in the estimation of *R who 
had the privilege of her acquaintance, 
and her loss will be deeply felt in the 
circle in which she moved.

PRESENTATION.—The annual banquet 
of the employees of the Hamilton Times 
came off in that city on Wednesdày last, 
when, after the disposal of the usual loyal 
and patriotic toasts and songs, a magnifi­
cent writing desk was presented to Mr. 
John W. Harris by hie fellow-workmen— 
the presentation being prefaced with a 
few complimentary remarks from the vice 
chairman.

Several ladies voted at the School Trus­
tee elections in Toronto on. Wednesday. 
One prompt and fearless female, who was 
one of the first at the polls, being asked 
who she desired to vote for, replied that it 
was immaterial to her, all she wanted be­
ing to record her vote, and thereby assert 
her rights.

It is reported in Ottawa that the Civil 
Service Commission has reported in favor 
of raising the salaries of deputy-heads of 
Departments to $3,200 each. Most of the 
Commissioners being deputy-heads them­
selves, they ought to know how much 
they would like to have.

Fatal Affray.—Two men, named 
Armstrong and Shannon, were playing 
at cards, in Anderson’s tavern, Water- 
down, when a quarrel ensuing, the par­
ties came to blows.. Armstrong got 
Shannon down, and afterwards hammer­
ed his head several times against the 
floor. The fight then ceased, and Shan- 
non retired to bed, apparently not much 
the worse of the contest ; but in the 
morning, however, he was found dead in 
his bed. It is supposed the injuries in­
flicted on his head had produced conges­
tion of the brain—which is believed to 
have been the cause of death.

Congregational Church Services. 
—The anniversary services in connection 
with the Congregational Church in this 
town were held yesterday .when able and 
impressive sermons wen* delivered in the 
morning by Rev. Mr. Bromfield, who 
took for his text, “ I have loved the hab­
itation of the Lord,” etc., from one of the 
Psalms ; and in the evening by Rev. Mr, 
Cavan, the subject of his discourse being 
tho 9th verse of the 119th psalm. A good 
collection was taken up at both services. 
The tea-meeting will be held this (Mon­
day) evening.

The License Bill.—The Ministry 
were badly beaten on the License Bill on 
Friday night ; at the close Mr. McKellar 
took the management of the Bill com­
pletely out of their hands,and the License 
fees were not fixed in a way to please the 
Liquor-Dealer's Association, whose hum­
ble servants the members of the Govern­
ment seem to be. The Ministry are said 
to be entirely dissatisfied with the result, 
and to intend to move, when the concur­
rence in the report of the Committee is 
taken, to reduce the fees to much lower 
figures. It remains to be seen whether 
the members of the House will, at the 
bidding of the Government, reverse the 
votes they gave on Friday night, and 
lend their influence to the extension of the 
traffic in intoxicating liquors,

With respect to cattle, sheep and pigs, 
the County of Wellington maintained its 
well earned reputation In this class it 
will be desirable in future tti&t the prize 
lists should undergo some alteration, so as 
to prevent a difference of opinion as to 
large and small breeds.

While at this point of the report of 
the outside show, it may be as well to 
draw the attention of the members to the 
often expressed desire on the part ol many 
who take a deep interest in the welfare 
of our Agricultural Society, that some 
method should be devised so that the 
large assemblage always congregated 
on the Fair grounds may become a source 
of pecuniary benefit to the Society, not 
only thereby enabling its managers to 
extend its usefulness, but establishing it 
as one of the public institutions of the 
County Town, similar to some of our 
neighbors. With such a reputation as 
Guelph possesses for its gr$in market, 
and the quality and quantity of stock 
from time to time brought in, it does ap­
pear that we are not availing ourselves 
of the opportunities and advantages our 
peculiar locality throws in our way, by 
not centralising both the outside and in­
side show together, that one entrance 
fee shall cover the whole admission, in­
stead of as it stands now, the most num­
erously attended portion of our Exhibi­
tion being gratis.

Grain and seeds were not so largely 
represented as hitherto. This might be 
owing to the quality not inducing ex­
hibitors to bring forward their samples, 
which were.compared with other seasons, 
of a light stamp, owing to the extremely 
hot aud dry summer.and in harvest time, 
the grain and straw being dried,or rather 
scorched up before maturing. But the 
crops generally were placed in the bam 
in the driest condition, and the color was 
unexceptionable, and had the favourable 
weather which prevailed during seeding 
time continued, from the breadth sown, 
and the manner in which it was put in 
the ground, one of the finest harvests in 
the annals of the country would have 
been the result. However fall wheat 
proved an exception, it more than realiz­
ing the highest expectations. Hay was 
the most abundand crop gathered in for 
some years.

The root crop was in many respects far 
behind, owing to the intense heat and 
drought ; potatoes proving a total failure 
in some districts. Turnips hardly came 
up to the average, and other roots were 
more or less affected by the same cause.

In the dairy department the display of 
butter was most surprising, considering 
the scarcity of pasture, and the the qual- 
ty was considered A, 1 by the judges.— 
Cheese was not generally largely repre­
sented, and with respect to the factory 
made, only one of our makers exhibit­
ed.

In ladies’ work and domestic manufac­
tures there was a very fine assortment, 
but it would save much disappointment 
among the ladies, if exhibitors would 
take more care in • describing their work 
in accordance with the prize list in mak­
ing their entries.

In the exhibition of agricultural im­
plements there was a marked improve-

The annual ploughing match took 
place in a field of Mr. Thomas McCrae’s. 
Competetora were numerous, but tho 
work did not show to the advantage it 
otherwise would have done had the sum­
mer and fall not proved so exceedingly

The Christmas fat cattle show was 
held on the 10th Dec., and if the number 
of entries was not so large as in the pre­
vious year, the quality fully made up for 
the deficiency, which was mainly in the 
poultry department.

Those who cultivated fall wheat this 
yeai were very fortunate, as contrary to 
the past, it turned out the best cereal 
crop we had. There were several varie­
ties grown, all with the hope of avoiding 
the midge, and general report rather 
proves this pest to be on the decline. The 
average yield was about twenty bushels 
per acre. The Treadwell variety appears 
to be the most prolific. Spring wheat, as 
last year, suffered extremely from the 
dry season, and the yield will not be 
more than fifteen bushels per acre. Peas 
and oRts were also a light crop, the for­
mer yielding ten bushels per acre, and 
the latter fifteen bushels per acre. Bar­
ley did not suffer so much as the other 
spring grain, and although the berry is 
rather on the small side,The yield will be 
about thirty bushels per acre, and of an 
excellent color.

Aided by the liberality of C & A Sharpe, 
the Society offered prizes for the best 
four acres of turnips, which were award­
ed Messrs. Hugh McMillan,Hnery Tolton 
and Thos. Waters.

Below will be found Treasurer’s state 
ment, and the usual tabular list of pre­
miums offered and paid &c. and the num­
ber of entries.

Kenneth KcKenzie, President.
Mr. Stirton in moving the adoption of 

tho report referred to tho average yield 
of fall wheat mentioned therein and said 
ho felt sure from sufficient data that this 
cereal would not yield more on the 
average than 18 or 20 bushels per acre 
at the most, and he thought spring wheat 
would hardly come up to 15 bushels. It 
was accordingly agreed to alter the aver­
age yield of fall wheat to 20 bushels per 
acre, as it now stands in the report, but 
there being a difference of opinion in re­
gard to the yield of spring wheat, a ma­
jority held that 15 bushels was a correct 
average, that figure was consequently 
retained. The report was then on mo­
tion of Mr. Stirton, seconded by Mr. 
Joseph Parkinson, adopted.

The following office bearers were then 
elected for the current year—President, 
Thos. McCrae ; first Vice-President; Jae. 
Cowan ; second vice-president, Jas. And­
erson ; Secretary and Treasurer George 
Murton; Directors Wm. tienham, Jr., 
H. H. Swinford, J. B. Armstrong, C. 
Sharpe, Joseph Grant, Wm. Whitelaw, 
D. Stirton, George'Budd and A. A. Baker.

The Secretary then read the circular 
from the Board of Agriculture, in lefer- 
enco to the nomination of members of 
tho Board and asked Mr. McCrae to state 
what they had done as delegates from the 
Society to secure co-operation with the 
other" Societies in tho Division in the 
choice of a member.

Mr. McCrae stated that in company 
with Mr. Mutton he had gone to Galt at 
a meeting arranged to be held there. 
They found that the Hamilton and South 
Waterloo delegates were in favour of Mr 
Stock as their first choice, and failing 
him Mr Cowan. They were all deter­
mined that Mr. Stone should be thrown 
overboard, and after the revelations in 
regard to the way in which the finances 
of the Board had been managed, he and 
Mr. Murton saw that it would be folly to 
have named him, for he would have been 
hooted down. Three Societies were un­
represented at that meeting, and when 
an attempt was made to carry Mr. Stock’s 
nomination as the unanimous choice of 
tho meeting he protested, when the 
motion was withdrawn, and an ad' 
jo timed meeting was agreed to be held 

Hamilton. Çn the interval authority 
was obtained from tine Kortb and Centré 
Riding Societies of this County to be rep­
resented through them (Messrs McCrae 
and Murton) at the meeting in Hamilton, 
which took place on Thursday last. At 
that meeting It was agreed to allow them 
the votes as representig these Societies, 
and when Mr. Stock and Mr. Cowan were 
proposed, Mr. Cowan’s nomination was 
declared carried. Mr. Cooley at once 
moved an adjournment, when the Hamil­
ton gentlemen immediately walkéd out 
of the room, and did not wait for a vote 
to be taken on Mr. Stock They had be­
fore ordered dinner for the company, but 
they did not wait to-eat it. •

Mr. Stirton said that while this Socie­
ty was not bound by the action of their 
delegates, yet the only way to carry out 
their object was by concert of action, the 
necessity for which was long ago very 
apparent.

Mr. McCrae said the Society was of 
course not bound to abide by the decision, 
but how could concert or action be ob­
tained but by adopting this plan.

Mr. Whitelaw held that the Society 
was morally bound to support the gen­
tlemen who had represented them. He 
therefore moved that Mr. Cowan be nom­
inated.

London, Jan. 16.—Charles Diekcmr 
publishes a card in the London papers 
this morning, denying the story of the 
recent death of his brother's widow in 
Chicago. Mr. Dickens says the lady ie 
still alive and well, resides in England, 
and never was in Chicago.

Mr. Rangabe, the representative 
of Greece, has Informed M. Layalette the 
French minister of Foreign Affairs, that 
his instructiShs from the Government at 
Athens are delayed In consequence of in­
terruption of the telegraph.

Paris, evening, Jan. 17.—The confer­
ence on the Eastern question is oti the 
point of closing its sessions. It recom­
mends Greece to accept so much of the 
Turkish ultimatum as relates to Cretan 
affairs and to refer the care of the affair 
at Syra to the decision of the Courts and 
promises that Turkey will withdraw the 
last point of her ultimatum touching the 
observance of International Law. The 

.conference maintains the policy of strict 
non-intervention.

The latest advices from Athens skew 
that preparations for war are actively 
going on in all parts of Greece. The 
banks of Athens haye loaned the Govern­
ment $20,000,000 for war purposes.

London, evening, Jan, 17.—Despatch­
es from the East report that a difficulty 
has arisen between Turkey and Persia. 
Disturbances broke out upon the eastern 
frontier of Asiatic Turkey between the 
Persians and the Turks, which have led 
to the withdrawal of the ambassador of 
the Porte from Teherand. Since this oc­
currence Persia has been massing troops 
on her north-western frontier.

Madrid, Jan. 17.—The additional re- 
inforcements of the army in Cuba will 
soon sail under Gen. Pelox.

Tim Alabama Claims.—It is an­
nounced in our cable despatch that the 
treaty for the settlement of the Alabama 
claims, based upon tho protocol, the prin­
cipal stipulations of which have been 
given to the public within the past month 
or two, has been signed in London by Mr. 
Reverdy Johnson, the American Minister, 
and Earl Clarendon, the British Foreign 
Secretary: It will now come before the 
United States Senate for ratification, and 
if that body sincerely desires the continu­
ance of peace between the two countries 
it will have no difficulty in Reposing of » 
question which has proved irritating in 
the past and might, if left open longeiy 
cause much trouble in the future. Lord 
Clarendon, in the interest of peace, hàs 
waived all the personal objections had to 
the acknowledgment of England’s respon­
sibility for the damage done by the Ala­
bama ; and if this attempt fails to put an 
end to the long-standing dispute, it will 
clearly be from no fault of the British 
government.
