IN LONDON.

LoNDON, Jan. ‘.’U..—’l‘l_w Governmen® and
many private buildings in London had their
biinds drawn down and flags at half-mast
to-day. A large number of factories, shops,
etc., did no business after 12 o’clock. All
the policemen wore mourning, and the ’bus
drivers had crape on their whips,

AT WINDSOR,

At Windsor the wen':her was cold and
dismal, It snowed durlng.the night and
the streets were covered with slush. The
shops in the town were clored, and the
shoi) fronts along the route followed by the
funeral procession were draped with black.
The route from Windsor station to the
castle was lined with guards. Behind the
soldiers there was an immense crov.vd of

cople, who patiently waited the coming of
the body and the royal mourners. Most all
of the people comprising the crowd wore
mourning. At noon  bells began toiling
their requiem for the dead. ;

The railway station presented o beautiful
appearance, willing hands having decorated
it with a large number of floral wreaths and
palms. The trappings of woe were con-
tpicuous by their absence, not a single
decoration of black being scen,

THE FUNERAL CAR.

The railway carriage, in which the body
was conveyed from Wolverton to Windsor,
was lined with purple velvet. In it was
suspended a large wreath, bearing the
letters *‘A. C.” in silver. In accordance
with the wish that no public or military
procession be held in London, the railway
officials made arrangemenmts to convey the
body to Windsor without transhipping it
at London. This was done by means of a
branch line connecting the Great Kastern
and Soutwestern Railways in tho outskirts
of the city, and consequently the people of
London had no opportunity of showing
their respect and sympathy by marching in
procession behind the body of the Duke.

ARRIVAL OF THE TRAIN.

At 8:30 the train bearing the remains
2ame into the station. On it were the
Prince and Princess of Wales. Another
train, which followed immediately after the
funeral train, conveyed the members of the
Prince of Wales’ household at Sandring-
ham. The coffin was taken on the shoulders
of men from the Tenth Hussars. It was
enwrapped in o silken Union Jack, ard on
it was a single splendid wreath which had
b« sent by the Queen. A silken ribbon
v attached to the wreath, on which were
t  words, “A mark of the tenderest affec-
ti 1 and love from your devoted, loving and
sorrowing grandmother.”

THE PROCESSION.

As the detachment of soldiers bearing
the coffin walked slowly along the platform
signal was given to a party of the Life
Guards on the round tower of the castle,
and immediately the boom of minute guns
could be heard. At the same time the roll
of the drum from the massed bands swelled
out upon the air, and the procession began
tomove. The Life Guards had the right
of the line, and were followed by the bands
which played Chopin’s and Beethoven’s
funeral marches alternately. A detichment
of the Tenth Hussars and of the Iorse
Artillery immediately preceded the gun
carriage upon which the remains hud been
placed, On each side of the gun carriago
walked guards of officers of the Tenth
Hussars. The charger which had been
ndden by the Duke of Clarence, sadiled
and bridled, and with the boots of its
owner reversed in the stirrups, was led
directly after the gun carriage.

THE MOURNERS

mourners came next. The Prince of Wales,
Prince George of Wales and the Duke of
Tife led the mourners. Next camo the
Duke of Connaught, Duke of Edinburgh,
Prince Christian, Prince Henry of Batten-
burg and the Marquis of Lorne. Then fol-
lowed the Grand Duke Alexis, representing
the Czar of Russia, Prince Albert of Schles:
wig-Holstein, the Crown Prince of Den-
mark, the Duke of Ogorto (brother of the
King of Portugal), Prince Frederick Leo-
¥)Ul-d of Prussia, the Duke of Teck, between

rince Ernest of Leiningen and Prince Ed-
ward of Saxe-Weimar. Then followed the
three I'rinces of Teck, sons of the Duke of
TC?‘{. the Duke of Wurtemburg and P’rince
Philip of Saxe-Coburg Gotha, The Princess
drove from the station by a private road to
the chapel. The procession moved slowly
tmid the solemn silence of the spectators,
many of whom shed tears as the procession
passed.  All heads were uncovercd during
the passage of the funeral procession.

AT ST. GEORGE'S CHAPII-

It was nearly 4 o’cloek, an hour after
tho_ time appointed for tho services to
begin, when the cortege reached St.
George’s Chapel. The clergy and the
choir marched down the aisle to the door
of the chapel and ranged themselves on
tither side to receive the body of tho
Duke. When the heavily-(raped gun
carriage arrived opposite the oor of
the chapel the coffin-bearers from H‘lc

The coffin was placed upon « bier before
the altar, and the ccromet and other in-
tignia were placed upon it, As the same
moment the window in the Quecn's gallery,

right, opened, and the Princeas of Wales
and her daughters, Princess Louise (Duchess
of Fife), Princess Victoria May of Teck,
took seats in the gallery.
THE SERVICES.
The services were conducted by the Dean
of Windsor, assisted by the Bishop of
Rochester. A psalm was chanted by the
choir, and the dean then read the lesscn,
The choir then saug hymns which had been
selected by the Queen. After the reading
of the lessons the Bishop of Rochester read
the sentences beginning, *‘Forasmuch as it
hath pleased,” and the Duke’s tutor, Canon
Dalton, stepped forward and cast a hand-
ful of earth upon the coffin. After this the
choir sang *‘1 heard a voice from Heaven.”
The Bishop of Rochester read the conclud-
ing prayer and the religious ceremony was
closed by the singing of Sullivan’s anthem,
“Better gone before us,” aud the pronounc-
ing of the benediction by the Bishop of
Rochester.
At about the middle of the service,
wvhich lasted for nearly an hour, a chair
wasbrought for the Prince of Wales, who
sat down. He looked greatly fatigued, and
Lis face gave evidence of his great sorrow.
As the Bishop of Rochester pronounced the
benediction the Prince knelt with his head
buried in his hands. 'When the bishop had
finished the Prince remained kneeling for a
short time, and amost impressive silence
filled the chapel until he arcse. Then, in
contonance with the ancient custom, Sir
Albert Woods, C.B., K.C. M.G., F.8. A,,
Garter King of Arms, (the Duke was
Knight of the Most Noble Order of the
Garter) in full insignia and habit of hie
rank, stepped forward and proclaimed the
full list of the titles of the Prince. The
Prince of Wales, followed by the other
royal per ges, then pr ded by the
private way from the chapel to the castle.
THE BEREAVED MOTHER.
The Princess of Wales could be seen
looking mournfully from the Queen’s gallery
upon the coffin of her beloved son for some
time after the services were concluded.
There were only a few women in the chapel,
and they were all seated in the nave. All
the space in the choir under the banners of
the knights were reserved for the dis-
tinguished guests, most of whom were at-
tired in brilliant uniform. On the altar
was displayed during the service the gold
communion plate, one of the valuable
treasures of the chapel. No daylight was
allowed to enter the chapel, which was 1l-
luminated entirely by wax tapers. The
entire service was marked by a solemn im-
pressiveness that made itself deeply felt by
every one inattendance. Every detail bad
been most carefully arranged, and there
was not o single accident to mar the
solemnity of the occasion.
TOUCHING TRIBUTES.
After the coffin had been deposited in
St. George's Chapel wreaths from the
Duchess of Teck and Princess May were
placed on it, beside the wreath sent by
Her Majesty. Until late in the day floral
tributes continued to pour into the castle
from every part of the country. Some of
them were of such size that it was a
difficult task to get them through the door-
way of the chapel.
OTHER SERVICES.

The American Legation and embassies of
other governments which are not connected
by iamily ties with the Queen were not
represented at the services at St. George's
Chapel, but attended a memorial service in
the Chapel Royal, St. James’ Chapel.
Memorial services were held in Westmin-
ster Abbey, at which Archdeacon Farrar
officiated. An immense assemblage was
present at the service. Services were also
held in St. Paul's Cathedral. The Kt
Hon. and Rev. Frederick Temple, D.D.,
bishop of London, preached the memnorial
sermon. There were present at these ser-
vices 12,000 persons, including Lord Mayor
Evans ond the sheriffs of London.

The Queen, accompanied by Princess
Louise (Marchioness of Lorne), attended a
special memorial service in the chapel at
Osborne House, conducted by Canon Duck-
worth.

Memorial services were held in all the
capitals of Europe.

IN THE MEMORIAL CHAPEL,

During the evening the coffin containing
the Duke’s remains was removed to the
Albert Memorial Chapel. Here it was
placed between the cenotaph of the late
Prince Consort and the recumbent figure of
the Duke of Albuny. The coftin will re-
main in its present position till Saturday,
in order that the Queen may be enabled to
place a wreath upon it.

IN CANADA.

Toroxto, Jan., 20.—Business generally
was suspended this morning in the city
from 10 to 11 o’clock, the hour correspond-
ing with the time of the fuperal of the late
Duke. The schools were closed during the
same hours, and the bells of many churches
and oll the fire halls tolled. The Stock Ex-
change closed.

Memorial services were held at Montreal,
Nuebee, Halifax, London and other places.

"He Was Good fo the Poor”

Funeral of the Late Cardinal

Manning i
Witnessed by an Immense Concourse,
ot Sincere Mourners. {

The Working People Turn Out in Tho
ands—Royally Ropresented—The
Remains Lald in Kensall
Green Cemetery.

Loxpox, Jun. 21.—London saw & funeral
to-day with less pomp perhaps than that of
the Duke of Clarence, but with no less
accompaniment of genuine SOrrow. No
labored eulogy is needed to impress upon
the bearts of the populace the virtues of
Cardinal Manning, nor to remind the peo*

le of what they have lost in losing him.
?uuy 50,000 persons visited the Brompton
Oratory yesterday to gaze upon the features
of the deceased prelate. The offices for the
dead were recited during the afternoon by
 corpse of 200 priests. The oratory was
superbly draped, and the scene was a most
solemn one. There was an immense cons
course of people on the occasion of the
funeral procession from the oratory to the
cemetery. The Queen and the I’rince of
Wales erranged to be specially represented
and seats of honor were reserved in their
names.

THE FUNERAL.

Tho funeral services were held in the
Brompton Oratory to-day. Admission to
the oratory was by ticket only, for it
would have been utterly impossible for the
structure to contain a hundredth part of
the vast crowd who were desirous of pays
ing a last token of respect to the

dend prelate.  Notwithstanding the
miserable  weather conditions . prevail-
ing—the city  being shrouded = by

fog which zeemed to penetrate with ige
chilliness and dampness through the
heaviest clothing—the crowd began to
gather in the vicinity of the oratory at an
early hour. It was composed largely of
workingmen and their families, and on
every side could be heard expressions of
Jove for the man who had devoted so much
time and talent to bring about a better-
ment in their condition, and who having
fought the good fight had gone to his re-
ward. *‘He was good to the poor,” people
were heard to exclaim. Hundreds of
times was this repeated through the vast
crowd, many of the members of which had
a personal knowledge ot kindness of heart
of the dead Cardinal which had taken in
people of all religion.

At 5 o'clock this morning matins and
other services for the dead were said in the
oratory, where the body had been lying in
state. When the solemn mass of requiem
commenced the oratory was filled with
untshlepcrsonages.reprelentingthoChnrch.
the State, and all political parties,

ROYALTY REPRESENTED.

The Queen and the Prince and Princess
of Wales were represented by high mem-
bers of their households. All the ambassa-
dors cof foreign powers were present.

THE COFFIN

reposed in front of the altar. It was envel-
oped in a black pall, ornamented with a
gold cross, crimeon cords and fringe of bul-
lion. Surmounting the coffin was the hat
of the cardinal, The altar was draped
with black, the only ornament visible being
s solitary gold cross. The Right Rev.
John Cuthbert Hedley, bishop of Newport
and Menevia, preached the funeral sermon.
He opened his remarks with a touching
tribute to the late Duke of Clarence and
Avondale. He said that an era had closed
in the history of Catholiciem in
Iingland with the death of Cardinal Man-
ning, and a new one had opened. He made
special reference to the cardinal’s efforts to
secure the Catholic education of children,
and declared that the struggle was not
yet over. Ie added that perhaps the
hottest and deadliest hour of the education
battle which is raging throughout the
world would soon be fought.

The music throughout the services was
gplendidly rendered. Mr. Santley, the
well known baritone, sang the “Dies Ire.”

PROMINENT PERSONS PRESENT.

T0 THE GRAVE.

At the conclusion of the service the
clergy preceded the body to the hearse in
waiting. The first coach was occupied by
the cross bearere, then followed the clergy
who preceded the hearse, and following
came carriages with the relatives of the
curdinal, the members of his household,
diplomats, members of the nobility, Knights
of Malta, a deputation of membhers of the
House of Commons, and a deputation from
the Irish Parlimentary party. Following
these came 300 carriages containing private
citizens and after them marched a large
number of workmen's societies. The dock-
laborers and the stevedores were represted
by delegations,

The body was interred in Kensal Green
Cemetery.

The Liberals of Halifax are working hard.

MR. PRESTON IN MONTREAL.

MosTrEAL, Jan, 2L.—Mr. W. T. R.
Preston, the Ontario Liberal organizer,
addressed the members of the Junior Lib-
eral Club, which met Monday for inaugura-
tion and enrollment of members. He spoke
of the dangers attending the establishment
of such a precedert as had been set by Mr.
Angers, It was absurd that the existence
of a Ministry should be determined by the
comings and goings of Lieutenant-Gov-
ernors. Such an act could happen only in
Quebec. Mr. Mowat had declared over his
own signatute that an Angers dare not do
in Ontario what he had done in Quebec,
taking the decision altogether out of the
hands of the people and clothing himself
with despotic power. Mr. Angers was ad-
vised by the Government at Ottawa.
When charges were brought against the
Government and swern to, the party
in power at Ottawa shielded the
offenders and voted down an inquiry.
Their Thompsons and their Tuppers were
in the habit of telling us that such things
took place in England and no harm came
of it. Things would come right if left
alone. But let them imagine a Gladstone
selling a contract or a Salisbury receiving
bribes from a contractor, and when charge:
with the offense voting down an honest in-
quiry. Such a state of things would not be
permitted to exist for 24 hours. They
charge us with disloyalty when we speak of
reciprocity. They see the farmers suffer
and call the Mchinley Bill a blessing,
the greatest that could come to Canada.
Their loyalty was a loyalty for office. Sir
John Thompson must often wish a great
part of his past to be forgotten. Did he
forget the 25,000 which he received trom
the United States? As to Sir Charles
Tupper, last year’s accounts showed that
there was not one member of the Tupper
family but was not quartered on the public
service, and that in all §90,000 had gone
into the pozkets of the Tupper clique. Mr.
Proston next spoke of the showing of our
last census. He said tho last decade should
have been productive of a steady boom to
Canada, as $500,000 had been spent in pub-
lic works, yet the returns showed our
population to be 1,500,000 less than it
ought to be, a discrepancy which would
correspond to a decrease of 20,000,000 in
the United States, and yet they tell us that
it will all come right. Now was the time to
show what our patriotism consisted of.
We should face the facts. If such were the
fruits of the past ten years what could we
hope for the time from now till tho year
2000?

MR. CHAPLEAU'S RETIREMENT.

The Globe’s Ottawa correspondent tel-
egraphs the announcement that Mr. Chap-
leau has been ordered to Florida by bis
ghyuiciuns is a significant ove, if weareto

elieve the intimates of the honorable
gentleman, because if he goes to Florida
he will leave his resignation in the hands
of the Premier and retire from public life
for at least a twelvemonth. It is certain
that his greatest friends are urging him
to take this course. He is getting
better rapidly, and the chances are that in
a week or ten days he would be restored to
his normal health, From two different and
independent sources I learn that Mr.
Abbott steadfastly declines to accept Mr.
Chapleau’s resignation and that the Secre-
tary of State is not yet prepared to go to
the extreme of insisting upon it. With
Mr. Chapleau in Florida, Sir Adolphe
Caron becowmnes senior Privy Councilor from
Quebec and leader from that Province
which once boasted of Cartier.

BUILDINGS BURNED,

Disastrous Fires in Montreal—Loss Over
$200 000,

MoxTREAL, Jan. 21.—Last night a fire
broke out in the stone building at the
corner of Vietoria Square and Craig street,
occupicd by Mill & MeDougall, wholesale
woolens; A. M. Fisher & Sons, importers,
and Kvans, Sons & Mason, coal and
wood merchants. The fire did damage
amounting to $150,000. The brigades
from eleven stations responded and played
fifteen streams on the flames. It had gained
too great a headway, and nothing could be
done but to save the adjoining property.
It lasted till midnight. The firemen were
handicapped by the telegraph and tele-
phone wires, which came to the ground
with the weight of ice tormed in the in-
tense cold. The building belonged ‘o
Evans Sons & Mason, and was insured to
its full value, $20,000. Mills & McDougall
were insured for $70.000.

MoNTkEAL, Jan. 21.—At an early hour
this morning fire Lroke out in the stone
building at the corner of Foundling and
Port streets, occupied by McLean & Camp-
bell, Geo. McBean, J. E. Hunseiker and
Leonard Bros. The flames originated in
the top of the building and quickly burned
throngh the roof. The loss will be about
$60,000.

CriNto¥, Jan, 21.—A disastrous fire
oceurred in Whitehead’s block, caused by
the exploding of a lamp in J. C. Gilroy’s
drygoods store, The flamen spread to the
premises of J. B. Rumball, jeweler, and
Cunningham, grocer. Mr. Gilroy’s stock
was almort totally destroyed, the stocks of
Rumball & Co. and J. Cunningham being
saved. Mr. Gilroy was insured for §6,000
and Rumball for §800, Cunningham had
no insurance, The zentral teleplione ageney
and the Canadian Express Company lose
considerable,

Porr Hurox, Mich., Jan, 21.—Fred A.
Beard, a wealthy stock raiser of Ruby, ten
miles west of here, met with a serious loss
at 4 o'clock yesterday. Hie foreman went
to the barn with e lantern which exploded
The barns, which were the largest in St
Clair county, were totally desiroyed, to-
gether with 30 head of eattle, 18 horses,
1,000 bushels of oats, 50 tons of hay and
1,000 bushels of wheat.
