Women Fenced Off with Iron Bars.

LONDON, Nov. 21. —Once again the time- 
honored question of removing the iron bars 
which shut the women spectators in the 
House of Commons in a sort of monkey 
cage has been raised, and this time there 
seems really some chance that it will be 
done. At least the Minister in charge is 
sympathetic, but he has adroitly explained 
that what is necessary is an expression of 
opinion from a majority of the House. 
This is difficult to get, for the reason that a 
majority secretly dislike seeing women 
about the place at all, yet would not wish 
to be on record as saying so, and hence 
keep the question from coming up in a form 
which would require a vote.
Serious Spanish Military Outbreak.

MADRID, Nov. 21.—A serious military 
outbreak occurred during the mobalizing of 
5,000 reserves at Getafe, a town eight miles 
south of this city. Some of the troopi re­
volted and the civic guard was called upon 
to quell the disturbance. This they sought 
to do, but the mutinous reserves turned on 
them and fought desperately. A number 
of the civic guards were injured. It was 
finally found necessary to call out the 
regular cavalry and infantry to restore 
order. The reserves were being mobilized 
because of the drafts made upon the 
regular troops in consequence of the trouble 
at Melilla.
Disastrous Results of an Earthquake.

LONDON, Nov. 21.—A special dispatch 
from Meshed brings further details of the 
earthquake that occurred Friday at Kue- 
han, in the northern part of the Province 
of Khorassan. The town was completely 
destroyed and the loss of life was immense. 
Great crevasses were opened in the earth, 
through which water flowed in torrents, 
causing the Atrek River to overflow its 
hanks. The fertile region around the city 
was inundated, and the large gardens and 
extensive vineyards were swept out of ex- 
istence.

The people of Kuchan had no chance to 
save anything. The shock was so severe 
that the largest houses in the town, includ­
ing the residence of the Governor, were 
almost instantly toppled over, crushing 
hundreds of people to death. The town 
had a population of between 20,000 and 
25,000 persons, and it is thought that st 
least 10,000 perished. Many persons were 
carried away by the flood that flowed down 
the valley. It is not known yet what dam­
age was done in the valley, but it is feared 
that many of the villages below Keuhan 
have been destroyed.

A short time after the disturbance the 
entire water supply of the town dissp- 
peared. The people who were not injured 
fled panic-stricken to Ala Dagh Mountains, 
leaving the injured to care for themselves 
as best they could. The district in which 
Kuehan is situated is very populous, and it 
... feared that it has everywhere suffered 
from the earthquake and the flood.

The Woman Suffrage Question.
LONDON, Nov. 21.—In the House of Com­

mons -to-day Mr. Walter McLaren, mem­
ber for the Crown division of Cheshire, 
who is a Radical in favor of political and 
religions equality without distinction of 
sex and creed, moved to include amoug the 
electors mentioned in the Parish Councils 
bill married women who would be entitled 
to vote if they were single.

The Rt. Hon. Henry Fowler, president 
of the Local Government Board, made a 
counter proposal to disqualify married 
women except when they are duly qualified 
as ratepayers.

Right Hon. Leonard Courtney (Unionist), 
member for the Bodmin division of Corn­
wall, said he thought Mr. Fowler's pro­
posal commendable for itssimplicity.

Right Hon. Sir Henry James (Unionist), 
member for Bury, said that though he lias 
hitherto opposed the giving of the privilege 
to vote to women for party purposes, he 
considered the proposal moderate, as before 
a woman could obtain the right to vote she 
must be rated. If a woman lived with her 
husband the latter must be rated. They 
were therefore dealing with the question of 
married women living apart from their 
husbands.

The Rt. Hon. A. J. Balfour, Conserva­
tive leader in the House, held that the 
change proposed was an important de­
parture. If the House assented the Gov­
ernment’s proposal it would give up all 
hope of drawing a distinction between 
married and single women, not only in re 
lation to municipal and local franchisee, 
but in relation to party.

Woman’s Right to Vote Discussed by 
the House of Commons. LONDON, Nov. 21.— The British steamer 

Amciott, 1,600 tons, w * wrecked off Aid. 
borough yesterday morning. All aboard 
were lost, although nine attempts were 
made to reach her with rockets. The 
British steamer Olive Bran h, 1,767 tous, 
was wrecked of the Welsh coast. Only 
one of the crew was saved.

A dispatch from Toulon says that a 
heavy storm has swept the Mediterranean 
coast. At Toulon it did much damage, 
Lloyd’s record reported 144 wrecks. 1 The 
high est ever reported for a single day. 
The worst day before was in 1879, when 
139 vessels were l si in 24 hours.

The steamer AL ikii Bay was wrecked 
off Morlaix near B est, France. Fourteen 
bodies have been washed upon the shore 
opposite the wreck

LONDON, Nov. 21. —Late reports show 
that the gale has spent itself. Along the 
coast near Calais seventeen more dead 
bodies were recovered yesterday. A life 
boat went out from Dover and rescued 
eight men from a sinking schooner.

At Scarborough, on tl « Yorkshire coast, 
several houses were blown down and many 
were unroofed. Many fishing smacks are 
missing.

The Norwegian bark Gratia is stranded 
on the French coast near Barfleur. Nine of 
her crew were saved and three were lost. 
The D nish bark Embla, from Gothenburg, 
sank off Withernsea, near Hull. A large 
steamer, whose name has not been ascer­
tained, founder ed of Withernsea yester- 
day with all on board.

A violent gale blew Sunday all along the 
Atlantic coast of Spain and Portugal. 
Great damage was done at Bilbao and near- 
by porte. Several deaths from drowning 
in rivers are reported from the interior of 
Spain.

The crew of the bark Johanne Marie, 
which sank off Dungenness yesterday, took 
to the rigging when their vessel went 
down. They were ex sed to the full fury 
of the gale, and theicndition was pitiable. 
The lifeboat from Dover, though its crew 
had been taxed to the full in assisting 
crews and saving life, put off to the bar k to 
save the men in the rigging They did not 
get to the scene of the disaster until an 
hour after dark. The sea was running so 
high that it was impossible for the lifeboat 
to approach the sunken vessel, so it laid off 
and o until daylight, by which time the 
sea had gone down somewhat. Seven men 
almost dead from exposure were then taken 
into the lifeboat. Four of the crew, be- 
numed with cold and completely exh usted, 
had fallen from their resting place during 
the night and were drowned. When the 
life-savers arrived at Dover this morning 
they were enthusiastically cheered by the 
crowd that was awaiting their return. 
From ever y direct ion came stories of heroism 
on the part of lifeboat crews and coast 
guardsmen. "Had it not been for their noble 
work the death roll of the storm, already 
exceedingly large, would have had many 
added to it.

The Norwegian bark Moss has been 
towed into Yarmouth. She was found at 
sea derelict. Three of her crew were 
found dead on board. The others are 
missing.

Reports of persons having perished in the 
snow have been received from Arundel, 
Sussex; Peterborough, Northampton, Bam- 
burg, Oxford and Crickley, near Gloucester. 
Near Uppingham, Rutland, a mail cart 
became imbedded in the drifts. When 
found the driver was badly frost-bitten and 
the horse was frozen to de wth.

Since yesterday the bodies of 40 persons 
who lost their livesin the storm have been 
picked up on the beach in the vicinity of 
Calais.

BERLIN, Nov. 21.—Hans Blunis’ new 

work "The German Empire Under Bis- 
mark,” will say in the chapter concerning 
Bismarck’s resignation, that the Emperor 
offered the retiring chancellor an endow­
ment sufficient to support the rank of Duke 
of Luxemburg, but the offer was absolutely 
declined.

members, held in room 156, House of 
Commons. Fifty-four members, among 
them all the conspicuous Nationalists, were 
present. They strongly indorsed Mr. 
McCarthy's recent appeal on the subject of 
the evicted tenants.

Strained Mercy.
BERLIN, Nov. 21. —It is said that the 

Czar is about to issue a ukase permitting 
Jews to live in those Russo-Polish villages 
which are owned by noblemen in case 
those noblemen obtain guarantees for their 
lawful behavior. Wherever such gnu 
antees cannot be obtained the Jews will be 
forbidden to settle.

As 
a rule when any party feeling is being 
displayed or a point being made the 
Premier is all eyes and ears, but on Thnm- 
day he fell asleep in the midst of a good 
deal of noise caused among the Radicals by 
Mr. Jesse Collins’ remarks. Again the fol­
lowing day he slept through several speeches 
and only woke up when it was time to be 
thinking of dinner. Signs of extreme old 
age are unquestionably creeping on apace 
with Mr. Gladstone.

CHARLES DICKENS’ RELICS SOLD.
There were many lots of great interest in 

the sale of certain relics of Charles Dickens, 
which took place at Willis’ rooms on 
Friday last. In particular the presenta­
tion copy of "Leaves from the Journal of 
Our Life in the Highlands," given 
by the Queen to the novelist exactly throe 
months before his death, was of course 
unique. Upon the whole the prices were 
certainly high, but the opportunity was 
extremely unlikely to recur, and it is satis- 
factory to have it demonstrated that the 
love and admiration for the memory of 
Dickens is showing no signs of diminishing.

A STUBBORN OFFICEHOLDER.
Sir John Astley’s refusal to resign the 

Irish Under Secretaryship is causing Mr.
