A MORAL FOR AMERICA.

Mr. I. N. Ford, the London corre-
spondent of the New York Tribune. in
a dispatch published today, says:
An incident which has escaped gen-
eral observation in England may have
a moral for Americans. It is the
establishment of a German coaling
station in the Farsan, or Kerneh
group of islands, in the Red Sea.
Russia has coveted a harbor in these
islands, but has not ventured to take
possession of the group.

CONSULS RETIRE

Representatives of Columbia A/l Leave
Venezuela—Large Force Massed
on the Border.

Willemsted, Island of Curacoa, Aug.
31.—The exequaturs of ail consuls of
the United States of Colombia in Vene-
zuela have been withdrawn.

Port of Spain, Island of Trinidad,
Aug. 31.—There are massed near San
Cristobal and Cucuta, on the Colombi-
an frontier, 9,500 Venezuelans, under
Gens. Echeverria and Davila, in con-
stant .readiness to support the Colom-
bian revolutionists. It is reported that
Colombian regular forces, to the num-
ber of 5,000, are near Cucuta, and seri-
ous complications are feared.

Colon, Colombia, Aug. 31.—Bocas
del Terro, to which place the govern-
ment sent reinforcements last week,
is still quiet, The rebels are encamp-
ed on Provision Island, opposite the
town, while the town itself is occu-
pied by government troops.

Quiet prevails on the isthmus, what-
ever their numbers, the liberals are
poorly armed, without leaders, and
lack organization for concerted action.
The consensus of the best informed
conservative opinion discredit its seri-
ous hostilities or anything more than
a continuation of the guerilla system
of engagements with the government's
forces.

SITUATION IN COLUMBIA.

The general situation in Colombia is
divisible under three heads—the isth-
mus revolution, the progress made
throughout the rest of the country
and the situation on the Venezuelan
and Ecuadorian frontiers. The revolu-
tion is progressing in the rest of the
country with varying success. The
liberals hold various towns and dis-
tricts, and decline to meet the gov-
ernment punitive expeditions.

One thing is certain—all the govern-
mental systems of communication are
