DEFENCE OF EMPIRE.

Resolution Passes "at <Conference - of
Boards of Trade.

Toronto, June 6.—(Special)—That in
the opinion of this counference it is the
dnty of the Dominion, as an important
division of the Empire, to participate in
the general defence of the Empire, and
therefore that an annual appropriation
should be provided in' the Dominion bud-
get for-this purpose, to be expended as
the Dominion government may direct.

The gquestion of the defence of the
Empire, the chief. subject brought be-
fore the conference of the Boards of
Trade of the Dominion, was finally de-
cided this afternoon, as far as the con-
ference is concerued by the adoption of
the above resolution. The resolution as
passed was carried by a small majority,
40 in favor and 32 against.

Four amendments that were put to
the meeting were all voted down. The
conference 'was brought to a close short-
ly after 6 o’clock -this" evening, ater
passing other resolutioms in favor of
Canadian copyright, of subsidizing col-
enization railways, of the appointment
of a railway commission, of government
assistance to ship building in Canada,
and a Oanadian insolvency law.

SIR ROBERT GIFFEN.
Gives His Views on the Shipping Com-
bine.

London, June 6.—Sir Robert Giffen,
ex-president of the Statistic society and
ex-chief of ‘the Statistical department of
the Board of Trade, testifying today be-
fore the House of Commons committee
on- steamship subsidies, .said the changes
in the position of British shipping, com-
pared with those of other countries, was
due largely to circumstances apart from
subsidization. ,There has heen diminu-
tion of British progress, whild elsewhere,
especially in Germany. there has been
a great advance. The number of Ameri-
can owned ships sailing under the Brit-
ish flag, quite apart from those within
thé combine recently formed, had large-
ly-increased and was still increasing, and
he regarded it as obvious that notwith-
standing the fact that the 'White Star
line was sailing under the British flag,
the Uvited States government regards
its steamers as béing American vessels,
and 'would be prepared to defend them
as the property of American citizens.
