" The unbiassed scientific historian

human experience will at once perceive
that the whole question has been begged
from the start, for throughout the whole
inquiry it ‘is presupposed that the mor-
mal experience of the average man in
this every-day world is the canon where-
by we can infallibly mark out the limits
of possibility of the credibie happening
throughout the centuries., The abnor-
mal is therefore rigidly eliminated wher-
‘ever found by those 'who would confine
own-special waterpots. ‘We have here,
it is permissible to believe, got our fin-
gers on the knot which is choking the
lite out of the expositions of our &o-
called “rationalists” in things religious.
It would be a very easy task to show
what a radical change has come over
general opinion of recent years with re-
gard to the- possibility of tmpscendmg
the limits of five-sense physical con-
sciousness, not to speak of the still high-
er possibilities of the inuer experiences
of the religious life, but it will be suffi-
cient here to confront the left wing of
criticism with the declaration of one
who till lately was regarded as high in
command in its ranks. e way to a
far more truly scientific appreciation of
the evidence is pointed out with moder-
ation by Professor Harnack in his re-
cent remarkable lectures, Das Wesen
des Christentums, when he says:
“Although the order of Nature is 1n-
violable, we are not yet by any means
acquainted with all the forces.worklng'
in it an@ acting reciprocally with other
forces. ur acquaintance even with
the forces inheréut in matter, and with
the field of-their actions, is incomplete;

We see that a strong will
‘and a firm faith exert an influence upoa
the life of the body, and produce pheno-
mena which strike us as marvelous. Who
is there up to now that has set any sure
bounds to the province of the possible
and the actual? No one. 'Who can say
how far the influence of soul upon soui
and of soul upon body reaches? No one.
Who can still maintain that any extra-
ordinary phenomenon that may appear
in this domain is entirely based on error
and delusion?”’ , -
Here we have, in the writer’s opinio3,
the thin edge of the wedge which will
eventually split into pieces the fa.ncxed
adamantine rock of so-called ‘‘rational-
ism.” If Christianity does not owe
not only its origin but its w)nole real ex-
istence to a life ‘and an inner experl-
ence which can even on occasion mani-
fest abnormal happenings in external
nature, then it must be classed amoung
the emptiest delusions on the face of
the earth. If not only Christianity but
religion in general were not based upon
actual and definite -experience, they
would be the cruelest of all mockeries;

actuality of this experience, it is sur-
prising to see how confidently so many.
men of great intellectual power, but of.
little or no experience in-the domain of
religion itself, set to work to explain the
whole raison d’etre of that of which they
confessedly, by every.page they write,
have themselves mo ! really _'practlcal
knowledge. Sueh work cannot rightly be
classed as scientific in the fullest sense
of the term, for minds se coustituted
can at best deal only with the outer
facts about religion, and treat at gecg)nd
hand of the statements of religinnists
about their own experiences or the ex-
periences of their fellows; they cau nev-
er deal at first hand with the actunal in-
ner facts of religion itself. Not only so,
but the want of knowledge ofsthe inner

the origins of Christianity must neces-
sarily be determined by his present
knowledgd or ignorance of the possibil-
ities of religion itself. - Knowledge of
these possibilities, however, so far from
hampering a critie in his researches,
should, on the contrary, be a potent help
to ever more exact appreciation of the
material, for, iir-ihe opinion of the
writer, the more a man really knows
of these possibilities and the freedom of
the inner life on which the light of il-
lumination shines, the more ready will
he be to welcome the most exact re-
search. into the documents and history
of a religion, provided -always there be
no attgmpt to force upon him a taacied
infallible canon of orthodox research,
“rationalistic’” or otherwise.

PROVINCIAL ICREDIT.

It is all very well to insist that the
fall in the issue price of British Colum-
bia bonds from 96 to 92, argues a cor-
responding decline of the credit of the
province. Obviously absurd as this ar-
gument is, it is omly fair to apply it to
all stocks and bonds. If the eredit of
British ‘Columbia has fallen since 1899
the credit of Great Britain has also de-
clined only to a much greater degree
during the same period. Those who
claim that each investment stock is in-
fluenced as to its price-by separate cir-
cumstances, and who will not admit
that all stocks of that character are
concurrently influenced by the value of
nloney, may claim that the-fall in con-
sols has been occasioned by -the strain
of war upon Great Britain, and that
the fall of British Columbia stock has'
been occasioned by the character of
legislation and expenditure, but they
must admit that the influence of the
Transvaal war upon the credit of the
greatest nation of the world has been
much mqre seyere than the influence of
coundijtious- in British ‘Columbia on that
of one of the smallest provinces in the
world in point of popuiation and rea-
lized wealth. However, to those who
