4 STORMY MEETING AT THE CITY
HALL ON SATURDAY,

The Property Owners along the Esplanade |
Up In Arms—A Cold Day for the Rail-
road Companies. =

If there has been any doubt existing
heretofore as toﬁhe feelings of .the proper-
ty-owners interested in the Esplanade
agreement bétween the railroad companies i
and the city, hurriedly passed at a special
meeting of the city council on Thursday
last, that doubt was overwhelmingly re-
move.d by the proceedings of the special
meetu'lg of the Esplanade committee of the
council on‘Satu:‘dsy. Fhe proposed agree-
ment was assailed on every side, and Mayor
Boswell a.ad Ald. Turner’s propositions, as
ratifie’t by a small majority of the council,
wele completely whipped out of the room,
r.ot a leg having been left for the ‘‘agree-
‘ment” to stand upon.

The meeting was called for 2 o’clock,
and when the mayor took the chairat 2.15
the execative committee ropm was
ciowded 4o the doors with solicitors
and  _property - owners. They all
scemed to have come armed with tom-
ahawks and two-edged swords and they
slashed the “agreement” right and left.
It was a very cold day for his worship and
hx; pet scheme. The members of the com-
mittee present were Ald. Turner,Maughan,
Lobb, Carlyle and Blevins. Ald. Mitchell,
Adamson, Verral and Harvie, not mem-
bers of the committee, were also on hand.
Ald. Walker was in the room for a few
minutes, but excused himself to attend a
meeting of the directors of the Northern
railway.

Ex- Ald. Baxter occupied a seat near
his worship, and offered his bulky opposi-
tion tothe ‘‘agreement” with all his old-
time vim and evidently with an eye on St.
Patrick s ward next January.

The mayor looked around the room and
intimated that since there was such a
large gathering of property-owners he sup-
posed they were there for the purpose of
acquainting the committee with their
views on the ‘‘agreement.” His worship’s
conjectures proved correct.

J. A. Holt was the first to rise. He
said he was secretary pro tem of a commit-
tee of the property owners along the city
front. He started out by saying that he
would give the meeting the benefit of what
he considered were the feelings of the
property owuers.

 William Freeland promptly checked
him. with the remark that the individual
property owners would relieve Mr. Holt
of this burden, and said that they would
speak for themselves. i

Of all the opponents of the ‘‘agreement,”
the only one who placed any sentimental
or historital value on the Esplanade was
Rev. Dr. Barclay. The reverend gentle-
man spoke particularly of John street,
with which he said there were associated
historical reminiscences. The Prince of
Wales entered the city by that street, and
at the time that Dr. Barclay was chap-
lain to her majesty’s forces in this city
the commissariat department was located
at th:i toot of John street. Dr. Dar-
clay -is a resident of that street,
and the presence of the Grand Trunk
freizht sheds at its foot prevented the cool
lake breezes wafting themselves through
its precincts. All of theother speakers
looked at the ‘‘agreement” from a purely
financial standpoint. i

A large plan of the proposed changes on
the Esplanade was strung across the north
wall of the room, His wo
cane from Mr, Caddy, and, striking the |
attitude of a schoolmaster, proceeded. to
give-an account of the Esplanade agitation
from its infancy, some two years ago. As
he skimmed along he pointed out on the
map the different features of the henefits
which he claimed the citizens would derive
by the adoption of the ‘‘agreement.” He
attempted to make it as ‘‘clear as mud” to
his audience, but the more he explained
the more complicated matters became.

A document of four large pages of closely
printed type, headed ‘““Toronto Esplanade
—proposed basis of agreement—articles of
agreement made and entered into this—
day of March in the year of our Lord one
thousand eight hundred ana eighty-four,
between the corporation of the city of To-
ronto, the Grand Trunk Railway company
of Canada, the Ontario and Quebec Railway |
company and Canada Pacitic Railway com-
pany, and the Northern Railway company
of Canada” was distributed among the
meeting. This document was composed of
31 clauses, and was supposedly a legal com-
pilation of the meaning of the report
passed by the speeial meeting of the coun-
cil on Thursday. :

Alexander Manning looked alternatively
at the document and at his worship’s in-
structing cane, and then delivered himself
as follows: “I utterly condemn the mayor
and the council on their propo-
sition as a whole. I never saw such
an extraordinaty document as this. The
Grand Trunk company have too much al-
ready. They took away John street with-
out any right or privilege and now they

read from them that the property in ques-
tion was orly assessed for $45,000, Mr.

. Watson said he included the machinegy.
ohn

At this'stage of the meeting Mr.
Leys offered a resolution to the effect that
us the ‘‘agreement” was hurriedly pre-
pared and passed through the council, and
as it was not at all fully understood
by the property owners and citizens that
further action be delayed until the hext
meeting of parliament This resolution
was received with mnch visible approba-
tion, but its passage was not pressed at
that particular time.

J. K. Kerr made a vigorous attack on
the whole “‘agreement.” lle drew atten-
tion to the fact that there were no pro-
visions made for the protection of the
waternainsand sewage, the mains for which
passed under the Grand Trunk tracks. 1f the
*“agreement ”’ were passed the city would
be at the entire mercy of the tirand Trunk,
who could cject the corporation as trespas-
sers if they attempted to interfere with the
tracks in reparing or building sewers and
mains. He said the scheme as a whole
was very objectionable, and further con-
sideration of it should be postponed for a
year. [Cries of “hear, hear.”]

As the attacks on the *‘agreement” be-

came more frequent and pronounced, the
mayor began. to get weak in the knees,
and he held out in lieu of the “agreement”
that the Esplanade should be putin the
hands of a commission—[the city has a bill
now before the Ottawa parliament for
that purpose]—the mayor insisting all
the while that * something would really
have to be done for the protection of life
and limb on that thoroughfare.” The
mere mention of a commission aroused a
storm of objection, which was nearly as
emphatic as that to the “‘agreement.” o

Ald, Turner, who had not made himself
heard for the first two and a half hours of
the meeting, got upon his feet and said
that he was pleased that the private bills
committee of the local legislature had post-
poned the consideration of the ‘‘agree-
ment” until Tuesday.  As to whether the
citizens at large eonsidered that the Es-
planade should be made safe to. the thous-
ands of them who crossed it in the sum-
mer months, he referred to the petition
signed by 5000 ratepayers presented to
the city council.

Mr. Manning—That petition was got
up by the Canadian Pacific to kill the
Grand Trunk.

Ald. Turner then went on characterize
as dastards the persons who had written of
his municipal and business career in the
public prints under the disguise of a non
de plume. There was a great deal of mis-
apprehension on the part of the public that
there was something wrong in conec-
tion with this Esplanade. matter.
The people were always slow
in taking any interest in the great ques-
tions of the city’s welfare. They slum-
bered while their representatives in coun-
cil labored and they suddenly woke up at
the eleventh hour when they found that
something important was to happen. Ald.
Tarner could assure the meeting that there
was not a single proposition from either the
Canadian Pacific or the Grand Trunk to
build a 40-foot-street south of the tracks
or to do away with the delivery of freight
on the Esplanade. The whole proposition
originated with the couucil and it was
done for the protection of the citizens pure
and simple. The speaker referred to the
days of laborious work that his worship,
the city solicitor aud himself b 1-giv
get the matter into shape, and he hoped
their labors would be received with a chari-

ition. He prophesied that if

Osnian Digma Preaching a Holy War—
Lord Granville Replies to the Claims
of Turkey—Latest News,

Loxpox, March 9.—Gen. Gordon recom-
mends an immediate attack upon Osman
Digma. A messenger arrived from the
enemy’s camp reports that despite Osman’s
exhortations, hisfollowers are demoralizeds
The situation appears favorable for nego-
tiations. Consul Baker has telegraphed
Sir Evelyn Baring offering to go to Osman’s
camp and bring him to terms. He believes
that the tribes will not only conclude a

treaty of peace, but will undertake to keep
the road to Berber open.

Osman Digma is preaching a holy war.
Mahomet, he urges, failed at the first, but
in the end was triamphant.  Osman will
take no part personally in future battles.

Osman Digma has finally refused to sur-
render to Gen. Graham. He is determined
to fight, and has two cannon and one
thousand rifles,

Gen. Graham telegraphs that he will be-
gin a march against Osman Digma on
Tuesday. Many Arab deserters from
Tamanieb arriving at Suakim report
Osman’s forces breaking up, the tribes
being unwilling to fight the English.
Scouts report that Osman Digma is mass-
ing all remaining faithful to him at Sin-
-kat, where he will make a final stand.
Gen. Graham’s orders are to make Ta-
manieb the limit of his advance.

The Turkish minister of war has for-
bidden under the severest penalties the
enlistment of Albanians for service against
El Mahdi.

Lord Granville, replying to the porte’s
communication in regard to Turkish inter-
vention in Egypt, says the porte missed its
opportunity. Egyptians were more op-
pesed to the Turks than to the Englisg,
that an exchange of views on the subject
must be postponed until the honor of the
British arms have been vindicated and
order restored, and that England recognizes
the sovereign rights of the sultan.

A telegram from General Gordon an-
nouneces that he is unable to extricate the
garrisous on the Blue Nile and White Nile
without troops.

The survivors of the Sinkat butchery
have arrived at Suakim. It is reported
that the rebels tore the body of Tewfik Bey
into preces, and devoured his liver in ac-
cordance with their superstition.

The Black Watch regiment made an ad-
vance of eight miles to-day, and encamped
in front of the enemies lines. - It is esti-
mated Osman Digma enrolled 6000 men at
Sinkat. .

Loxpox, March® 8.—It has been an-
nounced that the Persians last November
appealed for Russia’s protection against
the Tekke Turcomans.~ Capt. Abkhanoff.
with an escort of twenty-five Cossacks
went to Merv with a letter to the khan,
and induced him and other chiefs to peti-
tion Russia for annexation. Gen. Komar-
off answered that Russia would grant this
honorif slavery would be renounced and the
booty taken from *the Persians restored.
The khan accepted these terms and liber-
ated the prisoners. Russia intends to
establish a permanent legation at Cabul.

Dr. Wild Reviews His Sermons and An-
swers His Critfcs—A Trinity of Lives,
Deaths and Sleeps—dan Retains His
Consciousness After Death, e o

The principal subject of correspondence,
treated by Dr. Wild last evening was the
recent discussion anent the masons and
oddfellows. As to the masons, he belonged
to the order himself and had nothing to
defend about them. : . i

The oddfellows were one of the most
honorable and benevolent orders in the
world, and as far as he knew is far supe-

rior to any church organization for ch it-
able work. ;

THE SERMON.
Text—Psalms, 16th chap., 11 v.: “Thou wilt
shew me the -of life; in thy presence is
fulness of joy; at thy right hand there are
pleasures for evermore.”

Some months ago the doctor preached a
series of sermons touching death and hea-
ven which have brought out a nnmber of
pamphlets and sermons in England and
the States refuting his arguments. Last
evening he gave his first answer in a ser-
mon on “three lives, three sleeps, three
deaths,” to be followed by a sermon on
“Heaven as a place” next Sunday evening.
Of the three lives referred to, the first
is the physical life. The second -is the
spiritual life which implies that we must
be born into it like as in the physical life.
A clergyman once astonished his bisho&]lg
T vanmnol " th et b his ordinaty
and Liverpool—the first bein ‘ordinar)
birth ; th:psoog:ond his eonvmi%n. The third
is the life after death—the scriptural life
projected through the gates of death into
eternity, where it is called eternal and
everlasting life, a life without cessation,
annihilation or sleep, ‘‘He that believeth
on me hath everlasting life.”

The first of the three deaths is the physi-
cal, which we must all experience. The
second is the death of sin, the bible clearly
recognizing that a man who is not born
into a sgﬂl.ntunl life is dead in a spiritual
sense while he is living—‘‘dead In tres-
passes and sin.” The christian is dead to
sin ; the sinner is dead to chn-tuna
The third is the ‘eternal death when
sinner continues in a dead state and is not
born anew when the physical death comes,
“For the wages of sin are death.”

The physical is also the first of the three

sleeps. '{he second is when the word
“gleep” is used synonymous with the
word ‘‘death”—a figure of speech. The
three deaths refe: to. do not destroy a
man’s individuality orsconscious existence,
so that when sleep is mentioned it does not
mean that he has lost his identity. While
asleep we are alive in our inner life, but
dead to our surroundings. Was God
annihilated because David said “Awake, O
God that sleepeth”?
