recorded in English history. Since the
rural vote has diminished the tory proe-

cts, the English market has become
feverish and unsettled, and operators have
become distrustful,

HOSTILITIES RECOMMENCED.

Servians Attack Buigarian Outposts and
are Repulised.

. LoNDox, Dec, 10.—The Servians to-day
attacked the Bulgarian outposts at St.
Nicholas, Izoor and Krivofor, and were
wepulsed at all points,

Servia’s note to the fereign ministers at
Belgrade states that Servia is waitiog for
Baulgaria to begin offensive operations, and
that Servia is still willing to submit to the
mediation of the powers and to accept
Serms consonant with Servia’s honor.

BOMBSHELL FOR THE INVINCIBLES

A Man Selected to Commit Sundry Crimes
Proves to bean Igfprmer.

DusLiN, Dec, 10.—The aggressive section
of the Fenian brotherhood was somewhaty
startled to-day by the announcement that
the man who recently surrendered ‘o the
police for protection, and gave his name as
John Kelly, and his occupation as a
laborer, is really Joseph Smith, the invin«
cible, who turned inférmer, and testified
against the men hangéd for the assassina-
tion of Lord Frederick Cavondish and
Under-secretary Burke in Pheenix Park.
Kelly, when he surrendered himself, stated
that he was & member of a secret organiza-
tion, and had been notified under pain of
death, to shoot Mr. Curran, the county
court judge who examined the invincibles
under the Crimes act, Mr. Bolton, the
crown solicitor, and others, He also said
he was concerned in the malicious burning
of the corn belonging to the Artane indus-
trial school, and he mentioned the name of
some farmers whose hay and corn were
also to be burned. On March 24 last a
report was published throughout Great
Britain that Joseph Smith the informer,
had died from intemperance. In May it
was again announced that Joseph Smith
had died in London where he had long been
a hopeless drunkard.

SUPPRESSING MOBMON ISMM.

Semator Edmunds Jntrodmces a Bill of
Confizcation.

WasaiNeTON, D. C., Dec, 10.—Senator
Edmunds has devised a bill to put the
Mormons in ch Y. It prop that
the act of the legislature' of the state of
Deseret, under which the church of Jesus
Christ of Latter Day S was incorpor-
ated, shall be repealed aifd ‘auulled, and
that. the temporal sffairs of the church
shall be managed by a board of trustees, to
be appointed by the president of the United
States, with the t of the te, and
shall close up the institution as rapidly
as possible under the direction of the
secretary of the interior. The attorney-
general is directed to institute and prose-
cute proceedings to forfeit and escheat to
the United States all the property owned
by the Mormen church, with the excep-
tion of the buildings used for public
worship, and the sevretary of the interior
is directed to sell and invest the proceeds
for the benefit of public schools,

The bill also provides for the suppres-
sion of Mormon immigration.

Bishop Faust, one of the leading lights
of the Mormon church, says that the Mor-
mons are hounded by U. 8. marshalls, that
they are shot down, killed and trampled
apon, and that their patience is so far
exhausted that they feel compelled to reta-
Jiate. Mormons, he’ said, were not all
polygamists and deserved the protection of
the law as much as any other class, There
was not a state church in the United
States, but there was the persecution of a
sect,

FARM PRICES FOR DECKMBER

Compared With the Corresponding
Month of Last Year. 4
WasmiNgToN, D.C., Dec. 10.—The crop
report of the department of agriculture for
December gives the farm prices of the
principal crops.. The increase in the pros
duct of corn has reduced the average value
of the crop to thirty-three cents per
bushel. The average value of the previous
crop in December was thirty six cents.
The reduction is the largest in the Ohio
Valley and Southern S ates. . West of the
Missisaippi the increase of stock feeding
has corrected the tendency to extremely
low prices.. Compared with former years
corn values are very low. The price of
wheat, though still low, is counsiderably
above last December’s average, which was
65 cents, The present is 78 7-10. The
average price of barley is 56 cents, an
increase of 7 cents; of buckwheat 56
cents, a decrease of 3 cents ; of potatoes 45
cents, an increase of 5 cents ; of hay $8.62
per ton, in place of $8.17 last year. The
average price of oats is 28 cents, the same
as last December., The price of cotton
averages 8.3 per pound, which is 9 mills
less than the December price last year.

RIOTING ATPENNSYLVANIA MINES,

Ten of the Fighters More or Less Serl-
ously Hurt, .

PirTsBURG, Pa,, Dec. 10.—A riot oc-
curred at Pine river, one mile below
Elizabeth, about 3.30 o’clock this morning.
Twenty-five miners were on their way to
work in Lynn’s mines, when a squad of
200 masked men met them and demanded
that they should return to their homes.
This they refused to do, and the mob then
made an attack on them with olubs, sticks
and stones, The riot lasted two
hours, and ten men were injured. Oue
of them, named Newton Campbell,
a driver, was set upen by six strikers and
beaten to insensibility. His injuries are
believed to be fatal. Richard Hall and
Samuel Myford were also seriously injured.
The mob wedged the switch of the private
railroad running to the mine, and disap-~
peared over the hills, A train coming
along & short time Jater was thrown from
the track and the engine upturned, but no
one was hurr,

The Etephant Is King,

PHILADELPHIA, Dec, 10,—Bolivar, the
largest elephant now in captivity, on Mon-
day afternoon had a terrific encounter
with the Nubian lion Priace, at the winter
quarters \of Forepaugh’s menagerie, and
the lion, which was valued at §2000, was
killed. The trainer had entered the cage,
Prince was in a surly mood, and attacked
him, and in endeavoring to escape, the
trainer loosened the bars of the oage and
fell out. The Jion bounded after him,
clearing his body as it lay on the ground,
He did not turn back, however, but con-
tinued through the ring barn, and entered
the open door of the elephant house.
Bolivar stood - nodding whers he was
chained to a stake near the doer. The
lion attacked him, and an encounter en-
surd whioch ended in the lion being crushed
to death.

ARRESTED FOR PRACTISING NE-
FARIOUS WORK,
PR .

His Victim in a Critical Copdition—Her
Seducer Cap d 'nfﬁ Ime-
Pplicated—A Sad Oase. S

A young girl breught to the verge of
death hy the wicked work of an ged
physician in an endeavor to con the
shame occasioned by the wiles of her
seducer is a painful reflection on our
boasted morality, Yet such Is the present
condition of Jennie Leslie, aged 17, daugh-
ter of John Leslie, hotelkeeper at Whitby.
The girl, who is rather good looking, had
a lover in the person of James Warfolk, a
harber. He betrayed her, Over a fort-
night ago she stole away from the parental
roof and came to Toronto with Warfolk.

Mr. Leslie’ssearch since then for his erring
daughter only ended yesterday. He ar-
rived here in the foremoon and went
etraight to police headquarters, where he
seoured the assistance of Detectives New-
hall, Ciddy and Brown, Mr, Leslie told
them he believed the girl was an idmate
of “Dr,” R, A, Andrews’ “‘medicsl dis~
pensary” at 27 Gould street. Andrews
has a bad record, He is largely patronized
by young women, who, finding themselves
in trouble, seek his assistance to get
them out of. it. Knowing this, Mr,
Leslie feared the worst for h
daughter, The *““doctor” is also in the
livery business at 161 Qneen street west.
Detective Brown ‘and the girl’s father pro-
ceeded thither, while Cuddy went up to
Gould street, The girl was not at the
Queen street establishment, but the visit
of the officer and the father aroused sus«
picion there, for a telephone message to
Gould- street acquainted Andrews of the
fact, In the meantime Detective Cuddy
was taking observations on Gould street.
A gir] came out of the house
and walked to Yonge street, when
she suddenly turned back, and made
for Victoria street, down which she pro-
ceeded, She had met Brown and Mr,
Leslie at the corner of Yonge, and became
alarmed. A few minutes afterwards two
more women emerged from the ‘‘dispen
sary,” One was closely veiled and ap~
peared. weak, Walking eastward they
stopped of a sudden, They too had seen
the watching party, In the veiled girl
Mr. Leslie recognized his missing cbild.
The meeting was extremely painful. The
father lead the daughter to =&
Yonge street store, where amidst
sobs she confessed her shame and
acknowledged that she had availed herself
of Andrews’ services., This gave the
ofhcers something to work on. Butin the
meantime her companion had returned to
the house and informed the doctor of what
had happened. Realizing his position and
bent apon escape. Andrews hurried out of
the house only to run into .the arms of
Detective Cuddy. Andrews was locked
up at headquarters, where a tharge of per-
formipg an abortion was entered against
him, He is notorious for this nefarions
work, and at the advanced age of 73 finds
himself again in the clutches of the law,
after many narrow escapes from imprison-
ment. The arrest knocked him completely
out, Ohief Draper, Inspector Newhall,
Detectives Brown and Cuddy went back to
his establishment, and arrested three wo-
men whom they found there, They gave
their names as Harriett Armstrong, 30,
housekeeper; Maggie Scott, 17, and Har-
riets Roberts, 21, boarders, The Scott
girl says she came from Kingston. They
were taken to the Agnes street station,
the accusation preferred against them being
assisting to proeure an abortion, In the
house were found instruments that the
doctor used in his vile bnsiness, and com-
promising letters, But the work of the
police did not finizsh here. There was an
other party badly wanted : the author of
the girl’s ruin, - Warfolk did not return to
Whitby after he brought her to Toronto.
He went to Uxbridge, where he has been
working for his brother in the barbering
business., A telegram to the constable
there mecured his arrest and De=
tective Cuddy went up and brought
him down on the 9.20 train last
night. He found quarters in No, 4
station, aiding and abetting being the
charge on which he is held. %‘he prisoner
ia 23 years of age, dark complexioned, with
a clean shaven face, He admits having
taken her to the “dispensary,” - The
quintet of 'prisoners will be arraigned
before the magistrate this forenoon.

Mr, Leslie went back to Whitby broken-
hearted and will return to-day. . His
daughter was too ill to accompauy him,
and has been placed in reliable hands,
with the best of medical treatment at her
disposal, Her condition is critical,

The
college of St, Arme has been temporarily
closed, and the Christmas vacation ex-
tended indefinitely. The whole village and
parish have been thrown into a great state
of excitement over the epidemic, and
families have been fleeing to River du Loup
and Quebeo,

The House @Quarantined—Ten FPatients in
the Hospital.

A case of smallpox was yesterday res
ported to'Dr, Riddell, of Parkdale. The
patient’s business was to look after the
sleeping cars on the C. P. R,, and the
belief is tbat he contracted the disease
while arranging the bedding, ourtains,eto.,
of some cars which came frem Montreal,
He resides on West Lodge avenue, Parke
dale and is therefore out of the city hos-
pital limits, Dr. Riddell applied to the
medioal health officer for permission to have
the man removed to the city hospital, At
the meeting of the local health board in
the afternoon the matter was discussed,
and left with Chairman Allen and Dr.
Canniff $o do what they theught best. They
decided to admit-this ‘man, but no others,
However, it was found that the patient
was |nﬂ’ering from “inflammation of the
lungs as well, and could not be removed
without endangering his life. He was
therefore quarantined in his own house,
Dr. Canniff says it.is only a mild case of
varioloid, and need ocsuse mno alarm.

The local board of health will ask for a
further appropriation of $600 to invest in
vaccine, It will not be their fault if
everybody in the city does not get vaooi~
nated.. Dr. Canniff reported to the board
yesterday that the, ten patients in the
hospital were doing well, none being in a
dangerous . condition, in regard to the

ployes wiil be visited at their homes and
vaccinated, and work will not be resumed
until all danger is past.
