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Agrienttuval,

Canada’s Climate and Agricultural Cap-
abilities.

Not many in Canada, still fewer elsewhere,
says a writer in the Rural Canadian, appre-
ciate the vast range in agricultural capabili-
ties p d by the D in virtue of
its great variety of climate. Not only wheat
and the other great cereals of temperate re-
gions, and the apple, vine and peach are
cultivated, but, strange as it may seem to
many, even the fig, the almond, the pome-
granate, and cotton may be grown within
limited areas.

The law that holds throughout the vege-
table world, that each species reaches its
highest development, or perhaps rather it
greatest productiveness, towards its colder
—in our case its northero—limit, operates in
Canada in A maoner unequalled anywhere
else in either of the Americas, The reason
for thisis obvious. The distance from south
to north in which cereals may be cultivated
{n the Dominion, extends over 1,600 miles,
or from the latitude of Rome (nearly 42
degs. ) as in south rn Qatario, to the latitude
of middle or northern Finland, as in the
Mackenzie River basin north of Peace River.
Very few amongst us realize that the single
Province of Outario reazhes south and north
from Pelee on Lake Erie, to Albany on
Jawes' Bay, over a distance as great as that
between Lake Erie, and the nearest waters
of the Gulf of Mexico,—the bay of Mobile
in Alabama. In this Ontario range alone is
embraced the region of the greatest produc-
tiveness of Indian Corn, a tropical plant, and
barley, a cereal of the far north, growing in
some parts of the world up to and beyond
the Artic Circle. The fact, in its bearing
on Canadian agriculture, is most important,
for it may be truly said that the oue province
referred to, ean produce in perfection, every
great wheat crop grown in the United States,
with the two exceptions of cotton and tobac-
co; and in the latter case, the exception
seems rather a matter of soil coustituents
than of climate.

INDIAN CORN.

It may be surprising to those who do not
closely follow the returns of the Agricu!wr-
al Bureau, to find that on an average of
many years taken by the United States
partment of Agriculture, and the Onfjiri
Bureau of Industries, the Province of;, n-"
tario is exceeded in Indian corn production
per acre, by only one State of the American

ley. For two-rowed barley too, there is
reason to.think that Ontario is fitted in a
higher degree than perhaps any other part
of this continent, and.perhaps quite as suit-
able as any part of the world. The trial
made of Chevelier barley has, it is true, not
been encouraging. But this barley has long
been grown in the cool summer of England,
and cannot endure the heat of the Ontario
summer. It is likely that should the two-
rowed barleys of Austria and Hungary,
where the summers are practically similar
to those of Ontario, be introduced, the re-
sult will be & marked success, and as these
barleys command as high-a-price as the best
Eoglish barley the stimulus given to Capa-
dian agricolture would in that event, be
very great.

The capability of the North.west for bar-
ley growing bas not yet been fully tested,
but considerations of climate would indicate
that over a considerable area towards the
northern border of the praire couutry and
extending into the Edmonton country, Eng-
lish two-rowed barley can be grown with
greal success.

@RAIN3 AND ROOTS.

What is true of the capacity of Canada in
wheat and barley is equally true of it in re-
gard to oats, peas, and root crops; in fact,
over an area of more than a million square
miles these crops may be grown wherever
the soil is fertile and in each and all of them
the belt of highest development and great-
est p: o luctiveness, lies almost exclusively in
Canadian territory. With this superiority
in productiveness, of the great field crops,
goes as a matter of course, a remarkable
adaptedness for stock raising and dairying.
Altogether the facts of the Canadian climate
afford abundant reason for Canadians to
have full confidence in the future; to them
is given the agricultural dominance of Amer-
ica, and all that this implies.

FRUIT GROWING.

Fruit growing is so much more influenced
by winter cold than by summer heat that
the great capacity for grain growing that is
found along a slightly broken belt from the
St. Lawrence valley to the far north-west
has no parallell in regard to fruit, but the
law still holds, as with grain, that the high-
est production is found towards the northern
or colder limit of each species.

Be- ﬁ _In Eastern Canada, especially in the region

the great lakes latitude, an even elevation

| appear to be subordinated to situation in

respect to rivers and lakes both large and
small, to an extent not known elsewhere in

parts of the Rhinc valley where wine is an
industry of great proportions, has been es-
timated at about 30,000 square miles. The
average yield per acre of the vineyards, from
the Ottawa to the Detroit, is said to be
greater than in France, and some vineyards
show the highest yield recorded in America
orin the world. The varieties chiefly grown
are derived from the native Labrusch, and
besides being more prolific than any other
grapes known, enjoy immunity from damage
by that American parasite phlloxera which
is now playing havoo with the vineyards of
Earope,

Southefn Ontario, in common with adja-
cent portions of western New York and the
northern tier of counties in Ohio, appears
suitable in a higher degree than any other
part of Amerioa east of thie Bockies. South-
ward of the Lake Erie district, the excessive
heat and moisture largely reduce the crop
by mildew, and have led to the abandon-
ment on the banks of the Ohio of some of the
extensive vineyards which formerly existed
there. In Ontario mildew is not a formid-
able enemy, it is easily combatted and rare-
ly is at all injurious.

In fact it may be said that in the southern
part of the province the vine is the most
certain, and least irregular in returns of all
the fruit crops grown. Free from the early
September frosts which trouble the Rhine
valley; a full month later in the advent of
cloudy or rainy fall weather, which often
interferes with the maturing and quality of
the grape in middle and northern Europe,
and without the necessity and expense of
irrigation entailed on the grape growers of
southern California, southern Ontario has a
capability for grape growing that may well
challenge the world. It isno wonder, there-
fore, that wine making has developed within
a very few years to a considerable. industry;
that thousands of acres are now planted in
vineyards and many hundreds of thousands
of gallons of claret and other wines are an-
nually manufactured.

FRUIT IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.

The possibilities of British Columbia in
frait culture are very great. The mild coast
climate permits of the civilization of all the
fruits of eastern Canada and several others
besides. On the Dominion Experimental
farm at Agassiz the fig tree, the almond and
the pomegranate are grown. In theinterior
valleys, behind the Coast range, the winter
cold puts limitations on the cultivation of
some fruits, but the summers are much
warmer than on the coast, and the condi-
tione tend to secure a better flavor in the

The ideal flavor comes from the sweet hill-
side grasses in sunny June. Other seasons
are only approximations. This invisible,
intangible deliciousness comes chiefly from
the flavoring oils of the food consumed by
the cow, intensified possibly by the purity
of the surroundings and by the health-giv-
ing sunshine. The claim that any share of
it is in the breed is not sound.

Different fodder materials carry differing
flavors into the product. Lowland grasses
never tone up the flavor to the standard
reach on the honeysuckle, blue grass and
redtop of the highlands. Cottonseed meal
has a flavor peculiar to itself, and the same
is true of linseed meal and wheat bran.
Either fed in quantity to dominate over the
rest of the ration will carry its peculiar
flavor to the product.

Corn, the plant either fed from the field
or well preserved in asilo, will carry a fairly
acceptable flavor with it. But corn carried
to an extreme acid condition in the silo, or
advanced to a partial decomposition, if fed
liberally is suze to contaminate the product.
Clover in its maturity of growth and bearing
a wealth of blossoms is the very perfection
of fodder for excellence in product. Sweet,
fragrant hay, or things being favorable, will
produce a good standard of flavor. Many
dairymen will not admit these variations
from the use of these different fodders, but
very few dairymen are skilled judges of but-
ter.

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eastern provinces have capabilities in - fruit
culture scarcely rivalled anywhere on the
continent, and the fruit industry, already
very large promises to take a front rank
among the branches of agriculture.

Both Nova Scotia and Outario export
large uantities of apples, a fruit in which
they excel all other states and provinces in
America. The export of Nova Scotia alone
usually amounts annually to some hundred
thousand barrels, and the prices obtained
are the highest the British market offers.
New Brunswick, Prince Edward Island and
Quebec grow the apple, pear, plum with
notable success, and to some extent the vine
also. For great variety of fruit, Ontario,
however, leads the other provinces of eastern
Canada. This may well be understood when
it is remembered that in the warmest local-
ities of the province July is warmer than at
Vienna, Constantinople or Lisbon, while over
much of the province it isat Teast as warm as

.San Diego in Southern California. In these
warmer countries, September maintains a
heat as great as July in the south of Eng-
land; the season entirely without frost ex-
tends to six and in Pelee to nearly seven
months; the most extreme frosts of winter
ever recorded are not so great as have been
reached in St. Louis, Missouri, and not
greater than have been known in parts of
Kentucky, Arkansas and Texas, while, gen-
erally speaking, throughout the large area
markedly influenced by the great lakes, the
average cold of midwinter is the same as
that in the Mississippi valley two or three
hundred miles farther south. In addition
to the influence of the great lakes, there is
felt also the influence of the thousands of
small lakes which abound in northern and
eastern Ontario, and which by lengthening
the frostless seasons in the autumn, permics
many a variety of apple, grape and other
fruit to be grown northward of their usual
imits.

In regard to wheat little need be said; the KAST.

illimitable wheat fields of Canada are famous
the world over. Here the general law al-
ready stated in regard to highest produc-
tiveness holds in a very marked degree. The
great wheat belt of America—the area of
the - highest productiveness—lies mostly
within the Domiuion, where it occupies
hundreds of thousands of square miles. The
northern limit of geunerally profitable pro-
ductién is not yet known; but it is known
that excellent crops have been raised in the
extreme North-west almost as far north as
the 58th parallel; while wheat has been
grown beyond that latitude. In the valley
of the St. Lawreuce, and in portions of the
Lake region partial exhaustion of the soil
through the over cropping of former years
has lowered the average yield per acre from
the returns of twenty years ago; but this
4rawback is being overcome by the general
adoption of rotation of crops and generally
improved farming, and there is reason to
believe that with anything like a return of
good prices for wheat the urea under culti-
vation with that crop will increase. In
1881, the wheat production of Ontario was
over 32,000,000 bushels; the average yield
per acre for a series of years has been much
higher than in almost any State of the Amer-
ican Union, and the average return has been
sm%@g‘gver $15 per acre, against a little
over fﬁ%{'l}nited States.

This is a simple pudding, being made with
a pint of flour, a cupful of milk, one ecgg,
three tablespoonfuls of butter, one table-
spoonful of baking powder, one cupful of
sugar, half a cupful of water, two quarts of
pared and quartered apples, half a teaspoon-
ful of salt, and about one-fifth of a nutmeg.
Put the apples, sugar—less two tablespoon-
fuls, nutineg, and water intoa deep pudding
dish. Place in a moderate oven for twenty
minutes. Mix well in a seive, and then rub
through it the flour, baking powder, salt,
and the two tablespoonfuls of sugar; add the
milk and the egg, well beaten, and stir with
a spoon until a smooth dough is formed,
then add the butter, melted. Remove the
dish from the oven, and spread the batter on
top of the apples. Return the pudding to
the oven, and after increasing the heat, bake
for twenty minutes. At serving time turn
the pudding out on a flat. dish, having the
crust underneath and the apple on top, or it
may be served with the crust on top, in the

Dakota and Minnesota, damage is done to
late sown grain by early frosts, but this is
being avoided by a more general practise of
early seeding and is after all not so serious
a drawback as the bursts of excessive heat,
the droughts, and the rains, that affect the
more southerly portions of this continent.
Of late, much attention is being given to the
Edmonton region, which is attracting a large
immigration from other parts of Canada and
from the United States. Cooler than Mani-
toba in summer; the danger of early #rost
appears to be less; while the seasons are
steadier, and more to be depended upon for
similarity one to the other, than almost any-
where else in the interior of the continent.
Comparisons show that notwithstanding the
great elevation of E.monton, and its great
distance from any large body of water, the
average difference of temperatare between
one summer and another is much less than
anywhere in the Western States, and is the
same as Toronto, which enjoys the modify-
ing influences o the Great Lakes. This
peculiarity of climate which belongs to a
broad belt in Canada, lying along the eastern
side of the Rocky Mountains, must have &
very important effect in .developing the
agriculture of the North-west.

BARLEY.

Whatever influence the character of the
soil may have, there can be no doubt that
the high reputation enjoyed by Canadian
six-rowed barley, is largely due to the pecu-
lia climate of the barley counties of Ontario,
especially the belt north of Lake Ontario and
protected in a measure by the Lake from the
excessive heats of southerly winds. Changes
in brewing and other inflaences no longer
permit this batley to command the profit of
former times; but there is hope that as
Eaglish malsters become uéequainted with
the grain it will ind a large sale in the pro-
Mgnm ish barley market in lien of in

THE PEACH.

Amongst the fruits of considerable com-
mercial importance to Ontario orchardists,
the peach is the most tender. But the Nia-
gara peninsula is the most famous peach
district west of New Jersey and its peaches
surpass in flavor those of California; while
the area in Ontario capable of growing some
varieties of this fruit covers nearly 9,000
square miles, and attains its most northerly
limit on the Georgian bay in a latitude higher
than the peach culture attains anywhere else
in America, east of the Rocky Mountains.

THE APPLE.

The apple, the yet leading fruit of Canada
and America, finds its highest development
in Ontario, both in productiveness and qual-
ity. Every agricnltural portion of the pro-
vince grows it, and over a stietch of hun-
dreds of miles, the large apple orchards of
almost every farm make a conspicuous fea-
ture of the landscape. The northern limits
of the apple in Ontario are not yet known,
but some varieties may be grown on the
south side of the little lakes abounding in
the wilderness north of Lake Huron. At
Rainy River, away beyond Lake Superior,
the * Northren Spy,” a variety of good sjize
and excellent quality, approaches Manitoba
with saggestions as to what may be done in
that province by planting very hardy fruit
