Many of our friends answered the
above advertisement, and rececived in
reply, an engraved picture of the
Queen, but not so large as they had
expected, being only a halfpenny stamp,
bearing the profile of the Queen. The
above firm must have made its fortune
and retired, as wo have not secen the
advertisement since.

TR RAREST STAMP,

Now Brunswick has the honor of
having produced tho rarest stamp in
the world, viz: Tho “Connell,” as it
is universally called. Now, this st mp
is not an essay in any sonse of that
much-gbused word ; the circumstancos
are as follows: In the year 1861, the
Hon. Charles Connell, a gontleman
renowned aliko for his integrity, gening
and benovelence, was the Postmastor-
General of the provinco of New Bruns-
wick. Soon after entering on his offi-
cial duties, Mr. Connell discovered that
the postage stamps of tho provinco
were susceptible of improvemeont, and
to that end, cmployed tho famous
American  Bank Note Company to
exccute v set of stamps in liou of the
labels hitherto used. Mr. Connell
furnished the designe, theider of which
was  certainly original, -und which
speaks for the excellent taste of that
gentleman to the present day ; for the
stamps of Now Brunswick are unsur-
passed in point of eleganco and neatness
by any stamp in Christendom. Mr. Con-
nell’s idea wus the sonsible ono of put-
ting a difforent design on each stamp,
and to that end, a steam-cengine un the
1c., a head of 1ler Majesty of England
on the 10c, a steamboat (indicating
European postage) on the 123c., a
portrait of the possible future monarch
of Ingland on the 17c., and his own
portrait on the 5e,

The stamps arrived, and wore issued
to the public; but, alas! unforiunato
Mr. Connell had, in tho eyes of Her
Majesty's lieges of Now Brunswick,
committed a frightful crime. That he, a
mortal created man, a descendant of
Adam and Eve, should dare to engrave
his honest countenance on a similar
picce of paper to that on which the
majesty of that broad domain, on which
the sun never sets, was depicted ! A
mass-meeting presided over by a politi-
cal opponent of Connoll was instantly
called, and it was resolved to request
M. Connell to vesign, but Mr. Connoll
dashed the reins of the post-office
department back in the faco of tho
governor, aud retired at once and for-
ever, from tho political arena.

The stamp was only used ono day
and a number having passed through
the post-office, it theroforo could not
bo an essay.,
