The letter appointing Satolli, Apostolic
Delegate which has been published, makes
him really a Pope of the Romanists in the
United States. Leo says: ‘“Whatever sen-
tance or penalty you shall declare or in-
flict duly against those who oppose your
authority we will ratify, and, with the
authority given us by the Lord, will cause
to be observed Inviolably until condign
satisfaction be made, notwithstanding con-
stitutions and apostolic ordinances or any
other to the contrary.” Very sweeping
that. We are glad we are rnot under him.

The cold has been excessive in St.
Petersburg and for weeks wood fires have
been burned in the squares and streets of
the city in an effort to make necessary out-
door business endurable. The streets have,
however, been practically deserted. The
double windows In the stores and houses
ars mogtly iced over and frozen up. From
north and central Russia a temperature
of 3¢ to 39 degrees below zero is report-
ed, which Is 27 degrees below the average.
In Siberia it has fallen to 45 degrees be-
low zero.

There has been a phenomenal absence
of snow in the Swiss Alps this winter,
and the matter is said tio be becoming
gerious for both visitors and natives.
Transport is hampered by sledges being
nseless, and the Julier Pass is traversed
on wheels, a midwinter circumstance pre-
viously unknown. The mountain slopes
around St. Moritz are bare of snow, and
it has been impossible to construct the
toboggan slides usually such a great at-
traction there. Skating has, however, been
especially good.

At the recent annual meetting of the
Marylebone congregation, the chair was
taken by Rev. R. M. Thornton ,B. A,, Mod-
erator of the Session. Reports were pre-
sented, showing that during the period in
which Rev. Dr. Pentecost had acted as
‘stated supply’ there had been much pro-
gress made. The additions numbered in all
138, of whom 118 were admitted on pro-
fession of faith, bringing the present mem-
bership up to 640. The attendances at the
Sunday and week-day services were very
large. The finances of the church were in
a mosl satistactory state. The total in-
come for the Yyear was £4,428, against
£2 845 in the previous year. It was in-
cidentally stated that the new weekly of-
fering system by envelopes was purely
voluntary, and that envelopes had mgy
been sent to the 420 persons who had
asked for them. The success of the scheme
was already assured.

Referring to the movewment in favour of
union between the Presbyterian and Con-
gregational Churches, “ H.” In a 1ett.er to
the Thiladelphia Presbyterian, writes:
« Ag to union with us, there may not bde
much more in it than there is of disunion
with you, though union is in the air, so to
speak. Steps toward union, in a limited
way, nay be made ere long. There Is no
reason why some denominations, that are
very near to each other now, may not ap-
proach pearer—may, in short, effect a wmar-
viage in a happy way. Our Congrega-
tivnal friends and ourgelves may, in a short
time see our way to work in one corporate
body. 1t is far easier,as it is far wmore
pleasant, to epumerate reasons ) why we
ghouid come together, than to iramne rea-
scps for prolopging 2 separate existence.
