hand the huinble and unobtrusive Oblates of Gléncree

. appealing to nll creeds and classes for aid in the difti-
cult but truly leudable and Christinn task of dimin-
-ishing and ‘eradicatiog juvedile crime—whilst, on

. the other, we beliold the spirit of bigotry and religi-
ous-hatred fanned in unwarranted attempta to eradi-
.- cate from ‘the hearts and minds of the people a reli-
.. gious belief to which they are strongly attacbed, in
" grder to force another npon them to which they are
' .utterly ‘and’ conscientiously averse. Let the Win-
unbisssed Protestent weigh and exnmine the glori-

" ous resnlts which has crowned the labors of the holy
* men who bave devoted themselves to the henevolent
. and important work in which they ~re engaged at:
the Glensree Reformatory. What benefits they have

" already conferred, what far greater benefita still they
. wmust, henceforward confer, not ouly on' thosé to
. whose reformation their incessant exertions are im-
mediately directed, but to the community at large.

. ‘How many & child will they withdraw from .the
. paths of sin, and guilt, and crime that would have
*‘sent its parents with shame and sorrow to the grave,
- and ended it3-own days on the scaffold or at:the
hulks! And where and how have these miracles
been performed ? Where? In n spot where the un-
tiring labor end inexhaustible charity of the Oblate
Brothers bave literally cansed the ¢ barren wilder-
ness to smile” There the firm purpose and the
Christian patience and the fervent zeal of these holy
men bave gradually brought together the orphan
and the destitute children of poverty, who, though
young in years, were-speedily waxing old in crime—
who, though phyaieally sound, were morally corrupt
and afflicted with the worst of all maladies, the lep-
rosy of shameless sin and audacious crime. Many
-there were mmnongst these young victims of the sue-
cessful tempter whose vices seemed already too

" deeply rooted to bo eradicated ; but the patience and
charity, the forbearance and perseverance of the
QOblate Fathers overcame every obstacle. And what
is the result? These poor creatures wwho in 8 work-
housge or & prison would have become hardened in
their evil propensities and irreclaimable to society,
Lave now been taught and trained to become useful
members of the social body. Though for the most
~part uneducated and uninstructed in their religion
when they entered the Reformatory, they are now
sufficiently well instructed to be fitted for the vari-
ous callings they have been taught to fallow. Glen-
eree, which was originally a mere barrack, io ruins,
but which has undergone an almost miraculous im-
provement and transformsation under the incompar-
able management of the Rev, I'. J. Lynch, and his
fellow-labourers in this fruitful vineyard, contained,

. on.the 1st January last, 235 juvenile offenders, rang~
ing from the ages of 10 to 16 years, the majority of
whom are orpbans who bad become criminals from
a want or acglect of parental.eare and counsel.—
Seven of these had Dbeea. convicted for burglary, 24
for felony, and 204 for larceny and minor offencea of
various kinds. Within the briefspace of less thau two
years, however, 25 of them have become tailors, 22
shoemakers, 16 cabinet-makers, 5 turners,2 stone-cut-
ters, 5 quarriers, G hounse secvants, 2 stable boys, 2 cow
boys, 4 cartery, and 20 masons' laborerg—whilst the
rest of them are constantly cugaged in reclaiming
and cultivating the Iarge tract of waste land sur-
rounding the Reformatory. In this. srduous and
difficult Jabour they have been so diligent and bave
sncceeded 0 ndmirably, that at least twelve acres of
-waste land will be thoroughly cultivated before
autamn. For an account of the admirable system
- which hns wrought such wordersin so brief a period
we refer the reader to the report. But it cannot be
expected that all this has becn done without ‘incur-
ring liabilities, for the ligquidntion of which “he re-
sources of the Institution, although it is o some re-
apects self-supporting, are far from suflicient. The
meeting on Tuesday was, therefore, held for the pur-
pose of appealing to the public for aid in paying off-

- the debt, amounting to £2,650, which bas been ccn-
tracted in bringing ihe Reformatory to its ypresent
very useful and efficient state.  Another olject of
the meeting was to enlist the force of public opirion
againsat the apprehended reduction of the Govern-
ment allowance from 7s to 5s per herd for each of
the Reformatory subjects. We trust, however, that
the Treasury will not attempf a reduction which
would be the ruverse of economica], ns. it would
paralyse the action aad endanger the permsnence
of the Reformatory. The consequence would be a
vast increase in the number of juvenile offenders,
and o proportionate adgdition to the coat of detaining
them in prison cor pennl servitude, to say nothing of
the furtber expsnse they would cause when they
became adult criminals, So far as the debt incurred
by the committee is concerned, we have no doubt,
that not only Dublin, but every portion of the coun-
try will contribute literally and speedily to its li-
quidation, inasmuch as the entire country is benefit-
ed by the admirable institution at Gleacree. It is
only to be regretted that some legislative mensure
hns not yet been introduced for placing the children
of the poor beyond the cvil influences and pernicious
examples which besst them in our workhouses. This
most desirable end might be effected by the estab-
lishment ol industrial schools. And surely the un-
questionable and extriordinnry success which hag
attended the experiment at St, Kevin's Reformatory,:
should be sufficient inducement to the Goveroment
to apply the same system to the children who are
now pining and languishing away, feeble, decrepid,
diseased, and sinking prematurely inte the grave
within those whitened sepulchres in which one of
the fictions of "the Inw nsserts the poor nre relieved.

What ig this expected news of
grest gladness? What i3 tlus result which the
Census of 1861, -is to show, to the exultation of
these journnlists? This that some millious of Irish
Catholic Celts have been killed off, or exterminated
in one way or another, within a decade .of years.
Liet the nations of Europe note this almost incredi~
ble fuct. L.et them peruse the arlicles of the jour-
nals that defenG British rule in Ireland, and they
will gather oue more damning proof of the spirit,
aim, object of that rule; the steady, persistent,
sleepless, antiring, coldolooded, merciless extirpa-
tion of the native Irish race, and the colonigation
of the land by “aliens in language, in blood, and
in religion !” The KBritish organs do net pretend
that the Census will show any increase in any sec-
tion of the Irish people. They do not pretend that
any creed or class of Irishmen will show an increase
io the ratio of progression exhibited by every Cen-
sus previous to 1851. But they say that, what with
the slanghter of the Papist Celts by famine, by
fever, by workbouse, by poverty, by rent screw,
by eviction, and what with the influx of favoured
forcigners to graze their lowing herds where the
slain or banished Irish once raiged the happy reap-
er's song, the reckoning now will show that the na-
tive element and the ancient faith are disappearing
from ‘*our old ancestral Ireland!’ This is what
the English organs are now proclaiming in glee,
This is what, they tell us, the Census of next week
will show, It may beso; but we trust the priests and
people will look to the moral of this matter prompt-
1y and earpestly, and will see, during the next week
that whatever number of our race and creed are
gtill in the land, may be truly set down. The va-
cant places, are plentiful enough ; the simple faith-
ful hearts, that loved Ireland above all earthly
thrones are few enough as things stand that any
should be omitted, So shall we also by this means
be enabled in some degree to estimate the num-

In many aspot where, ten ghort
years ago tbe father's band £iled np for them, with
all o father's pride the record of hLiz household
wealth—his faithful wife, his brave boys and gentle
girls all nought now remaias but a shapeless grown
mound, & blackened gable or a bleached and riven
rafter of the once happy-home. Great Heavens!tia
thus; while sleeps Thy anger a fertils land is
cleared of a people without stain or crime; 8 people
full of raith, and virtue and religion—kindly, @im-
ple, honest, generous ot heart, and free of hands.
And then, every tenth year their destroyer scods
round to count their graves, to reckon their scalps;
viceregal bonsts proclaim how the poor man's cot-
tages have been tumbled ; and exultant voices
boast that A Census or two further or the Catholic
Celts will be counted no more. But what if ere
another Census shall be taken, better destinies arise
for the race thus docomed ! What if a life-giving, not
a death-dealing rule be erect in the Iand, and tha
Census be directed to find how have the people
prospered azd increased, not how they harve perish-
ed and fallen; to find how many of the bapished
Irish have returned, how many homesteads dot the
valleys now grazed as sheep walks! Ten years
more! It is time enongh for many startling events.
The decade now closes has witnessed wondrous
things. The Map of Europe has been drawn apew.
Let us pray that, however disheartening may be the
revelations of thiz Censuns, it may be the last reckon-

Tuge of dirty water with which the Dublin Liberal
journals were covered, came last week the cataract
of twaddle with which the Conservative journals
were overflown.

-~ /Tag PorroneLio TraGEDY. -~ Never in- my recol-
lection did any occurrence send auch s thrili 'of con-
sternation through this city as the fatal omnibus ac-’
-cident at the Portobello bridge on Saturday nighs.—
The news passed in all diréctions with electric
rapidity that one of the omnibu§es had 'fallen into |.
the lock chamber-of -the canal, and that nll the pas-
sengers were drowned. [t was uccertain at first
whether the omuoibus was going out of town or. re-
turning, and the auxiety was intenss among persons
who expected their friends to be travelling by omni-
bus about that hour. Multitudes crowded round the
‘scene of the.disaster, and . cabs and cars-lined the
Streets in the weighborhood. Some years ago Mr.
Wilzon, a London gentleman, established n line of
omuibuses from the General Post-Office to Round-
tow, running through Rathmines and Rathgar—the
greatest thoroughfere about Dublin, During the
day the “ Favorite" omniboses ran every 15 minutes,
and nfter 6 o'clock p.m. every half hour. The line
was very well conducted, no serious accident haviog
ever occurred upon it betore. On Saturday night
the.omnibus No. 7left Roundtown at 0 d'clock, aud
arrived in the usual time at the Canal-bridge, to
which there isa sharp assent on both sides. The
driver pulled up to let out & passenger on the bridge.
While the conductor was taking the fare the omni-
bu_s began to back down the incline towards Rath-
mines. In the effort to get on the horses, which
were fresh and spirited, one or both became reatiff,
the pole got entangled in the harness, the driver ldst
control aver them, the omnibus continued to back
up on the road towards. Portobello Barracks, and
then; turning rather sharply round, it was pusbed
violently up the rising ground to the lock basin,
bursting and passing through the wooden railing;
and before any assistance could be rendered the
omaibus, horses, and all were precipitated into the
canal. The driver, Patrick Hardy, a steady mar,
who js said to have been perfectly sober, kept his
gseat till the omnibus went down, and was dragged
out of the water slive by a policeman named Gaff-
ney, who had been on duty in the neighborleod.—
KNothing is known of the way in which the conductor
There were six inside pas-
sengers, all of whom lost their lives almost imme-
diately. _ The scene was fearful. In n place the
most unlikely, where the possibility ot danger could
scarcely be imagined, six human beings, shut up in
on omnibus, were plunged into a dark chamber, 16
or 20 feet deep, haif fuil of water, shrieking and
strugglmg for help in vain. The horses were
plunging furiously, striking their hoofs against the
smooth slimy stone walls, splashing the water abeut
in thel.r convulsive efforts for life. The people on
the bridge and around the place presented A scene
of wild confusion aud horror, shouting for help,
rushing to and fro, striving to let off the water, to
break open the omnuibus, to do something to save the
lives of the passengers. All was vain. The cries
graduslly died away. When, afier an interval of 20
minutes, the top of the ormnibus was broken in with
8 hatehet, all were dead. The following are the
uames of the victims : —Mrs. Byrne, aged 26, and
her infant child; Mr. Gunn, proprietor of a muasic
establishment In Westland-row ; & man named Cuu-
ningham, a night watchman in ene of the docks;
Mrs. O'Conaell, the wife of a solicitor, from the
county Clare; Miss O'Connell, her daughter, aged
18 years, who was at St. Patrick’s ball in the Castle
& few evenings before, and was much admired for
singular benuty. The two last named and the child
were immediately removed to Mercer's Hoapital ; the
rest were taken to the Meath Hospital, where every
exertion was made to restore consciousness by Drs,
dmyly, Porter, Wharton, Jameson, and other medical
geutlemen. Dr, Mouk, who lives near the scens of
tha disaster, had previously dome everything that
wag possible to save some of the lives, but all skill
was in vain, Six corpses await the coroner's in- |
quest, which iz to be held at 12 o’clock to-day.—

sione of horror at the catastrophe, a feeling: of as-
touishment is universally expressed as to how the
thing could bave occurred, even if the driver and

horses’ heads—Nhow the omnibus could have turned
round in such's way, and been forced justinto the
spot that seemed most inaccessible, and also at the
same time most fatal. Multitudes are travelling
anly by these omnibuses, and a thought of danger
lcx'kc this never occurred 10 any one.— Times Dublin
orr.

It hag remained for Mr. Adair
to give practical effect to the policy suggested by
my Tiord Derby in Tigberary—viz., that of making
the district responsible for the act of the assassin, It
will be remembered 1hat in the early part of last win-
ter Mr. Adair's caretaker, a person pamed Murrny,
was most brutally murdered. Of course suspicion
rested on the peasantry of the district, but every
effort to bring home guilt to them most singularly
failed. An approver in the case at the last Donegal
agsines pleaded guilty to & charge: of perjury, aud
was sentenced to seven years' penal servitude; and
another witness in the case, Dougal Rankin, & con-
fidential servant of Mr, Adair's, is now in Omagh
goal, awaiting his trial for shooting at a respectable
hotel keeper in Strabane. Rankia, it will be remem-
bered was bailed out at the Strabane. Petty Seasions,
but bis sureties becoming apprehensive that he was
about to give them leg-bail, at once su:rendered him
up to the authorities, One would naturally infer
that a charge of guilt against the peasantry, nnsus-
tained by any testimony save that of these two men,
would have been sufficient to have restrained Mr.
Adair from resorting to the wholesale vengeance
which he proposes to take upen his tenantry for this
offence. No fewer than forty-six families are to be
handed over to-morrow to the tender mercies of the
crowbar brigade. Naot that they owe Mr. Adair rent
or nrrears of rent, but because they cannot find for
Mr. Adair the murderer of Murray, A large police
force has been drafted out of Roscommon, Leitrim,
and other counties, to protect the Adair crowbar
brigude in demolishing the homes of the Glenveagh
peasantry, and they have been arriving at Letter-
kenry during to-day. To the honour of Donegal,
be it told, that Mr, Adair was unable to procure
men to discharge the duties of levellers, and he was
neeeasarily obliged to bring & number of ill-locking
fellows from « distance to perform this duty. These
fellows have bheen travelling - with all the secrecy of
executioners. If Mr. Adair had ouly evinced half
the desire to elicit the truth that he has dome to
puniah the tenants, the case might bave been ditfer-
ent, ard police, instead of protecting the Adair
levellers, might have been employed in their proper
avocation, that of conducting the guilty to justice.
