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ARTICLE IV

1. Each Government shall appoint a Secretary of the
Tribunal. The persons 8O appointed shall act as Joint Secretaries
of the Tribunal and shall be subject to its instructions.

2. The Tribunal may appoint such other persons, including
engineers, as are considered necessary to assist in the performance
of its duties, on such terms and conditions as the Tribunal may

see fit, subject only to the availability of funds provided by

the. two Governments for the expenses of the Tribunal.

ARTICLE V

The Tribunal shall meet at such times and places as
may be agreed upon by the members of the Tribunal, subject to
instructions of the two Governments.

ARTICLE_VTI

The Tribunal shall, with the concurrence of the two
Governments, adopt such rules for its proceedings as may be deemed
expedient and necessary, but no such rule shall contravene any of
the provisions of this Agreement. The rules shall be designed to
expedite the determination of claims.

ARTICLE VII

1. within 90 days after this Agreement enters into force,
the Government of the United States of America shall file with the
Joint sSecretaries of the Tribunal three copies of the claim of

each national of the United States of America alleging damage or
detriment caused by the construction and maintenance of Gut Dam
that it is submitting for adjudication. It shall also within the
same period transmit three copies of each such claim to the Govern-
ment of Canada. The claims shall be accompanied Ly all of the
evidence on which the Government of the United Statcs of America
intends to rely.

2. Within 120 days after the receipt of each claim Ly the
Government of Canada, in accordance with the terms of paragraph 1

of this Article, the Government of Canada shall file with the

Joint Secretaries of the Tribunal three copies of the answer it is
aubmitting with respect to such claim. It shall also within the
same period transmit three copies of each such answer to the
Government of the United States of America. The answer shall be
accompanied by all of the cvidence on which the Goverament ot Canada
intends to rely. :
