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The House resumed debate on the proposed motion of Mr. Fleming (Eglin-
ton), seconded by Mr. Churchill,—That Bill C-122, An Act to authorize the
Minister of Finance to make payments to the Governments of the Provinces
and to authorize the Government of Canada to enter into tax collection agree-
ments with the Governments of the Provinces, be now read a second time.
