country a greater power not only in pro-
ductivity but in introducing a competition
that benefited the people of Canada by mil-
lions of dollars, made us a great exporting
nation, and gave us a new viewpoint in the
way of trade between ourselves, other por-
tions of the empire and foreign countries.

I said before that the Conservative party
had mooted the question time and again but
that they did not take action upon it. The
Liberal party took action and I believe this
preferential ' tariff which has been a great
means of regulating prices in this country,
has helped to place Canada since 1913 in
the position of making the greatest gain of
any country in the world in the way of trade.
This success has been based upon three fac-
tors: first, the continuance of the British
preference; secondly, the fact that the Con-
servative government after the war did not
dare to raise the tariff; and, in the third
place, the fact that the Liberal administra-
tion since 1921 has been moving in the direc-
tion of a fair tariff for all Canada. These are
the three factors which have contributed to
the upbuilding of our foreign trade and the
development of our industry, and to reinforce
this argument I should like to place on Han-
sard the following series of figures. The first
table, taken from the trade returns, shows the
imports from and exports to Great Britain,
including the period since the adoption of
the British preference:

decrease for the latter year approximating
half a million dollars. Exports show an
increase of $28,000,000 odd.
