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stili another very important point of order.
Is an hon. member, under the shelter of that
mule, permitted to read a communication or
an alleged communication containing state-
îîïents whicb hie wonid not make on his own
responsiibility a.s a me-mber. statements wbiclh
hy innuendo reflect upon this house or some
inember or members of the house, particu-
iarly when the extraet read indicates a con-
spiracy against the wellbeing of this country?
lu the quotation the hion. member bas namned
two or three parties and thien Icaves a blank.
Apart from your ruling, Mr. Speaker, 1
appeal to the bon. member in the interests at
the decency of debate not ýto ioliow suecb a
course.

Mm. BENNETT: The limitation is that
lie assumes -the responsibility of bis state-
ment.

Mr. DUNNING: H1e did not say so.

Mr. BLACKMORE: Arn I permitted to
go on, Mr. Speaker, or is it youm ruling that

Imust withdraw the statement?

Mr. LAPOINTE (Qnebec East): Uniess
y on take the responsibiiity for it.

Mr. DKPUTY SPEAKER: The hion. mem-
ber for Lethbridge (Mr. Blackmore) must
re-oeal the naine or take the responsibility
himseb for the article.

Mr. BLACKMORE: I must give the
name, take the responsihiiity, or wbat? You
sce, Mr. Speaker, we do not know the mules
by whieh you people play these games. Al
we want Vo know is what are the miles and
we will play according to them. As soon as
we learn thcmn, we wiil play according to
them pretty bard. 1 will withdraw th.e state-
mient. if you say I mnst. Naturally, 1 do
not propose to take the responsibiiity for

the statement nor do I propose to give thc
name of the persan wbo wrote it. It cannot
be meveaied at the prcsent time. so I will
withdTaW.

Mr. DUN-\NING: The lion. member must
wit-hdraw or take the respon.sibiiity for it.

Mr. DEPUTY SPEAKER: My ruiing is
that the hion. memýber must withdraw the
statement or givýe the naine of the author.

Mm. BLACKMORE: I accept yorur rniing
and withdraw tbe statement. I amn giad the
members of this honse have had a chance

Vo bear it.

Mm. FINN: Strike it ont of the record.

Mr. BLACKMORE: The next thing is
whether there is anything in tbis Vhing.

[Mr. Dunning.]

Mr. DUNNING: I rise to another point
of order. The hion. member bas just made
a very qualified withdrawal wbich is in entire
contradiction to the spirit of the rules of this
hanse. In withdrawing bis previous state-
ment. which he was bonnd to do undeé the
miles. hie said, "I arn glad tbe members of
this house -have had a chance to hear it." I
submit that that is contrary to the rules;
that the withdrawal must be absolute and
unquaiified.

Mr. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The point
raised by the Minister of Finance (Mr. Dun-
ning) is wvell taken and the hion. member
for Letlibridge (Mr. Blackmore) must with-
draw the statement completely.

Mr. BLACKMORE: 1 witbdraw com-
pie tely.

Mr. DEIPUTY SPEAKER: The witb-
drawai must flot be qualifi-ed in any way.

Mr. BLACKMORE: I witbdraw corn-
pleteiy. May I go on now?

Mr. BENNETT: Since we are discussing
this matter and since the bon. member will
not sccept re.sponsibility, I submait that the
statement sbonld be struck out. If the state-
ment is macle and no responsibility is accepted,
it is obvious tbat it neyer should have been
read. As it neyer should have been read.
it should not appear in the record.

Mr. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The point of
the leader of the opposition (Mr. Bennett)
is weil taken.

Mm. BLACKMORE: That is quite sathý-
factory to me.

Mr. DEPUTY SPEAKER: I1 will be
stricken out of Hansard.

Mr. BLACKMORE: Must I aqk that?

Mr. ELLIOTT (Middlesex): It wiil ho
done without request.

Mr. BLACKMORE: There are several
sections of our own press that are distinetIv
apprehiensive. May I quote again from the
Ottawa Citizen of February 5, 1936, from the
editorial columo, in which there appears an
article under thc heading "Seccssion in Aus-
tralia."

The loan council plan undoubtedly originated
outside of Canada. Tbe government of
Australia adopted it after Sir Otto Niemeyer,
f rom the Bank of England, bad reported on
the financjal credit situation in the common-
weaith. The same authorities at the seat of
financial imperialism in London last year were
urging the necessity of a so-called national
government in Canada.
