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he listened to the speeches of hon. members on second
reading and in committee.

May I conclude, Mr. Speaker, by reiterating the position
I took initially in my remarks today. We are concerned
here with requiring the police and Attorneys General to
give a second look to situations where they are asked to
put on electronic surveillance. This provision is not
going to hamper thema unduly; it is merely going to make
themn a little more careful and cautious. I think such a
provision is in the interests of the liberty and freedom of
ail Canadians and should be adopted. The bill should be
maintained in the form in which it was reported back
from committee.
