TWELVE LIVES LOST
IN'FIRE AT BRODKLYN

Tenement House Was Destroyed
and Bodies Were ‘Found
in Ruins.

NEW YORK, Nov. 2.—Ten persons
were burned to death in a fire which
destioyed the three storey tenement
hatige at 66 North Sixth street, Brook-
lyn, tonight, More bodies are believed
to be in the ruins.

Two more bodies have been recov-
ered, bringing the total number of
dcad up to 12.

The fire stanted in the lower part of
the kuilding and spread rapidly to the
upper floors, tucting off means of es-
cape. Nearly all the .occupants were
as eep when the blaze was discovered,
but quick work by the police and fire-
men ‘enabled them to rescue many.

The bodies of six adults and four
children were among the first recov-
ered. These were found c¢lad innight
clothes in bhedrooms and in hallways.
The -pcsition of several cf the dead
indicated that an attempt had been
made to reach places of safety when
overcome by the smoke.
