IS ONLY TEMPORARY

“The demand for houses in Toronto at
the present time is largely artificial and

is brought about by abnormal conditions,
which have arisen during the past two
or three years,” sald J. B, Harris, Dan-
forth avenue, 1o a reporter for The World
yesterday. ‘‘The high wages offered and
paid in the munition works is one factor
which has attracted a large number of
men and women and even whole families
from the country districts to our eity,
who should be still on their farms help-
ing to produce food for the country and
the men overseas. The influx of people
from the farming d cts has also a

tendency to lower the standard of wages

in other depurtments of labor and in-
crease the high cost of living. Banks are
staffed largely with female help, who
would be better employed in milking cows
and dairy farming. %m normal woman
help of our city is ample to meet bank-
sng and factory and commercial needs.
The demand for houses is largely ac-
counted .for thru the present condition of
affairs. :

‘“We have also to attribute our present
enormous tax rate to the attractive in-
surance on the men who went overseas,
paid by the City of Toronto, which
covered others who came into the city
from outside points and enlisted; also
our large grants to patriotic, Red Cross
and other war work, all of which should
have been taken in hand by the govern-
ment at Ottawa and spread over the
Dominion, when every farmer and resi-
dent of Canada would be required to pay
an equal share.
