BOARD OF TRADE COUNCIL:

Port Arthur Will Explain the New
‘Water-Power—The Dominion
Exhibition,

The Council of the Board of Trade met
yesterday afternoon and considered mauny
matters of Importance. Mr. James D.
Allan, chairman of the committee, who ac-
companied the clty deputation to Ottawa,
for the purpose of urging upon the Govern-
ment the advisability ot making a grant of
$100,000 to assist the City and Industrial
Exhibition Association to prepare for a
Dominion Exhibition in 1901, reported that
they had been cordially recefved by the
Government, and were promised their’ sup-
port when the matter came before the

House,

Port Arthur Boomers,

A communication from D. F. Burk point-
ed out that It would be of great import-
ance and interest to have Mr. Edward
Spencer Jenison address the board on what
he is doing and proposes. to see done in
connection with another enormous water-
power development in and about Port Ar-
thur and Fort William, together with a
deseription, by one or more local men,
of the natural resources of that cormer of
New Ontario, which, he believes, are econ-
omically equal to those In Mr, Clergue’s
corner. It was decided to call .a generai
meeting of the board some day next week,
to give Mr. Jenison an opportunity to ad-
dress the members.

Legislative Committee,

The report of the Legislative Committee
was recefved and adopted, It dealt with
certaln legislation now - before the Legis-
lature.

1. but stmn%ly urged that the method of
electing the Board of Control at present be
continued.”
