Mr. Oglivie showed The World
a large number of Interesting mementoes
of his sojourn in the golden north, not the
least Interesting of which is a miner’s
bucket of solid gold, four Inches square
and one inch and a half deep. The bucket_
delineates every feature ofthe mining 0p-
erations, showing slulce boxes, creek dams,
windlasees, ropes, buckets and mining
tools, and a regulation miner’s cabin near
the dump. The dumps consist of small
gold nuggets soldered together. The min-
er’'s accessories are Inside the bucket, and
on the outside Is  carved the Imscription
which Indicates that the bucket was pre-
sented to Mr. Ogilyie by the government
employes of the Yukon Territory, 86 In all.
This magnificent piece of work occupied
three weeks In making and cost about $800.

Pekin, Aug. 28.—The Imi)erln.l edict, for-
bidding the fmportation || off arms and
munitions of war, Is not| satisfactory to
the Forelgn Ministers. Al mpgeting of the
Ministers has been called to discuss the
edict. It lgnores the vital fact that the
prohibition applles to the government, and
that it is part of the Chinese punishment.
The edlet makes it appear to be merely the
government’'s yoluntary act, prohibiting |
Chinese subjecfs from importing arms and
munitions, as the country is disturbed b¥
brigands.

Later in the day it was announced that
the Ministers had decided to accept the |
edict, but to omit the first paragraph in |
publishing It as part of the appendix to
the protocol.

Some,
however, who were too seriously injured to
help themselves, were rescued by members
of the boat clubs, whose houses line the
river front at this point.
