—Destined to Become Most Im-
portanton This: Continent. '

Before the advent of the steam rail-
way, which is to.day such g factor in
the birth and subsequent growth of
cities and towns thruout the country,

what are now important commercial
centres were always found contigu-
ous. to some great highway. After ¢!
hundred years of .service these high- |
ways have be@ome honored by tradi-
tion' and history, -and in some cases
public-spirited citizens or local histori-
cal societies take up the self-imposed
task of marking the spots which pos-
terity should 'treat with reverence.

As New York City can proudly point
to Broadway, the greatest business
thorofare on this continent, so can To- i
ronto show equal pride in its Yonge-
street, rich in  history and romancs.
For Yonge-street it can be sald with-
out equivocation that everything or!
anvthing required by the great human
family can be had from the enterpris-
ing merchants who, line its either side.

When first projected, in 1791, as &
“ghort cut from York to Lake S8fincos,”
Yonge-street did mnot extend farther
south than Lot—now Queen-strect.
T.ater it was seen that the logical
.southern terminus was the bay, and
adjustments were made with the own-
ers of property whose land was re-
quired, in part, to make this extension, |
that it might be carried thru. At that |
time, however, and for a considerable |
period afterwards, the street was little
used between the Town of York and
the Village of Yorkville, situated nortl |
of Bloor-street, from which point it |
was much traveled, the intervening |
sirip of sand beirg known as “the roal |
ty» Yonge-street.” Incidentally, we i
might mention that the street deriv( a |
{t« . name from BSir George Yonge, at !
one time secretary for war in England,
