No events of a sensational character
on the front in northern France were
&nnounced today, but Gen, Haig in a
brief bulletin tonight recounts the re-
ecvery by the British of all the ground
lost in the Mametz Wood. The Brit-

progress by his fcreee in the Trones
Wood, the scene of much heavy and
desperate fighting during the past few
days.

From Gen. Haig’s bulletins it is seen
that the British are driving steadily
towards the crest of the ridge com-
manding the wide Bapaume plateau.
According to the view of French mili-
tary experts there are no less than
600,000 German bayonets opposing the
advance of Gen. Haig’s forces. The
Reuter correspondent at the Britisn
front reports that two German fleld
guns bearing the date 1874, have been
captured by the British, The cu:-
respondent asks whether, without at-
taching undue importance to the in-
cident, these guns do not indicate the
straits to which the Germans are be-
ginning to be reduced in order to find
rufficient armament,

LONDON, July 18, 1.656 a.m,—The
Times' correspondent at British head-
quarters in France sends the follow-

“The Newfoundlanders were the only
overseas troops engaged in these
operations.

LONDON, July 12.—John Redmond,
leader of the Irish Nationalists, today
lesued a statement characterizing the
specch of the Marquis ofsLansdowne
in “he house of lords on Tuesday as
a declaration of war on the Irish
people, He says also that the speech
was a breach of faith apparently mads
with the intention of wrecking the ne-
gotiations for a compromise,

“I regard Lord Lansdowne's speech
as a grass insult to Ireland,” says Mr.
Redmond in his statement, ‘It ami-
ounts to a declaration of war on the
Irish people and i{s an anouncement of
a policy of ceorcion,

“If this speech be taken as repre-
senting the attitude and spirit of the
government towards Ireland, there is
an end to all hopes of a settlement,
The speech scems to me to have been
made with the deliberate object of
wrecking the negotiations for a settle-
ment.”

QUIET RULES SOMME

French Have Nothing to Re-
port on That
Front.

Enerial Meliia ¢ta The Torvonto World,
PARIS, July 12.—The Germans made-

a slight further gain of ground in the
Verdun region today in the course of
a heavy attack by six regiments of in-
fantry or 18,000 men, according to the
French officlal communication of to-
night. The communication follows:

“On the Somme front there was
nothing to report during the course of
the day.

“On the left bank of the Meuse a
rather spirited artillery action ocecur-
red in the sector of Le Mort Homme.

“On the right bank, the Germans un-
dertook this morning a strong effort in
the direction vf Fort Souville, About
10 o'clock, +ifter intense artillery pre-
paration, a strong attack with effec-
tives of six regiments:@ebouched from
the Village of Fleur m’ “the Vaux
and Chapitre woods, Nétwithstanding
the violehce of the assaults which were
faunched in massed formation on a
front  relatively marrow, the enemy
succeeded at the cost of enormous los-
ses in gaining omly a Mttle ground in
the neighborhood of the Chapel of
Sainte Fine at the intersection of the
Fleury and Vaux roads. The bom-
bardment continued with great vio-
lence in the whole region of. Souville,
Chenois and La Laufee,

PETROGRAD, Ju!y 12 (via London,
July 13)—Russian tsoops have cap-
tured the Town of Mamakhatum, 50
miles west of Erzerum, on the Tuzlub
River, by assault, says the official
statement given out by the war office
tonight, The retreating Turks set
fire to the town, Following is the
statement:

“Cancasus front—West of Erzerum
our troops, having repulsed the Turxs,
took the Town of Mamakhatum by as-
sault. In the course of their retreat
the enemy set fire to the town, We
took measures to extinguish the
flames.” :

A previous statement issued today
safd: :

“To the west of the Emrun}
we ‘made considerable progress; and
captured a mew line of fortified Turk-
ish positions. A great success was
scored by one of our regiments which
had already distinguished {tself in

memorable fighting during the months
of Januaary and February (Russian
time) at the capture of the fortress of
Erzerum,

“Prisoners continue to be brought in,
From July 2 to July 8 107 officers, 1,-
684 men, 8 guns, 10 machine guns and
4 bomb throwers were captured, A
large. quantity of arms and war ma-
terial was left on the line of retreat fol-
jowed by the Turks.”
