THE FIRST COLD
TOUCH OF WINTER

Thermométer Registered 10
Above Zero This Morning—High
Wind Made it Seem Very Cold.

With the thermometer registering 10
degrees above the zero mark this morning,
people were reminded of the approach of
winter. In many instances heavier coats
were brought out, and those who 1were
much on the streets could be seen with

their hands to their ears to protect them}’

from the icy blast.

The drop in temperature was noticeably
apparent yesterday, When the highest
reading was 28 degrees, and at 9 o’clock
last night the mercury had dropped to
92. At daylight this morning 10 degrees
was registered, and at 9 o'clock it was
only one degree higher. All through the
night and early this morning there were
moderate gales from the northwest, the
wind reaching a velocity of 30 to 40 miles
an hour. \

Last year the lowest temperature up to
this date was 17 degrees above the cypher
Tt was mot until the 14th of December
last year that the. temperature was as
low as today. On December 2nd last
year, there was a snowfall of four inches.

Goods were hauled out into the street
and divided among the mob; the ‘mem-
bers ‘of which became engaged over the
division of the spoile and were soon fight-
ing amongst themselves. In these en-
counters four men were killed. ’

At ten .o’clock the looters were increas-
ing rapidly in numbers, and it was feared
that the disorder would spread over the
entire city. The people were rapidly get’
ting out of hand when General Poideven
caved the situation. He went to police

158 SALOONS CLOSED

Providence, Nov. 30-—At midnight to-
night 158 licensed saloons closed their
doors for good, for under the provisions of
the law recently enacted by the legisla-
ture the city can issue but 397 licenses,
or one for every 500 of the population.
Last year 555 licenses were granted, and
so0, in order to meet the requirements im-
posed by the statutes, it was neceasary
for the license board to weed ouf enough
to bring the number down to that allow-
able.

At the same time 'the city has in-
creased the license fee, that of the retail
dealers being made $1,000 instead of $500,
and that of the wholesalers being raised
from $1,000 to $1,500, so that the city,
instead of losing revenue, will be the
gainer to the extent of $90,000.

Lawrence will
not go down as a banner one. From the
opening of navigation until December 1,
when it was declared officially closed, 739
ocean vessels arrived in port, .one less
than in the. previous year. The:tonnage
however shows a decided improvement,
there being 1,958,604 toms, compared with
1,924,475 last season, an increase in favor
of this-year of 34,129 tons.

The number of vessels arriving this year
is the smallest for many years, 1906, with
787 being the previous best, while it was
previous to 1903 that such a small num-
ber of ocean "¢faft visited the port of
Montreal. Another feature is that there
have been mno sailing vessels in port this
season of the sgagoing type, while in 1906
no less than 83:vessels of the old school
with a total tonnage of 11,364 tons visited
Montreal.

ALL GANADIAN CATTLE MUST

BE SHPPED THROUGH ST, JOHN.

Montreal, Dec. (Secpial)—A peculiar
development of the cattle embargo which
is now being enforced against the Ameri-
can states by the (Canadian government
has come to light here. Under the -action
of rigid quarantine the American cattle
trade, which formerly went from New
York and Philadelphia has been trans-
ferred to Boston and Portland, Massachu-
getts and Maine not being under quaran-
time. To meet this increased trade at Port-
land, the Dominion line has placed two
of its largest steamships on the route.

1t might have been expected that under
these circumstances the Canadian roads

| would have benefited by the- heavy traffic
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to Portland, but under the quarantine
they are not allowed to carry American
cattle, which consequently go via the New
York Central lines. This means a heavy
Joss to the Grand Trunk especially, but
it iz justified by the government on the
gound that it is pecessary to protect Can-

adian cattle, consequently the G. T. R. is
even unable to carry Canadian cattle to
Portland, as should Canadian cattle be in-
fected by shipment with Americn cattle,
it would mean an embargo on all Cana-
dian herds.

Meanwhile St. John is - benefiting
through the shipment of Canadian cattle
by that route.

The shipments of Canadian cattle from
this port during the present season are
expected to be very large. Already there
are a number of cattle in the sheds at
Sand Point awaiting shipment on the
Manchester lmporter, and other consign-
ments are expected every few days.

. Contracts have been made for the ship-
ment of over 5,000 head during the month
of December. Tbe cattle are coming via
the €. P. R, as there has been . no em-
bargo placed on Maine up to the present
fimes e o
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
