| to consider it within their province to go

out and search the person of every in-
nocent foot passenger who crosses the
bridge unless he is some person who is
intoxicated and who is suspected . of
smuggling in liquor to sell for profit.
If they did the force at this place would
have to be doubled and tripled and there
would have to be a disrobing station
maintained on this side of the river. It
would be an everlasting job.

The customs men say that it is not
their job to prevent liquor selling but
their specialty is smuggling. The na-
tional prohibition law will not be their
duty to enforce but will come under the
international revenue men. To enforce
the liquor law along the St. John river,
the men here assert, will require a re-

venue man every 25 feet. The river can |-

be more easily guarded in summer but
in winter when the surface is solid for
miles it will be a remarkably easy mat-
ter to bring liquors over into Maine. It
will not all be brought across at Van
Buren but at dozens of other points
along the river where the government
cannot conveniently establish a revenue
station. What is true of Van Buren is
also true at Fort Fairfield and other
places although the system is not so con-
venient; the line being a greater dis-
tance away. At Fort Kent there is but
a step across the boundary where any-
thing in the line of liquors can be pur-
chased at before-the-war prices.

New Brunswick Making Plans.

In the meanwhile the people of New
Brunswick, the Commercial man is in-
formed by people who know what is go-
ing on, are planning to reap a harvest
through American National prohibition.
New Brunswick has been supposed to be
dry for the last two years through a
war-dry act, which seems to work much
the same as Maine state prohibition has
worked in times past. Those who want
to take the chance of prosecution sell
liquor. If a man is caught drinking on
New Brunswick soil, and if he refuses
to tell where he bought the liquor, a
heavy penalty is imposed. These cases,
however, are said to be few and far be-
tween.

New Brunswick is, however, planning
on paying a good portion of her war
debt through the liquor traffic. Promin-
ent residents of province towns sdy that
next autumn ‘will see them all - wide
open. The line houses will all be reopen-
ed and bars at which a half dozen bar
tenders will be employed will blossom
out for business. It will be business
from Maine and -particularly from
Aroostook county that they will be cat-
ering to. It wouldn’t be surprising to
see Aroostook establish a name for itself
as a winter resort. There was never
better nor more invigorating air in the
winter than that of Aroostook.
