HOME AGAIN,

Capt. Forsyth Arrives Home Afier a
Hard Experience in the Ice.

Capt. Forsyth and wife, of the bark
Carrier Dove of this port, arrived home
last night. They had a very hard ex-

rience, and the wonder is that all
hands escaped with their lives. The
Carrier Dove sailed from this port May
8th for Glasgow,with a cargo of birch and
spruce lumber. Everything went well
until the 15th inst. when in & ;dense fog,
several large icebergs were lighted. The
wind was then blowing. from W.8. W.
Next morning with the wind from the
same quarter and with a thick fog, large
fields of ice were to be seen to the east-
ward and north east. The vessel was
hauled on the wind and stood to the
southward. About 10 a. m. a heavy
shower _of rain_fell and the fog cleuin{
for about ten minutes it was seen. thal
the least ice was to the south east. Ac-
cordingly the vessel was kept in that
direction under easy canvass until 6 p.
m., when she again got in the ice. The
main yard was backed and the doomed
vessel allowed to drift all night. The
stem and chain plates were then badly
damaged by coming in contact with the
ice. On the 17th they got clear of the
ice and proceeded on the voyage. The
pumps were attended to and no more
water than usual found in the well. But
this good fortune was not to last.

At 4p. m. on the 19th in lat. 50.30
north, lon. 39.40. west a heavy gale from
north sprang up; all sail,except the lower
topsail, was taken in and the vessel hove
to on the port tack. At 9 p, m. the
carpenter sounded the pump and found
4} feet of water in the well. The men
worked incessantly butdespite their ef-
forts the water gained rapidly on them
and in three hours was above the "tween
deck beams: In another hour the hold
was full and the deckload began to wesh
overboard and broke the pumps. The
seas washed over the vessel with terrific
force filling the after and forward houses.
Several of the crew were injured by the
floating deals, and one of them was
washed overboard; he was, however,
quickly rescued. All hands were com-
pellad to take to the top of the afterhouse
where they remained until 4 a. m. of the
21st, when they nmanaged to get
aloft and put the foresail on the
vessel in order to work her to the
south, in the track of other vessels.
About noon tke next day they sighted
the steamer Charrington which bore
down on them and soon had all on
board. The poor crew by this time were
nearly famished, For three days and
three nights they had been without food
with the exception of a few canned
tomatoes, some tins of preserved meat
and some biscuit which were soaked
with  salt water. All  suffered
untold agonies. The bravery of
Mrs. Forsyth cannot be too highly prais-
ed. She suffered but murmured not and
did her best to cheer the almost dis-
heartened sailors.

The vessel was abandoned at 1 p. m.
on the 22nd. She was then rapidly
breaking up.

The ship crew arrived at St. Jobns,
N. F. on the 26th and took steamer to
Halifax, where all but Captain Forsyth
and his heroic wife remained,
