THE GREEKS REJOICING.

THE ROYAL YACHT OSBORNE AR-
RIVES AT ATHENS.

The Prince and Princess of Wales Wel-

comed with Particalar Honors—An
ing Naval P
BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

Aruexs,Oct. 24,—The entry of the Roy-
al yacht Osborne bearing the Prince and
Princess of Wales, Prince Albert Edward,
Prince George and the Princesses Maud
and Victoria into the harbor yesterday
was a picturesque display,

The British ships under Admiral-Hos-
kins met the Osborne in port off the Is-
land of Hydra and a naval, procession
was formed with the flagships leading
and the Osborne in the centre “of the col-
umn. :

Just outside the harbor the British ves-
sels were met by the Greek fleet under
Admiral Miaulis. At this point the British
ships hoisted the Greek colors. As the
Royal procession passed into the harbor
salutes were fired from all the warships,
yards were manned and the sailors
cheered.

Upon the arrival of the Royal Yacht
in port the King and Queen of Greece
and the Duke of Sparta accompanied by

i | Lady Monson and the attaches of the

British Legation went on board and gave
the visitors a warm welcome. The entire
party was driven directly from the dock
to a special train which conveyed them
to Anthens.

The British guests were met at the
station by M. Tricoupis and the Metro-
politan. The Prince of Wales wore the
full dress uniform of a General in the
Greek army. Princes Albert Edward
and George also wore Greek uniforms.

The mayor presented each of the
Princesses with large bouquets at the
station. It was remarked that the Czare-
witch was not precent to meet the Brit-
ish Royal party.

From the station to the palace the re-
ception of the visitors was most enthusi-
astic. Flags waved from all the windows
along the route, the streets were crowded,
and the people gathered in large num-
bers even on the housetops.

In the first carriage were seated the
King of Greece Prince of Wales Duke of
Sparta and Prince Albert Edward. In
the second carriage were the Queen of
Greece and Princess of Wates—then fol-
lowed carriages bringing Prince George
and the Greek and British Princesses.

A CRONIN JURY SECURED
And The Trial of the Chicago Suspecis
to Begin To-morrow

Curcaco, Oct. 22.—A complete jury was
secured in the Cronin case late this after-
noon. When this work had been finish-

of | ed the State Attorney asked for an ad-

journment for two days in order to give
the prosecution time to make out a plan
for the presentation of its case. The de-
fence objected and Judge McConnell com-
promised by adjourning the hearing
until Thursday morning. The empan-
nelling of the jury commenced Anguet 4.
= Allowing for the time occupied by the
court in the drainage commission and an
adjournment asked for by the State
attorney, seven weeks have been occu-
pied in getting the jury. One thousand
and ninty-one jurors have been sum-
moned, of them nine hundred and twent-
seven have been excused by counsel for
cause. In addition to the 1,091 special
veniremen summoned, there were also
twenty-four on the regular panel disposed
of. One hundred and seventy-five per-
emptory challenges have bean used, of
which the defence have used ninety-
seven. At the time the jury was sworn
in, defendant Beggs had three peremp-
tory challenges left and the state twenty-
two.

The line of defence of ex-Senior Guar-
dian Beggs on the charge that the secret
committee appointed to try Cronin was
the one which condemned the doctor to
death was presented to-day. His attor-
ney, Mr. Foster, states conclusively
that there is no evidence to substantiate
the charge. There was no committee
appointed by Beggs. The whole matter
he says, was referred to District Officer
Spelman, of Peoria, which was the oc-
cosion of so much correspondence be-
tween Spelman and Beggs. It is stated
some witnesses will swear Dan Coughlan
made a motion to appoint such a com-
mittee and that the meeting came near
breaking upin a row between the two
factions, one side assailing Cronin and
the other Alexander Sullivan.

Beggs will swear that there was no
committee appointed, but that it was
left to District Officer Spelman to disci-
pline Cronin. The letters between Beggs
and the district officer will be introduced
in court. The State is confident that it
can prove such a comm‘ttee was appoint-
ed and that the members of it were
known only 1o the senior guardian. The
report of the committee: was of such' a
nature that Beggs did not give it to the
camp. Its recommendations were car-
ried ont the night after the report was
made. Had not the body of Cronin been
found the scheme might have carried.

It has been steadily maintained for
some time past that there was a London
end to the Cronin conspiracy. One of
Cronin’s friends said today: “I would
just as lief sell a story to the prosecution
in the present trial as to the Times peo-
ple. We could forgive him a good many
of his past sins if he was able and will-
ing mc’i’o his share toward avenging the
murder of Dr. Cronin.” Wm. E. James
son of a prominent British-American
lawyer, said today that the suspect,
Kunze, was one of the men who occupied
the flat on Clark street where the furni-
ture of the Carlston cottage is supposed
to have been first taken.
